COURT OF APPEALS

SEVERAL DECISIONS AFFECTING
MINNESOTA PARTIES HANDED
DOWN YESTERDAY

VERDICT FOR CITY SUSTAINED

M. Smith Loses Case
Over Block of Property—Ver-
diet for Heavy Damages
Reversed.

Mrs. Josephine

A number of decislons of the United
Btates circuit court of appeals were filed
with the clerk of the court yesterday.
Two of them are Minnesota cases, one
being in the suit of Josephine M, Smith
against the city of St. Paul.

Mrs. Smith sued the city some years
ago for §2,660 damages for the con-
demnation of block 68, West St. Paul,

Judge Thayer holds that her title to the

property was imperfect and that dam-
ages were paid to persons holding the
proper title and sustains the verdict of

the lower court, in favor of the city.
The decree of the lower court in the
case of the Sperry Manufacturing com-

pany against J. L. Owens company for
alleged infringements upon patent mill-
Ing machinery was sustained by Judge

Sanborn on the ground that the evidence
offered by the plaintiffs was incomplete
&and irrelevant.

Judge Sanborn reversed the verdict of
the lower court, giving damages to
Charles F. Sharer in his suit for per-
scnal damages against H. F. Weeks for
personal injuries received while working
in the latter’s mine in Colorado. The ac-
cident occurred through the careless-
ness. of a fellow employe and plaintiff
claimed that he had warned the super-
intendent of the mine that the man was
careless in his work and that he was an
unsafe man for the welfare of his fellow
workmen, Plaintiff held that notifying
the superintendent was a virtual notlce
on the owner of the mine, but Judge San-
born, after reading testimony to the ef-
fect that the superintendent had no
pewer to hire or discharge men, decided
tbat the superintendent was simply a
fellow worker and not the owner’s repre-
scntative and accordingly reversed the

judgment of the lower court which gave |
Scharer damages to the extent of $8,000.
The conviction of Frank W. Stubbs for

cutting timber on government lands was
affirmed by Judge Thayer. The defendant
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claimed that the law covering the point
of cutting timber on 'government land
did not touch the land in question, but
Judge Thayer Held™ otherwise and sus-
tained the verdict convicting him. The
amount at stake was about $5,000.

The lower court's verdict in favor ot
the defendant in the case of Ernest T.
Hallman and Hamilton F. Keane against
T. E. Thomas in the : matter of the
boundary line of property . in Colorado
known as the Nellie lode mihe was sus-
tained by Judge Sanborn. The dispute
was over a shifting boundary line that
defendant claimed extended to certain
boundaries and which plaintiffs claimed
encroached on their land.

A new trial was ordered in the case of
the McKenna Steel Working company
against Charles Lewis, in which the lat-
ter gained a verdict for personal in-
juries which was subsequently reversed.

CUPID’S BAD SHOTS.

Divorces Granted to Several Poorly
Mated Applicants. :

Five cases in which Dan Cupid has
managed badly were heard in the district
court yesterday, and as many plaintiffs
whe had fared badly in the state of
mairimony were present to tell the court
why they should be released from the
undutiful partners of their joys and sor-
rcws.

Andrew Jackson, who hails from Mis-
sissippi, and who is tall and black, want-
ed to be freed from his wife Maria on the
grounds of desertion, but as the com-
plaint set no time for an answer to be
filed the case will go over to the next
term.

Mathias Helmbrecht and Mrs, Pauline
Lucker were also in court asking to be
divorced from their respective spouses, as
the evidence showed that the two had
forsaken their lawful mates and eloped
together. The Helmbrechts were
married in this city in 188 and have had
four children, none of whom are alive,
and the wife left for parts unknown in
company with Mrs. Lucker's husband in
October, 1898, . Mrs. Lucker has been
obliged to support herself and family
since, and both left the court room free
from the bonds.

J. Fred Rosen was successful in obtain-
ing a decree from his wife Emma on the
grcund of desertion. The custody of a
three-year-old boy was given to the moth-
er, the court giving the father a right to
visit him. . 3

Eva Hilton proved to the satisfaction
of the court that her husband, Fred-
erick, had deserted her on the 4th day of
April, 1900, and was given a decree of di-
vorce. 0 ;

The case of Hulda Hiller against
Balthaser Hiller, on the ground of cruel
and inhuman treatment, was stricken
from the calendar on the statement of
the attorneys of the parties to the suit
that a reconcilation had been effected.

BRUNE’S CASE ARGUED.

Judge Bunn Takes No Steps to Re-
strain the Actor.

Judge Bunn yesterday --stened to argu-
ments in the case of Melbourne McDowell
against Clarenceg E. Brune, to enjoin the
latter from producing “Theodora” and a
number of wother-plays alleged to have
been the property of Fanny Davenport
McDowell. :

Brune's attorneys asked that the re-
straining order issued by Judge Bunn re-
straining’ the former from producing the
plays be dissolved, and McDowell's at-
tcrney put ‘In a4 counter request asking
the court to see that the order was com-
plied -with.

