KELPS TO TRACE LOST GOODS

\u25a0 The verieheck system, inaugurated by
the Milwaukee road, went into effect on
the La (/rosso division on Tuesday, anil
was given its first trial under the super-
vision of C. W. Wilkinson, of the freight
department at Chicago. This system
\u25a0was devised to prevent freight being mis-
laid and lost, and the results are very
promising. The plan consists of a tin
box placed in every freight car. The
loader, before trucking the freight into
the car, presents himself at the window
of the clerk, who gives him a small
card upon which is a description of the
pieces of freight, and the name of the
station to which each piece is to be
shipped. The card is placed in the tin
box after the freight has been placed in
the ear, and in that way goods which
are lost can be more easily traced.

One advantage of the verieheck is the
prevention of theft on the part of the
loaders. The clerk knows who took the
freight into the car. and in case it is lost
lie can tell whether or not it was
stolen by inspecting the tin box and find-
ing whether the card was placed there,
These boxes will be placed in every
freight car in the Milwaukee service.

Jin Nines* of Annual Meeting Con-
cluded After Three Days' SeaUMten.
ASHEVILLE, N. C, Oct. After ses-

and Advertiser the following details con-cerning Miss Stone, the • kidnaped i mis-
sionary:

"The headquarters of Miss Stone's cap- ,
tors is a thickly wooded mountain top
near the boundary line of Turkey and
Bulgaria. Miss Stone has only light
summer clothing and a cotton dress. Thebrigands refused to allow her to keep her
baggage, but Itt her have her Bible. The
leader of the band Is the notorious Po-
cho, from the Bulgarian town of Dub-
nitza.

"We sent word to Constantinople, point-
ing out that being private individuals,
we cannot prevent the government frompressing the brigands; also that the ran-,
som is too princely. No such sum was'ever before demanded. No rejoinder hag
yet been received. Usually brigands ask
about £1,000 and then agree for half.

"Twenty-five thousand Turkish pounds
means two horse loads of gold, and that
is more gold than there is now In Bul-garia. Besides, the brigands demand
payment in Turkish gold, for which ?t
would be necessary to send to Constanti-nople. I should not give the brigands
the ransom until Miss Stone is safely de-
livered to us, as they might murder her
after receiving the money. More desper-
ate brigands murder' after ransom, in or-
der to seal the lips forever. We have
three theological institute students who
were captured in the Stone party. One
tells pathetically how he was robbed of
money intended to pay for his tuition."
