must be understood as knowing what was
best for them, what was their prefer-
and what would be the effect on
their relations with the women of their
own race and blood.

All the suggestions of this general na-
ture offered by those who were really
in opposition to the admission of the col-
ored women were mere expedients, They
evaded a settlement of the question, In-
deed it may be said with truth that only
those women on each side of the dis-
cussion who urged the immediate settle-
ment of the matter one way or the other
showed themselves gualified and entitled
to affect permanently the deliberations
ol the body,

The report adopted was in itself some-
thing of a makeshift. But it has this
sreat advantage: It will deceive nobody.
It means the success of those who op-
posed the admission of the colored
women. The friends of the free inter-
course of the races in club membership
made a very creditable showing. It is
plain that there is a good proportion ot
women in first-class social position in thig
section who are not afraid to be brought
in personal touch with their colored sis-
ters. It shows, too, that they are the
class of women who know their

association

own
minds and are not disposed to have the
slightest reference to sub)terfuge in up-_
holding their opinions.

The spirit of the report adopted is one
such as should cause everf thoroughly
self-respecting woman with African blood
in her veins to go into revolt. Compro-
mise ocught not to be a contingency ac-
ccptable to the colored women under any
circumstances. 1f they cannot be ad-
mitted on their merits without apology
or explanation, they should repudiate all
wish to become members. They are mere
interlopers once they come in under a
compromise, >

There are'a great many educated and
cultured colored men and women in this
state. If they and such as they are to
be admitted into association with white
women only on a compromise they can be
relied _on to withdraw their application
and confine themselves to ;ssoclation
with those of their sex whose skin is
of the same color,

IMMIGRATION,

The assassination of McKinley with the
attendant discussion of anarchism is like-
Iy to bear fruit in the form of laws re-
stricting foreign immigration. Although
Czolgosz was natlve born, the cult to
which he was devoted is of European
extraction. Very few anarchists who
come to America are able to withstand
the influence of our lnstltutions.'They
become American ‘c_lzlzens and lose their
hatred for authority usually within one
generation. But their teachings are apt
to fall in places, even native soil, where
they will bring forth abundant fruit, as
this solitary case of Czolgosz shows.

It» will be impossible to suppress the
teachings of moderate anarchy and pre-
serve the freedom of speech and of the
press. A few cases like that of Johann
Most may be punished without stretch-
ing the spirit of the law, but many cases
cannot he reached. The only remedy
then, 1s to restrict the Influx of those
Wwith a predilection to amarchy.

Italy has been on the increase. German
immigration has not held its own dur-
‘ing the last year, being only 15 per cent
as against 57 per cent at .one time. As
28 per cent of the immigrants of last year
over fourteen years of age were illit-
erate and a large per cent of those came
from the countries above named, the sig-
nificance 'ot this change of the current
of immigration becomes apparent. Avow-
ed anarchists, who are sufficiently edu-
cateﬁ to attract attention, can be cared
for, but the unintelligent herd which
comes from anarchy-infected, regions 1s
what causes trouble. It is unders:ooa
that the president will recommend in his
annual message to congress some action
to restrict the free ingress of illiterates.
This educational test will cull out the
recruiting stock upon which the profes-
sional agitators against the ordinary
laws of society depend.

We believe with Senator Hoar, that
this country has but little to fear from
anarchism. The great mass of the peo-
ple are too well contented with their
lot to countenance any overt act against
the established government or the ordi-
nary restrictions of society. The ex-
clusion of undesirable immigrants is not
so much to protect the presidents as it
is to protect general society from un-
necessary contamfination. We have
reached the point where we are not
obliged to act as a hospital for the
socially diseased, the hal\t and the blind
of the entire world. Our facilities are
ample—we can do the woerk, but it is
not necessary. We are under no moral
obligations to the world to keep open
hospital for all diseases. We owe some-
thing to the patients now within our
wards. €

The immigration authorities are waking
to the fact that there are immigrants
less desirable than the heathen Chinee
and the imitative Jap. These are at least
decile and progressive; they are frugal
and industrious; they have no peculiir
ideas of government to try on us, yet
for these very reasons they are ex-
cluded. We refer now to the Chinese
only.

The recommendations of the president

on this subject will be of more than

usual interest as the only law 1ooking to
such a restriction was vetoed by Presi-
dent Cleveland.

HANSBROUGiT ON RECIPROCITY,

Gradually the high protection forces are
lining up to defend the ark of their faith
—the Dingley schedule—from the on-
slaughts of the advoecates of tariff revi-
sion. To the protectionist, the theory of
reciprocity appears more dangerous than
open tariff revision. It is dangerous be-
cause it is so just and so simple. The
common people understand it. There was
a time when the Republican machine
adopted it to take the wind out of the
sails of the advocates of tariff revision.
With a rhetorical flourish that was mean-
ingless but sounded well, the Republicans
declared that reciprocity was the “hand-
maid of protection.” But when this
handmaid asked for her own, they discov-
ered that she was in league with the
monster free trade. Nay, more, that she
was sister and twin to him of the cloven
foot. > N\ 3 '

Today the Republican party is hopeless-
ly divided on the reciprocity question and
will remain so until the matter is thresh-

"ed out in the public forum.

