An Onrdinance declaring and estnblishing
the central public market of the City of
St. Paul upon Constans addition to the
City of St. Paul, declaring rules and
regulations for the government of said
market and providing for the appoint-
ment of a Marketmaster. &

The t“-;nmun Council of the City of St.
Paul do ordain as follows:

SECTION 1.

That tract of land known and describ-
ed as Constans addition to the City of
St. Paul, and part of the “Jackson street
market’’ site, so-called, is, together with
such extensions as may hereafter be add-
ed thereto, herein and hereby designated
and established as the central public
market of said city, for the barter and
sale of meats, fish, vegetables, fruits,
garden truck or any article of I‘fu‘m
produce, subject to all the regulations
and provisions of this ordinance.

SECTION 2.

by said city or the inhabita ;"

SECTION 3.

The market hours for the central pub-
lic market of the City of St. Paul are
hereby fixed and designated at from 6
o'clock a. m. until 2 o’clock p. m. of each
week day, and no person shall sell or ex-
pose for upon said market any
meats, fish, vegetables, fruits, garden
truck or farm products earlier than 6
o'clock a. m. or after 2 o’'clock p. m., and
from & o'clock a. m. until noon no per-
son, firm or corporation other than reg-
u ind recognized dealers therein, or
T larly licensed peddlers thereof, shall
sell at any other place or places than said
public market any meats, fish, fruits, veg-
etables or other farm truck or garden
pre cts, and they only at their regular
places of business; and all grocers or
other retail dealers in any meats, fish,
vegetables, fruits berries or articles of
farm produce sold upon said publlc_mar—
ket are hereby prohibited from 6 uch_)ck
a. m. until 12 o'clock noon from buying
said articles, except upon said market,
except for the use of his or her or their
an‘!‘umil_\' or families. All bu;'ers pat-
ronizing sald market are prohibited from
bringing teams and vehicles thereon un-
til 6 o'clock a. m.

h Default in payment of rent
shall immediately terminate all rights of
the lessee to the stalls or booths rented,
without other or further notice. The
City Clerk shall immediately turn over to
City Treasurer all moneys received by

him, taking his receipt therefor, as pro-
vided in the charter of said city. The said
arketmaster is empowered to rent all

Ma

stalls and booths, whether the same have
been rented by said Joint Committee on
Markets or not, providing said stalls or

booths are not actually occupied at the
time by the lessee thereof, at the rate
of ten cents per day or fraction thereof,

payvable in advance and, in the discretion
of the Marketmaster, payable by thg day
or week., The market season shali be

deemed to extend from May 15th to No-

vember 15th of cach year, and no market

shed shall be leased for less than ten

cents for each week day nor shall any

booth be leased for less than §10.00 per

month, during said market season.
SECTION B.

Neither single horses nor teams shall
be allowed to stand upon said mar-
ket, but after the wagons and vehicles
are in their proper place upon said
market said horse or horses shall be re-
moved from the market.

SECTION 6. %

All teams shall enter said market from
Jackson street and leave the same on
the Temperance street side thereof,

SECTION 17.

The Common Council of the City of

St. Paul, acting in joint session, shall,
on the first Tuesday in Dccumb?r, 1902,
and biennially thereafter, on said day,

elect spme suitable person as Market-
master, who shall hold office from the
1st day of January following his election
and until his successor 1is elected and
qualified, who shall perform such duties
as may be prescribed by law or the
crdinances of said city.

SECTION 8.
Before entering upon the dutles of his

office said Marketmaster shall execute
and deiiver to the City of St. Paul a
surety company bond in the sum of

one thousand dollars conditioned for the
faithful performance ot his duties as
such officer.

SECTION 9.

It shall be the duty of the said Market-
master under the direction of the Joint
Committee on Public Buildings, City
Property and Markets, to cause said
market to be thoroughly cleaned; to
cause wagons and other vehicles to be
placed in the passage ways of said mar-
ket so as to best suit the convenlence
of the public and the buyers and sellers,
and to assign to the lessees of stalls and
booths the locations to which they are
entitled; to take charge of and safely
keep the weights and measures belonging
to the city, and neither use nor suffer
the same to be used for any other pur-
pose than that of testing any suspected
weights or measures; to preserve order
during the market hours and to prevent
and remove all obstructions upon said
market, and nuisances found therein, anad
to remove all vagrants and disorderly
persons found wandering on or about
said market; and it shall be the specified
duty of said Marketmaster to cause all
of the provisions of this and all other
ordinances that may be passed relating
to the public market to be observed and
obeyed, and to cause all violations of the
same to be prosecuted before the Munic-
ipal Court of said city and to make all
seizures authorized by this ordinance.

