The work that Mr. Hubbard is doing
at the Roycroft shops is well;' known to
all. He is engaged in printing good books,
making articles of furniture and of'iron.
In ail this work he employs" the. labor
of those whom he has trained in his own
shops, and who were prior to that train-
ing the poor, uncultured children of his
village. They are paid ordinary wages
for their labor, and, in addition, at Christ-
mas time, they !share in the profits of
the institution. He carries out the idea"
of mutual participation, which he thinks
does more good for mankind than philan-
thropy or charity. - '

AS TO EDUCATION. ;'--\u25a0'" 'r-r
In speaking of education, Mr. Hubbard

said that the idea that to get an educa-
tion was all that is needed to fit a boy
for the paths of life is erroneous. In
fact, the learning of the day Is not di-
rected for the most part in the right
way, and the man who comes from col-
lege with his degree is not always the

iman who can go out in- the world and
make the greatest success of life. True
education is that training which .best fits
a man for earning a livelihood^in the
path of life that he chooses to Vollow.
That is the principle that is carried out
at Roycroft. The boys and girls are ed-
ucated to do the things that will be of
most use to them in life. He said that-
even the children of the rich are being
sent to industrial schools to learn to do
the very things that are taught at Roy-
croft—"to learn to overcome the disad-
vantages of. civilization."

Mr. Hubbard places explicit confidence
in the honor and truthfulness of every
man. He says that he cannot go through
life setting people -straight.-If a man.
manifests a desire to engage. In honest
labor and to earn a living by the sweat.-
of his brow, it matters net what may
have been his past, he.will? find a friend
in Mr. Hubbard. He mentioned the case
of a man who had served 'a-five-year sen*"
tence at Auburn, and who, when his
time was out, came to Roycroft to find
work.
