FIRST STEP TAKEN TOWARD

TRYING IT IN ST.
PALL

BEGIN WITH THREE STREETS

Rice, Concord and Hastings Avenue
Will First Re Experimented

Ilion—Committee Starts
Ball Rolling.

The first real step toward the realiza-
tion of good roads, movement, started
some weeks ago through the efforts of
public-spirited citizens and representa-
tives from several commercial bodies,
was 9 ken yesterday, when three streets
were selected which the council will be
asked to Improve.

The selection was made by a committee
consisting of Secretary John Caulfield,
of the water board; City Engineer Claus-
sen. W. P. Murray, County Commissioner
Gray and Assemblyman Wheeler. The
meeting was held in the mayor's private
office at the city hall.

With a list of streets before them whose
terminals are the connecting link between"
the main thoroughfares of the city and
the roads which branch off in every di-
portance throughout the county, the im-
portance of each was thoroughly discuss-
ed, and the best method of repair studied.
It was finally-decided,- in view of the fact
that the ultimate successful carrying out
of the scheme is largely problematical,
that Rice and Concord streets and Hast-
ings avenue would be the most likely to
secure the approval of both the council
and the property owners In the line of
improvement-

These three streets and the roads, they
intersect are the most heavily traveled
in the county, and it was figured that if
their improvement was secured, the fix-
ing of the remainder would follow as a
matter of course.

To grade these particular stretches of
streets, would, under the charter re-
quire a petition signed by at least one-
third' of the porperty, owners. "This is
something the committee is fearful It
could not obtain, but as a way out of the
difficulty the preliminary srders which
the council will be asked to send to the
board of public works will . have the
word "grade" omitted. Their improve-
ment only will be asked.

It was decided to prepare the orders at
once and submit them to a meeting of
the committee which will be called In a
few days, after which they willbe turned
•ver to the council.

-urgent, -were two in - number. The first,

stated in. general terms, was the neces-
sity for more stringent provisions re-

garding the discharge of bankrupts. As

the law is now loosely worded, it is nec-
essary to produce evidence of absolute'
fraud before the discharge of a" bank-
rupt can be. prevented. By taking ad-
vantage of this, many dishonest people

go through the prescribed formalities
and escape payment of their just debts,

which, in many instances, they are per-

fectly able to pay, If proceeded against

in the proper.. manner. -'*_

The -second and most important" amend-
ment was in relation to Section 57, G,

.of the present act. Under.it a creditor
who has received a partial payment from
an insolvent firm within a period of. four
months prior'to bankruptcy/must pay

i the amount he so received back the
estate and file.; a claim for .the whole

amount:if he desires to obtain any more
from it. This was held to be manifestly

unjust;- What was needed was a provis-

ion enabling creditors to retain any, in-
nocent partial payments and sue or put

in a claim for the, remainder.- It should
be so worded that there can be'no possi-
bility of collusion between debtor and

creditor iin> the matter. .'But because a
man has innocently received a partial
payment on his claim and the debtor
goes into liquidation within four months
thereafter, he % should . not be ~ compelled

to turn the account of such payment Into
court or:lose the rest of what is right-
fully-coming to him. The alternative of
retaining the money already received
and taking no further action was equally-
unsatisfactory.. . - - •\u25a0•'
