BIRTHDAY OF UNSER * FRITZ

Seventieth Xatal Anniversary of the
Late Emperor Frederick:

Was Celebrated
Friday.

BERLIN, Oct. 19.— seventieth birth-
day of the late Emperor Frederick was v

qu'eSy celebrated yesterday. In the
morning Emperor William placed a
wreath of violets on the sarcophagus.
The wreath had attached to It a white
satin ribbon, with the initials of their
majesties in gold. The entrance to the
mausoleum and the monument . was
beautifully decorated with flowers, as was
the monument representing the late em-
press. Early in the day delegations from
the' different regiments placed wreaths
on the sarcophagus. The city of Potsdam
sent a laurel crown. At noon Princes
Eitel Frederick, August and Oscar also
brought floral offerings to the tombs.
Conspicuous among the floral tributes
v, as a wreath sent by the British colony
at Rio Janeiro to be placed on the tomb-
of the late Empress Frederick. During
the day the purple standard of the queen
of Prussia was flown at half mast over
the palace of the Empress Frederick. An
equestrienne statue of the late empress
was unveiled at Nordhausen, Prussian
Saxony, the ceremonies including a pro-
cession.

There were only two editorials in the
papers here on the event. The Post says:
"The nation remembers with sorrow the
chivalrous personage whose tragic destiny
it was to die when he had hardly entered
upon his high office. His political views, '\u25a0
when he was crown prince, differed from
ours, he - embracing Liberalism in the
'10s. But, he had a praiseworthy and
high regard for his office, and subordi-
nated his individual ideas and inclina-
tions to the common interests. He will
not be forgotten, as a noble man, popu-
lar prince and heroic sufferer. The lau-
rel crowning his forehead secures him a
place of honor in our history."

Frederick's liberalism, depicting the
good which he might have done had he
lived longer. /*.-'-;

V The
Meade, which is at San Francisco, is be-

GRANT'S HORSEMANSHIP.

A writer in McClure's Magazine says
that in the spring of 1878 he was in the
city of Milan, and there before the hotel

i where he was staying he saw an immense; crowd about a beautiful horse, which
three grooms were holding with difficulty.
A group of Italian officers in full tml-
frm were waiting near on their own
horses, and evidently some grand cere-
monial was about to take place. Present-ly he was told that Gen. Grant was to
review the pride and flower of the Italian
army, the flying Bersaglieri, and in a few
moments the general appeared; dressed
very plainly in civilian's clothes.

He walked out of the hotel quite un-
ncticed, and presently one of the officers,
who had dismounted and was standing in
the hallway to receive him. remarked:

"Why does not Gen. Grant come?" "

"There he goes," said the American,
pointing to the simply dressed figure.

The Italians gave a doubtful laugh.
"No," said one, "that cannot be he."

But as the general very evidently stood
waiting for them, they advanced, received
him and took him to his horse, which was
making frantic and almost successful ef-
forts to escape from the three stalwart
grooms. • A more wicked-looking creature
it would be difficult to describe, and from
the sly looks which passed among th-»
elegant young officers it almost seemel
as if they had, of set purpose, assigned
their guest an untamable steed not yet
broken.

But Gen. Grant looked at the horse
and his face lighted with admiration.
Whether he was not well or merely as-
sumed a sort of helplessness could not
be . determined, but in mounting he ac-
cepted the aid of two officers, and from
an apparent stiffness had" some difficulty
In getting his right leg over the saddle.

Once in the seat, however, he grasped
the reins, settled himself, straightened
his form and assumed so perfectly tha
air of a. horseman that a shout went
up from the crowd. The horse, after a
few plunges, discovered that -he had
found his master and started off In a
gentle trot.

The Bersaglieri perform all their
maneuvers at a run, and for two hours,
most of the time with his horse at a gal-
lop. Gen. Grant kept them moving. When
he returned to the hotel his escort, them
selves rather ruffled by fatigue, were loud
in expressions of wonder and admiration,
and the great American was still as calm
as if he had not been in the saddle at.
all. _
