KNIPE TALKS QUT IN MEETING

Tells His Team That Unless It Gets
Into Practice Right Away 1t
Won't Stand a Chance
of Winning.

IOWA CITY, lowa, Oct. 19.—(Special.)
—*Team work, give us more team work
and we will beat Minnesota,’ is the cry
of the lowa rooters as the time of the
Minnesota-lowa game approaches. The
Hawkeye team has shown itself reason-
ably strong.individually, but the team
work, the helping quality, has not been
present as it should have been in tkte
practice. The men on the team have
to some extent become swelled on them-
selves, particularly the new men, until
they think there is no one can play ball
like themselves.

This 1s
one of Dr. Knipe's talks to his men, and
many others occur every day. The
prominence of the Minnesota game was
never before so emphasized for any con-
test, and Coach Knipe's nervousness as
to the outcome of the game is shared by
all the students.
