BULGARIAN TROOPS ACTIVE

Hope to Surround the Brigands and
Effeet the Rescue of the Im-
priscned American
. Missionary.

CONSTANTINOPLE, QOct, 19.—Neither
W .W. Peet, treasurer of the American
Bible house, nor Spencer Eddy, secretary
of the United States legation, had re-
ceived any news up to noon today from
the missionaries who are searching for
the brigands who kidnaped Miss Kllen
M. Stone and her companion, Mme.
Tsilka,

Messrs, Peet and Eddy had a long con-
ference today as to the advisability
of reinforcing the searchers, but decided
that the present arrangements sufficed.

Consgul General Dickinson remains at
Sofia, and will operate from there until
the liberation of Miss Stone is accom-
plished,

The difficult nature of the country
handicaps the searchers, and heavy rains
have increased the difficulty of traversing
the paths which are the only means of
access to the hiding places of the bandits
in the rugged mountain range, Hlanked
on the west by the Rilo and on the east
by the Rhodope mountains, the summits
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of our beloved Rﬁesle}ent McKinley, ex-
press our sincere ‘honmor to the memory
of the man and the élect of the people,
and the contempt for his murderer, as
well as for all who propagate foreign
tc our laws and customs, ideas which
lead to deeds not. permissible in the free
republic of the Unit.eE States.

Furthermore, we expgess our reverence
te the flag of thest TUnited States as well
as our traditional loyalty to all the in-
stitutions of this*landt of the free, our

DISAPPEARANCE OF DEWET.

Reported That Boer Commander Has
Died of His Wounds.

DURBAN, Natal, Oct. 19.-Gen Dewet's
recent inactivity has produced the im-
pression among military men that he is
either dead or incapacitated through ill-
ness or wounds. According to a letter
from *Pretoria a prominent Boer recently
write to a friend there relating the terri-
ble hardships suffered by the Boers inthe
field, especially from lack of surgeons.

OPEN UP NEW WORLD

MONSTROUS FORMS BROUGHT T0O
LIGHT BY DEEP SEA
DREDGE

FIND INTERESTING SPECIMENS

Scientists All Over the World Are
Studying the Fauna Whese
Habitat Is the Botiom
of the Ocean,

Before the end of this year the world
will begin to learn such things about the
chasms of the deepest seas as it never
has dreamed of in its wildest dreams,
says the Washington Post. The United
States, Great Britain, France, Germany
and Denmark are all approaching the
point where their scientists are ready to
begin systematic publication of results
attained in the various deep sea explor-
ing  expeditions that were sent out in
the last few years.

The most remarkable among these re-
ports will be those telling of the work
of the German Valdivia expedition, which
recently explored the seas off the Amer-
icam, African, Indian and Chinese coasts;
the final reports of the Agassiz expedition
through the Pacific ocean, the final re-
ports of the German members of the
Challenger expedition, which are being
published now in Germany in a mag-
nificent edition with colored plates, and
the reports of the various expeditions of
the Prince of Monaco.

Twenty-five years ago the deep sea was
an unknown world. Here and there,
scattered in museums far apart and
gazed at with amazement and ignorant
wonder and unavailing speculation, were
forty or fifty monstrous shapes. They
were deep sea forms that, driven upward
from their eternal night by some fatality,
~had been picked up dead on the surface
or washed ashore. They taught the
world nothing. Men did not even know
.that they were deep sea forms. It was
believed then that there was no life be-
low a depth of 1,000 feet. Those forty or
fifty uncanny creatures represented mno
more to the world, scientific and lay, than
did the bodies of the strange red men
which, according to tradition, were
washed on the shores of the 0Old World
before the discovery of the New, hinting
at the existence of unexplored realms ir-
habited by unknown races, but supply-
ing no further information.

But when the first groping wire arm of
the first deep sea dredge vibrated on the
bottom in the ooze of the black pits of
water, and those depths felt the thrill
of human life for the first time since tne
world was evolved from formlessness into
being, at once a new and awful page m
hthe stupendous book of nature was un-
folded. It was a chapter of revelation.

