R. LI’s Giant Smokestaclk.

The Rock Island has under construc-
tion at Horton, Kan., a smokesVack, of
Which the Headlight has .this to say:

“The new smokestack being erected
for the Rock Island shops in this city is a
glant in every sense of the word. When
completed it will be over 150 feet high,
At the base it is about 16 feet in diame-
ter, and at 16 feet in height tapers down
1o 3 feet in diameter. From that on up
it gradually tapers to 6 feet in diameter.
This massive structure is topped with a
glant cap, probably 12 feet in diameter
and 4 feet high. The outside of the chim-
ney is of steel one-fourth inch thick. In-
side this shell it will be lined with fire
brick. When completed it will be one
of the finest chimneys in the West, the
best and largest in Kansas.”

NORTHERN PACIFIC WAR INFLU-
ENCES THE MARKET.

NEW YORK, Oct. 23.—(Special.)—The
stock market passed through one of the
most buoyant days in several weeks. 1ite
Northern Pacific war was the talk of
the street, and as a result all the West-
ern railroads stocks advanced sharply. St.
Paul and Union Pacific led, the latter
experiencing the sharper advance. This
occurred after the market had opened
weak, and remained in that condition un-
til noon, when rumors began to fly thick
and fast regarding the Northern Pacific
fight. . Some said that merely formal ac-
tion was needed to ratify a settlement;
others that seemed to have as good foun-
dation said that the fight over the re-
tirement of the preferred stock was very
bitter, Many brokers remained in their
offices long after the closing time of the
stock exchange hoping to hear something
definite from the conference at which the
fight is being considered. Nothing, how-
ever, could be learned as to what tran-
spired at the meeting.

SCOTTISH RITE MASONS.

Monument Unveiled to Memory of
Gen Albert Pike.

WASHINGTON, Oct. 23.—The feature
of today’'s proceedings of the Ancient and
Accepted Order of the Scottish Rite of
Free Masonry for the Southern jurisdic-
tion was the ceremony of unveiling the
monument to the late Gen. Albert Pike,
for many years the sovereign grand com-
mander of the order. These exercises
were in connection with both the bien-
nial session of the supreme council and
the centennary celebration of the or-
der. The exercises did not begin until
late this afternoon. The council, at its
day session, chose two more officers,
James R. Hayden, of Seattle, Wash., to
be grand constable, and Aaron Baldwin,
of this city, to be grand tyler. The
other offices not yet filled will continue
vacant. The committee on nominations
reported that it would submit tomorrow
some additions to the list of elevations
to thirty-third degree and to the court of
honor. Considerable time was taken up
with a discussion of a report of the
grievance committee on the case of an
individual Western member whose expul-
sion is proposed.

CORNWALL AT ST. JOHNS.

Heir to British Throne Welcomed to
Newfoundland.

ST. JOHN'S, N. F., Oct. 23.—The royal
vacht Ophir, having on board the Duke
and Duchess of Cornwall and York, con-
voyed by the British cruisers Crescent,
Niobe, Diadem and Prosperine, arrived
here at daylight this morning. The city
was profusely decorated, and over 600
fishing vessels had assembled in these
waters, all decorated with bunting.

The celebration tonight was exceed-
ingly enthusiastic. The weather was
clear, and the town fairly blazed with i1~
luminations and fireworks. The Ophir,
Crescent, Diadem, Niobe, Proserpine and
Charybdis were electrically lighted; fif-
teen sealing steamers moored in a long
line showed festoon of marine lanterns,
while fishing vessels were similarly deco-
rated, making a veritable forest ot
twinkling light spread over the whole
harbor. A

From the hills surrounding the city
sixty bonfires flamed. A thousand torch
bearers paraded the city and then mass-
ed near the wharf, where the Ophir was
moored, to be inspected by the Duke
and duchess. Five hundred fishing boats
paraded the harbor, lighted with lan-
terns. »