Brune,. hewever, is playing one night
stands in Montana and ‘by reason of
the fact that many people were turned
away the performance wijll be repeated
this evening” in a certain town, is the
text of a letter read by Brune's attorney.

Brune is technically in contempt of
court for producing the plays, but in
view of the fact that he is practically
out of the reach of the court authorities
of this state, Judge Bunn said yesterday
that he would not take amy immediate
steps to prevent him from producing a
play this evening. The arguments will be
resumed this morning.

“NOT GUILTY” THEIR PLEA.

Prisoners Indieted by Grand Jury
Arraigned—Haas®' Case.

The nine jail prisoners indicted by the
grand jury were arraigned before Judge
Bunn yesterday morning. With one ex-
ception they pléadéd not guilty and they
were remanded to jail.. . The exception
was that of Fred Haas, who is charged
with larceny in the second degree, the
specific charge being that of obtaining a
watch belonging to A. L. Mace from a
jeweler, O, H. Arosin, upon false pre-
tense,

Judge Bunn instructed County Attorney
Kane to consult with the lad's mother in
reference te a change of plea. With this
in view he deferred passing sentence
until this morning” when, if tne plea is
not changed, the lad will bhe sentenced.

Andrew Finn, who is charged with
larceny in the second degree, stated that
his true name was Henry Quinn. He
with the others pleaded not guilty and
they " will fage trial on the different
charges later ‘in the term.

The grand. jury vesterday spent the
forenoon’ in considering the Bourne case
and examined a number of witnesses.
The case will be taken -up this morning
and it will probably be some days be-
fere a decision is reached.

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THRIFTINESS OF CHILDREN DIS-
CUSSED AT MEETING OF AS-
'SOCIATED CHARITIES

RELIEF  OF  DESTITUTION

During Past Year Much Good Was
Accomplished—Small Financial
Balance—New Officers
Elected.

The passing of the insidious c'garette,
the festive gum and the gaudy pep'mint
drop was noted yesterday afternoon in
the report of Miss Eleanor Hanson, su-
perintendent of the prevident fund, read
before the annual meeting of the Asso-
ciated Charities. Excellent ethical re-
sults all over the city were being obtain-
ed by this saving of the school children's
pennies. The seven stations established
in various parts of the city were visited
once a week by Miss Hanson, the pennies
saved by the children collected, and in
return they were presented with stamps
equal to certificates of deposit. Miss
Hanson’s report stated that 3,5%0 stamps
had been sold during the year; $2,977.36
worth of stamps redeemed, $1,505.79 worth
6T stamps on=deposit at the close of yvea®;
$10,882.93 worth of stamps had been so.d
since the fund was started, and $9,377.19
worth of stamps redeemed. By request
a station had been opened in the Lafay-
ette school, and $223.21 had been deposited
there during the year.

In the absence of Rev. S. G. Smith,
Father Lawler presided at yesterday’s
meeting of the Assoclated Charities, held
in Mayor Smith’'s office. Every philan-
thropic. society in the city was represent-
ed by one or more delegates. A. W.
Gutridge presented the report of the gen-
eral secretary. It pronounced conditions
in  St. Paul encouraging. - During the
yvear 891 cases of reported destitution, 419
of which had been visited before, were
investigated. The previous year the cor-
responding figures were 715 and 238 re-
spectively. This apparent increase has
been due to more complete co-operation
with the constituent charities. According
to the report, intemperance continues at
the head of causes of distress. Besides
103 cases noted, in which it was the prin-
cipal cause, it showed itself certainly as
a factor in 230 other cases.

Mrs. Chester G. Higbee reported for
friendly visiting. During this branch’'s
six years of existence it had accomplish-
ed much. The denartment has bezn with-
out a superintendent since December. but
one would be obtained as soon as possi-
ble. The weekly conferences of the vis-
itors would be resumed Nov. 1.

The treasurer’'s report, read by Mr.
Walsh, in the absence of E. W. Peet,
showed the subseriptions from societies
for the year ending Sept. 30, 1901, to be
§985.79. The total receipts for the year
were $4,46C.04; the disbursements, $4,461.93,
leaving a balance of $3.11.

W. B. McLean, general manager of the
St. Louis Provident association, address-
ed the association. It was decided. to con-
tinue the parlor conferences this winter;
to raise money, as usual, by thé book
plan, and to have 2,500 reports of the
meeting printed.

A resolution was passed empowering
the president to appoint a committee of
three to draft resolutions expressing the
society’s regret at the loss from its mem-
bership of James F. Jackson.

LIBRARY EXPERTS MEET

NINTH ANNUAL MEETING OF MINNE-
SOTA LIBRARY ASSOCIATION

Warren Upham, of State Historical
Society, Talks on the Value of
the State’s Offieinl Pub-
lientions,

The ninth annual meeting of the Min-
nesota Library association was opened at
Stillwater yesterday, and will continue
in s¢ssion today. A number of papers
was read at yesterday’s session, among
which was one upon “Our State Publica-
tions,”” by Warren Upham, secretary of
the Minnesota Historical soclety.