Senater Hansbrough, of North Dakota,
is the owner and publisher of a paper
which he uses to inform the public of his
attitude toward public questions. It re<
corded his conversion to free silver when
he thought his state was going for the
white metal. It also noted his return to
the fold after he was assured by his man-
agers that free silver would not go in
North Dakota. This little paper, known
as the Devil's Lake Inter-Ocean, now
gives to the public the position of the
Senator, or rather the lack of position of
the senator, on the question of tarift
revision. The editorial in question is
characteristic of the man—very much
mixed, indecisive and tottering. What
could be more beautifully contradictory
than the following:

“The fact should not be overlooked that,
while there is a very general demand for
a broad reciprocity policy on the part of
this government, the most persistent ad-
vocates of it are the free traders of old.
Reciprocity has ever been one of the
principles of the Republican party, be-
cause it is the handmaid of protection;
vet the Republican party will decline, as
it has always declined, to enter upon a
scheme of ‘tariff revision’ by indirect
methods. For the most part the so-called
‘reciprocity’ treaties which were nego-
tiated two years ago are no better than
the Wilson-Gorman act, which brought
S0 much distress to the producers of this
country. The combined importers of two
or three of the great cities of the United
Btates have thus very shrewdly pianned
lo bring about a reduction of duties on
tke articles which they prefer to buy
abroad—articles not strictly in the list
of everyday necessaries such as we man-
ufacture or grow in abundance at home,
but more properly belonging to that class
of luxuries of foreign manufacture or
growth" demanded by persons of large
means.

The ideas of the honorable senator evi-
Gently do not focus. Both spherical and
chromatic aberration attend his mental
images. Had he deliberately attempted to
befog the fninds of his constituents he
could not have made a better attempt.
Only one thing is certain. Senator Hans.
brough thinks now that he is not in fa-
vor of the reciproefty treaties negotiated
by John Kasson. The senator evidently
recognized the fact that North Dakota is
not a lumber-producing state, also that
the western part is interested in wool
growing.

TRIAL OF THE JACKSONS.

Evidence Too Salacious for
Daily Mail to Print.

LONDON, Oct. 18.—Today’s feature in
the trial of Theodore Jackson and Laura
Jackson (Ann Odelia Diss De Barr), on
charges of immorality and fraud, was the
shrewdness the woman defendant showed
in cross-examining the witnesses. She
was very theatrical and became so vio-
lent once that it seemed she would have
to be removed from the court. This out-
break was caused by the imputation of a
witness regarding the chastity of Mrs.
Jackson. The examination of the mother
of Daisy Adams, one of the alleged vic-
tims of the Jacksons, developed the pres-
ence at Brighton of a sect of CHhristian
Spiritualists as remarkable in its way as
the Theocratic union. The officers were
entitled King Solomon, Empress of the
Univergse and King Beriarch. Mrs. Jack-
son joined this sect to secure introduction
to her victims. After a girl named Laura
Faulkner testified to Jackson's attempts
at outrage, the case was adjourned until
Nov. 7, when another week or more will
probably be taken up with the police
court testimony.

Mrs. Jackson remarked, on hearing
that she and her husband were remand-
ed, “That suits us precisely,” and the
crowd present hissed the pair heartily
as they were led out of the court room.

Crowds of people, outside the police
court, waited patiently but in vain for a
chance of hooting the prisoners. The
police are taking special precautions,
fearing that the prisoners might be lynch-
ed if the mob got hold of them.

The Jacksons will spend the interim in
Holloway jail. .

The Daily Mail announces that it will
discontinue printing reports of the Jack-
son case and expresses regret that the
law does not empower a magistrate to ex~
clude the public and reporters from such
unsavory trials.

London—Returns from the refugee
camps in South Africa for September,
show a total white population of 109,41s;
deaths among the whites, 2,411, of which
1,964 were children. The colored popula-
tion is shown to be 38,519, among whom
were 301 deaths during the month.

La Crosse, Wis.—Lew Lane, said to have
owned a line of steampoats on the Missis-
sippi and to have been weaithy when .the
war broke out, died here Thursday night.
He lived for years the life of a recluse,
attended only by an aged lndian. He
was a Southerner and lost his fortune in
the war.

Cincinnati—While the last four of the
night crew in the new water works tun-
nel, east of this city, were being hauled
up to the surface in the morning, the
shaft broke and the cage fell over 100
feet, seriously injuring John Hanley,
Jacob C. Coleman, B. F. Squires and
James Connor.

Halifax, N. 8.—Steamer Manchester
shipped with 200 passengers from Ant-
werp or Hamburg, bound to Montreal, is
ashore at Petrie’s ledges at the entrance
north of Sydney harbor.

accomplice of Bresecl.

Los Angeles, Cal.—More than two-thirds
of the olive growers of California have
united in an attempt to obtain better
prices for their product. They have ap-
pointed a committee to devise a plan for
a state organization. Specific laws against
the adulteration of olive oil will be urged
upon the next congress.

Milan—A remarkable duel with sabers
has taken place near Leghorn between
Lieut. Rerivera, of the artillery, and
Signor Ferrini. They fought seventy-
two rounds, and although actually slash-
ing and thrusting at one another for an
hour and forty minutes, they both es-
caped with slight cuts.

Hiawatha, Xan.—The county health
physician has been notified of twenty-
three cases of smallbox on the Kickapoo
Indian reservation in the southern part
of the county, and it is thought there
are even more than that.

Many
shots were fired, but so far az known no
one was injured. There was a large
amount of money in the safe.

His
holiness, according to this source of ‘n-
formation in in perfect health, gives au-
diences regularly and passes the flne
days in the gardens, Today he received
a number of cardinals, other prelates and
several foreign visitors.