SECTION 10.

Tt is hereby made the duty of each per-
son elected Marketmaster to apply for
ard obtain a commission as policeman,
provided, that said Marketmaster so
appointed policeman as aforesaid shall
receive no additlonal compensation, nor
shail he be required to do any duty as
policeman except that in connection with
the duty as Marketmaster,

SECTION 11.

The Marketmaster shall have author-
fty to order and remove from said mar-
ket any person guilty thereon of any
violation of this ordinance, or who shall
fajl to obey any legal order of said of-
ficer

SECTION 12

The Marketmaster shall keep at some
convenient place a scale and other im-
plcments for weighing

SECTION 13.

The Marketmaster shall seize sll ar
ticles which are exposed or offered for
sale on the market that are of Jless
weight than represented by the seller.
and all articles attempted to be soid by
falsc weights or measures, and shall geil
the same at public auction to the highest
bidder and pay the proceeds into tus
City Treasury. p

SECTION 14

It shail be the quty of the Murk:otmas-
ter to coliect all rents, oth than those
collected by the City Clerk, \for the use
of stalls and booths, other an those
rented for a full season, and ‘gaid Mar-
ketmaster shall pay into the Cf
ury each day all moneys so co

thim, and shall take the receipt of the
City Treasurer therefor.
SECTION 15.

t is hereby made the duty of the City
Clerk of said city to issue to the Market-
master properly signed and stamped tick-
ets, and the Marketmaster upon the re.
ceipt of any money received by him by
virtue of his office shall deliver to the
person paying the same a ticket stating
the amount paid; and the said Market-
master shall at least once in each week
account to the City Clerk of said city
for all tickets so sold by him, and shall
receive from said City Clerk a statement
that all tickets issued have been ac-

counted for,
SECTION 16.

A fallure on the part of the Market-
master to observe any of the provisions
of the two foregoing sections is a mis-
demeanor, punishable by a fine of not less
than seventy-five nor more than one hun-
dred dollars, and such failure on the

art of the Marketmaster shall further

e cause for his removal from office by
th2 Common Council, as provided by the
charter of said city.

SECTION 17.

Any person who shall, in any partic-
ular, violate any provision of this ordi-
nance shall, oh conviction thereof before
the Municigal Court of the City of St.
Paul, be punished by a fine in any sum
not less than ten dollars nor more than
one hundred dollars for every such of-
fense, or by imprisonment therefor in
the St. Paul Workhouse for a period not
exceeding thirty days.

SECTION 18.

This ordinance shall take effect and be
in force from and after its passage, ap-
proval and publication.

Mr. Dix—

An Ordinance granting unto Charls Kohl.
man and John Christison, copartners,
doing business under the firm name
and style of Kohlman & Co., permis-
sion to use a portion of the levee in
the Sixth Ward in the City of St. Paul.

The Common Council of the City of St.
Paul do ordain as follows:

SECTION 1.

That permission and authority be, and
the same is hereby granted unto Charles
Kohlman and John Christison, "copart-
ners doing business under the firm name
and style of Kohlman & Co., to use and
occupy for the full period of twenty-five
(25) years from the date of the passage
of this ordinance, for the purpose of
manufacturing gasoline launches and en-
gines, that portion of the levee in the
Sixtl: Ward in the City of St. Paul de-
scribed as follows:

Lot eleven (11), block twenty (20),
Brooklynd Addition, according to the
plat thereof on file in the office of the
Register of Deeds of Ramsey County in
the City of St. Paul in the Staté of
Minnesota. This grant and permission
are made by and on behalf of the City
of St. Paul upon the express conditions
and terms hereinafter set forth, to-wit:

First—The said grantee above named
shal! pay to the City of St. Paul, as com-
rensation and rental for the privileges
hereby granted, the sum of One Dollor
(31) per annum, payable annually in ad-
vance, for and during the time herein
specified.

Second—Said grantee shall erect upon
said premises and maintain thereon a
main bullding thirty (30) feet in width
by sixty (60) feet in length, and such
other buildings as the conduct of their
business shall hereafter require. All of
said buildings shall be built of wood, cov
ered by corrugated iron, and shall be
built under and upon plans approved by
the Building Inspector of said city, upon
obilaining a proper permit therefor. 8aid
buildings shall be used for the manufac-
turing purposes above set forth and in
connection therewith, provided, however,
that the chimneys and smokestacks shall
extend at least fifty (50) feet above the
grade of the streets adjacent thereto,
ana provided that the Common Council
of the City of St. Paul may, by special
resolution, permit the erection by said
grantee of buildings of a different char-
acter and material to those above set
forth.