The writer has often heard Dr. Bean
tell the feeling of worshiping wonder and
awe . that overcame the two scientists
when the trawl came up to the surface.
He said: “We were both standing by
the mouth of the net » When, as the sea-
man lifted the end of the bag, two
strange forms fell out on the deck. A
single glance was enough to tell us that
they were new to our fauna and probably
unknown to science, They seemed like
visitors from andther world, and none of
_the strange forms which have since ' pass-
ed through our laboratory has brought
half so much interest and enthusiasm.
Now, looking back on the great harvest
in the field of oceanic ichthyology which
we have had the pleasure of helpfiig to
garner in the fifteen years which have
passed since that happy and eventful
morning, it seems incredible that Amer-
ican naturalists should not then hate
known that only a few miles from the
_American coast thore was a fauna as
unlike that of our shore as anything that
could be found in the Indian ocean or In
the seas of China.”

been classified. Great as this harvest is,
no man knows or can imagine how many
hundreds or even thousands of other
creatures live down there. Fantastic and
awesome as are the shapes that have
been fished up, no man can tell what still
more awesome shapes, defying the power
of human conception, dwell in the lost
places of the sea. Imagine that men liv-
ing beyond the clouds were to drop wires
Wwith nets attached and trail them for a
few thousand yards along our plains or
through our cities. What few and scat-
tered specimens would they coliect! How
could they form even the slightast idea
-of the wonders that lie hidden from their
eyes? Even so it is with us and our deep
s€a expeditions. Mt is equally bevond our
trained science to speculate and our un-
trained imagination to grasp, the in-
known terrors, the unspeakable enorml-
ties, the appalling deformities, the un-
earthly horrors, that lie in hiding deep in
the very grave of time.

_The most grotesque imagination of be-
lievers in the supernatural of the Dark
Ages never formulated such shapes as_ex-
ist among the 700 varieties of deep Sea-
fish that have already been brought to
light. None of their vampires or basilisks
was such a creature as is the blind
Eurypharynx pelecanoides. What is not
mouth in him is tail. His mouth is a
cavern. The jaws are loose, and the crea-
ture can-spread and stretch them around
fish twice as large as he is. His tail is
that of a reptile. His skin is black and
leathery, exactly similar to the wing
membrane of a huge bat. ' His eyes are
mere specks, but specks that gleam with
concentrated wickedness, This incredibly
misshapen form has been fished up from
a depth of more than a mile (5,38% feet),
a depth at which the pressure of the im.
cumbent ocean water is so tremendous
that it would crush a man’s body into
nothing. Cast iron vessels that have been
lowered into these depths have been
crumpled -up like tissue paper. Yet this
soft,” finless, half-blind thing lives there
and swims around in the pitch dark.

it. The last faintest filtering of light from
above disappears totally at a depth of
less than 2,000 feet. Beyond that tnerc is
eternal night. Yet even there, amid the
walloping and winding of counticss biad
things, there are eyes. Some are tiny,
like the baleful holes out of which the
Eurypharynx glares. Others are beauti-
ful and prominent and glowing. They be-
long to the lamp fisn, the phospha cscent
creatures that light tacir way as they
proceed by snimrmeri-g phosphoresconce
produced vy rheir own nerves.

One of the light bearers is Linophryne
lucifer, a truly demonaic form. On the
top of his head he carries an apparatus
that is identical in shape with the com-
mon light Dbulb of our ordinary small
electric lamps. From it he diffuses a
blurred white glow that is like a star in
the blackness where he lives, That glow
illuminatés a horned head and a face that
is a gargoyle. None of the uncanny,
frightening faces on Notre Dame’s fa-
mous gargoyles can equal it in terror of
expression and wild exaggeration.

Like most of the creatures fished up
from the great depth, this fish is vora-
cious enough to swallow animals far
larger than itself. The first specimen
ever captured fell a victim to this habit.
It swallowed another deep-sea fish that
was almost again as long as it was, and
so disarranged its internal mechanism
that it shot upward to the surface, where
it was picked up by Capt. Andersen, who
was fishing for turtle off the island of
Madeira. Since then many specimens
have been taken by deep-sea trawls. Tha
latter capture was made by the Prince
of Monaco, while traveling from his
yvacht, the Princess Alice.