Mr. Upham spoke at some length upon
the necessity of preserving and publish-
ing official proceedings and records of
the state. The legislative manual, he
stated, one of the most important of the
state publications, was published in such
large numbers that a copy could be given
to every school child in the state.

He also cited the final reports of the
state geolegical survey, and described
this publication as one of the most im-
portant and interesting of the books pub-
lished by the state.

The Minnesota Historical society also
puklishes a series of collection, amount-
ing to nine volumes, that are interesting
and instructive, giving the history of im-
portant events, and biography of men
who have made the history of the state.
The experimental station also furnishes
some interesting literature.

The other papers read vesterday were
by Mrs. C. M. Beals, of the reference de-
partment of-the St. Paul public library;
Willet M. Hays, of the department of
agriculture at the state university; Miss
Katherine Patten, of tne fine arts de-
partment of the local public library; Mrs.
A. C. Allison_and Miss Agnes Libby, of
the children’s*department of the St. Paul
public library, and W. M. West, profes-
sor of history at the state university.

At today’'s session, Miss Jessie McMil-
lan, the librarian of the Minneapolis li-
brary, will read a paper upon “The Pur-
chasing and Selecting of Books,” . and
Mrs. Marie E. Brick will read a paper on
“Library Architecture.”” Mrs. Brick is
librarian of the Si. Cloud public library.

A business seszion, at -which officers for
the ensuing year will be elected, followed
by the “Round Table,” will conclude the
meeting.

In the beginning Prof. Burton detined
the charm of an essay as being an ex-
quisite conversational quality in print.s
He said the essayist more even than the
lyric poet expresses the doctrine of per-
scnality. The beauty of his writing was
autoblographical. The man's own nature
is more sharply defined than in any other
form of writing.

He, characterized Charles Lamb as the
master of- the-elder essayists and later 1n
the course will take Robert Louis Stev-
enson as the finest exponent of the same
style in.our own day. He. prefaced the
reading of each of the three essays taken
up last evening with helpful suggestions
for a full understanding of the beauty ot
the text. : X

The first was ““The Praise of the Chim-
ney Sweep,” and the delicate archalc
flavor of the author’s English was 'par-
ticularly -.dwelt upon. The second was
the “Dream Children,” prefaced with a
brief reference to the tragic ‘loneliness of
Lamb’s own life. Prof, .,urton character-
ized this e€ssay as one of the perfect ex-
amples of the purely pathetic in English
literature, He closed with a reading
from *The Bachelor's Complaint,” ex-
pressing a charming satirical playfulness
that sent the audience home in a happier
frame of mind than if they had been dis-
missed after the tender reading of ‘“‘The
Dream Children.”

FAVORS LOWER CAR FARE

PRESIDEYT DORAN, OF CHAMBER
OF COMMERCE, WANTS IT
* FOR PUPILS

Question of Cheaper Text Books for
Students Also Discussed—Doran
Faveors State Printing

House, -

At the meeting of the Chamber of Com-
merce - vesterday morning, cheaper text
books and cheaper street car rates for
school children. were the principal mat-
ters considered: President Doran called
attention to the need of these things. He
cited the fact that in some cities the
street car companies make a rate' of $1
per forty tickets, a rate of 2% cents a
ride; and he believed it possible to secure
such a rate in St. Paul. He spoke of the
especial hardship imposed on St. Paul
students who attend the university and
who pay 20 cents a day for car 1rare, or
over $4 per month, He believed, at any
rate, that St. Paul students should be
put on the “same basis as Minneapolis
students, and he thought that a low fare
for all students was very desirable, and
a reasonable proposition, President Doran
also spoke  of . the  necessity of cheaper
text books, declaviiig that school books
cost double the price of other classes of
books in proportion to their cost of pro-
duction. If the establishment of a state
printing house would lower the price of
text books, he believed it should be
favored.

Maj. Espy -spoke on the necessity of
¢heaper heating plants. He said the sav-
ing of fuel was of much importance to
the average citizen of St. Paul. He be-
lieved the installation of central heating
plants would materially decrease the
burdens of the people in this regard.
These matters went to the committees
on municipal affairs.

Paul, was to call thelr attention to the
splendid new equipment recently put in
service on the Twin City and Omaha ex-
press trains, operated daily between Min-
neapolis, St. Paul, Sioux City and Omaha
and Kansas City. These trains are the
finest equipped running southwest from
St. Paul. They comprise fine, large en-
gInes that always bring the trains in on
time, baggage, mail and express cars,
sSmoxing coaches, first-class day coaches
and the very acme of luxury and comfort
for travelers, especially the fastidious
travelers, and they are yearly growing
in number, in the richly furnished par-
lor and observation cafe cars.