Third—The grantee herein named shall
complete said buildings and have said
business in full operation within twelve
(12) months from the passage of this
ordinance, and within ninety (90) days
after the expiration of the term of the
lease herein granted, said building,
or Dbuildings, or such part there-
of as shall remain shall be remov-
ed from said above described premises
by sa2id grantee, and in case of failure
to remove raid building or buildings
within said time, the same, or such part
thereof as may therzafter remain on
said premises, shall tecome the prop-
erty of the City of St. Paul.

Fourth—Said grantee shal] and forever
will indemnify and save harmless the
City of St. Paul against any and all
damages, judgments, claims, costs and
expenses of the same which s=aid city
may suffer or which may be recovered
or obtained from or against said city,
from or by reason of or resulting from
or growing out of the passage of this
ordinance or the performance or the
transaction of any matter or thing con-
nected therewith or meationed herein,
or with the exercise by said grantee of
the privileges hereby granted.

Fifth—The said grantee shall in the
prosecution of the manufacturing busi-
uess to be carried on upon the property
leased to them under this ordinance con-
stantly keep employed throughout the
entire period for *which said property is
leased, not less thun twelve (12) adult
persons, all of whom shall be residents
of the City of St. Paul.

SECTION 2,

This ordinance shall net be considered
Oor construed as in any manner guaran-
teeing or warranting any of the rights
hereby granted, nor the title of any of
the lands herein described.

SECTION 3.

All the piling, riprapping and filling
necessary to be done on the land above
described shall be let to St. Paul con-
tractors, or be performed by persons
and laborers residing in the City of St.
Paul, and all the stone used in the con-
struction on said premises shall be of
St. Paul manufacture or quarried in said

city.
SECTION 4.

_If sald grantee shall fail to comply
in any respect with the provisions of
this ordinance then all the rights and
privileges herein granted shall imme-
diately be forfeited to the City of St.
Paul and this grant or lease be thereby

R SECTION 5.
uildings placed on said lands, as
hereir provided shall be petsonalty’for
the purpose of taxation, and said grantee
agrees to pay all taxes which may be
levied or asssessed against said buildings,
and In case said grantee shall allow sai
taxes to remain unpaid till the date Of the
tax sale thereof, then all the rights and
privileges hereby granted shall revert
to the City of St. Paul, and this lease
shall thereupon terminate.
SECTION 6.

The said grantee shall not later than
nine (9) months after the passage of this
ordinance, begin the prosecution of said
manufacturing business hereinbefore de-
scribed, on said premises, and during
the continuance of this lease shall con-
tinuously prosecute the same, and, if
during the term of this lease shall fail
for any successive thirty (30) days to
conduct sald manufacturing business as
aforesaid, then said city shall have the
Elght and option by resolution, upon
thirty (30) days’ written notice to said
srantee of its intention so to do, to can-
cel and terminate said lease; provided’
that failure to prosecute said business
aforesaid, caused by flood or damaged by
fire, or the elements, or strike, shall not
be taken as a part of said thirty (30)

SECTION 1.
If said grantee shall fail to comply
with any of the provisions of this ordi-

nance, then said eity has the right and
option, on giving thirty ays’

notice to said grantee of its intention so
to do, to terminate and forfeit this lease;

Provided, however, that in case this lease
s forfeited by said city or otherwise for
any reason, then said grantee shall have
the right during the six (6) months next
following such forfeiture, to remove its
machinery, property and improvements
from said premises.

SECTION 8.

All rights hereby granted shall at all
times be subject to all ordinances of sald
City of St.”Paul in force, or which may
hereafter be passed, and no rights ac-
quired under this ordinance shall be
transferred to any other party unless the
consent of the Common Council of said
City shall be first obtained.

SECTION 9.

Said grantee shall file with the City
Clerk of said city within thirty (30) days
after the publication of this ordinance,
their written acceptance of the provisions
thereof, and an agreement to perform all
Of sald terms therecof, the same to be ap-
proved by the Corporation Attorney.

SECTION 10.

This ordinance shall take effect and be
in force from and after its passage, pub-
lication and acceptance, as provided
therein.