Another of the lamp fishes of the sea
that has been taken recently is Aethopro-
ra effulgens. This in one of the big-eved
fish of the oceanic night. Its luminous or-
gan is enormous, lying like a great gland
over the entire region behind the rear
orbit of the eye and overlapping the edge
of the jaw. He is a searchlight fish. No
human eye has seen the wonderful creat-
ure flashing along in its terrible habitat,
but seientific examination shows that the
luminous patch that covers its head
serves exactly the purpose that the head-
light of a locomotive does. The locomo-
tive simile is carried even further, for all
aleng its body the fish has rows of phos-
phorescent spots that must give powerful
light when he is alive, for even dead
specimens have given off light enough
to make it possible to read fine print
under their illumination. One ecan im-
ragine Aethoprora dashing along on its
trackless path exactly like a train, the
headlight shining with dazzling light in
front and the spots gleaming like the lit
windows of cars Lehind. The Albatross
caught one of these strange and beauti-
ful creatures in the deep hole off Porto
Rico in §,195 feet wf water.

The Valdivia captured one of the most
beautiful of the lamp fish in its recent
expedition. In his first report, which has
just been made public, Prof. Carl Chun,
who _had charge of the expedition, says
of this unique animal: 2

“It is a cephalopod (a deep sea squid),
a representative of the genus Enoploteu-
this. It has twenty-four organs for gen-
erating light. Each of its great tentacles
has two. .Each eye is surrounded by five,
The rest are distributed over the body.
Nothing at all of the wonderful mani-
festations of deep-sea forms can be com-
pared with the appearance of this splen-
did creature, -The body appears as if it
was set with a diadem of gorgeous gems.

I The center light of those around the
| eyes is a bright,

flashing ultramarine
blue; the rest are of a dainy mother-of-
pearl color. On the body the first row of

| lights is ruby. The middle row Jis sky

blue. The rest are snow white and moth-
er-of-pearl. It was the most beautiful
sight that we ever saw.”
he Valdivia gathered scores of other

fish. She was fifted out with a new form
of trawl, which brought the best results
ever attained in deep-sea searching.
‘These nets in principle were just like the
common purses that close with metal
jaws. . The net is lowered with the jaws
locked. A miniature propeller is so ad-
Justed that as soon as the trawl reaches
the desired depth and tension is put on
the lines that hold it, its revolution opens
the jaws wide. The propeller screw ean
be adjusted to close the jaws again after
making any desired number of revolu-
' tions. Thus jt was possible to fish any
depth and lock the net whenever desired,
‘and the explorers were sure that the
trawl would bring to the surface only the
creatures dwelling in certain depths.

In the gulf of Guinea, 12,000 feet below
‘the surface, the Valdivia’s net brought
up a fish whose eyes had become tele-
‘scopes. They protruded outward and
straight upward from his queer, Knife-
like head. He was Opisthroprocius solea-
-tus. Nobody can ever conjecture for
“what odd purpose his eyes were formed in
this uliar way.
: Whg.:cls considered one of the strangest
captures of the Valdlvia was that of a
new form of predacious fish. He 18 so
queer that no scientist has yet been able
to classify him, and hence he is still

“To understand how little we know of
what is going on in miaocean, think of
such a fish as chiasmodon. This fish
has been taken only once in history by a
deep-sea net. Yet five times haye dead
specimens been picked up entirely by
chance on the surface, showing that the
creature must be abundant. Another
ocean dweller which no exploring ship
ever has caught is regaleous, or the oar-
fish. I_L 1s a  serpent-shaped, rapidly
Swimming form, usually from 18 to 54
feet long. Within the past 150 years
Specimens have been stranded on tne
shores of Norway, Denmark, the Faroe
ngunds. Scotland, Ircland, Englana,
France, Bermuda, tne Cape of Good
Hope, InGia, and New Zealand. Gunther
gives a list of forty-four seen by natur-
a_!xsls: and this, of course, is only an in-
significant part of those which actually
have been stranded. Its world-wi dis-
tribution and the number of waifs prove
that It is abundant in midocean, yet the
exploring ships in all the years of theip
combined searching have ca 1ght no spec-
imen of it, old or young."

NOT TO DRAIN ZUYDER ZEE.

Project Withdrawn From States
General by Dutch Ministry.

WASHINGTON, Oct. 19.—The state de-
partment has been informed by United
States Consul Hill, at Amsterdam, under
date of Sept. 23, that the project of drain-
ing the Zuyder Zee and adding new and
fertile land to the kingdom of The Neth-
erlands, has been withdrawn from the
states’ general by the new ministry. The
matter thus has been disposed of, proba-
bly for a long period. Mr. Hill says that
the state of the Dutch budget renders
sachk an undertaking at this time inad-
visable, and, moreover, the fall in the
price of land has diminished the demand
for new agricultural holdings.
