"WILLIAM . TRIMBLE HAS SPENT
FIFTY YEARS WITH THE
TROTTERS

“

STILL LIKES TO DRIVE THEM

Sent Palo Alto to the Front in Four
Strright Heats at Last Meet-
/ ing of Newburgh As-
sociation.

The patriarch of the American trotting
turf today is Willlam C. Trimble, of
Newburgh, N. Y., says the New York
Sun. His ancestors are of Irish extrac-
tion and he was born in the town of
Montgomery, Orange <ounty, Dec., 29,.
1826, nearly seventy-five years ago. At
the age of twenty-three he went to Chi-
cago, thence to St. Louis and New Or--
leans, where he engaged in the horse"
race business with ., - . Kenner, and

has from that day to this, fifty-two
vears, followed the trade of training,
keeping and driving trotters. He has

met, won and been defeated during all

dealings with the Vanderbilts, Bonners,
Knapps, Mortons, Backmans, Edsalls,
Costers, Humphreys and a host of others
whose admiration for trotters is so well
known, especially by the ald-timers.
From early manhood he was always
credited with possessing a keen and prac-
tical judgment of horse flesh, and the re-
markable success he attained from the
time he purchased and developed Moun-,
tain Boy, in 1865, until he took in hand,
in 1894, the condemned Bobwebs and gave
to the latter his 2:12 record, is of itself.
ample proof that his instinctive ability
along the lines mentioned was worthily
established.

Today Trimble is a feeble old man, with
his hair and full beard clipped short and.
nearly white, and trudging about the
streets with the aid of a cane. For some
two or three years it was believed he.
had taken his last ride in a sulky and
for the last time driven a race horse of,
any kind. His friends did not think that
the veteran would ever again take the
chances of driving trotters in the spirited
contests of these jatter days of two-
minute horses. No public statement of
his_even training the flyers of this time
had been made, and when, at the recent
meeting of the Newburgh Driving Park
association, he again made his appear-
ance as a driver, the surprise was great.
But there he was, as cool and sagacious:
as ever, and without doubt the oldest
driver of a trotting horse in a race today
in the United States,

All his campetitors of the long ago have
either died or been through age set aside
—and the thousands of his neighbors who
saw him, with great difficulty, mount and
dismount his sulky were not only sur-
prised, but alarmed at his temerity.

cidents in the races, and with one ac-
cord the spectators averred that if he
got in one of them he-would certainly
be killed. Even the younger drivers
spoke to him about what they thought to
be his foolish courage, but he replied to
them with a certain amount of disdain.

“I haven't got as much to lose as you
lLave for I'm old and if I get killed I
won't lose as much as you would if yea
got killed.” With this wonderful display
of uvnobtrusive grit he went on scoring
behind the Saugerties stallion Rio Alto,
2 big heady trotter that seemed to take
Lis every ounce of strength to handle
and never failed to get a good position
at the wire. He went off amid the plaud-
its of the throng, which watched his ev-
ery move intently anwd wished that he
might win. When he made the eircuit of
the half-mile track in the lead the crowd
yelled and when he passed undz: the wire
the winner of the rrst heat such a scene
perhaps never befeore teok place on an
American track. The thousands went, to
their feet, huts and canes were thrown
into the air, the women waved their
handkerchiefs and a lusty cheer rent the
air. Still they said the ‘“old man” had
no business there, they wers afraid that
every minute he might be killed, but he
continued and drove the entire four heats
of the race, besides driving the chestnut
mare Arnola in another race during the
seme meet and escaping without a mis-
hap of any kind. Since then he has
driven another race at New City, Rock-
land county, appearing there behind
Clarkscen’s chestnut mare Flossie,

The reporter of the Sun has secured
from the veteran a history of some of
his track experience. The first horse of
note he trained and developed was Moun-
tain Boy, afterward sold to Commodore
Vanderbilt, and with which transaction
goes an interesting story.of the Commo-
dore’'s shrewdness. Mr. Trimble and
James H. Young bought the horse of Tom
Ringham, of Newburgh. The horse was
formerly owned by Nelson Crist, father
of Gov. Odell's wife, who drove him be-
fore an ice wagon. He was five years
old when Trimble and Young got him.
They paid $1,000 for him. Before this
Mountain Boy was put before a plougi
by a farmer named Fowler at Middle-
hope and he wouldn’t work. In a month
after Trimble bought him he had im-
proved so much that $4,000 was offered
for him and declined.

Mountain Boy’s first race before a sulky
was in 66 with Alden Goldsmith’s Idler,
by Volunieer. This was at Highland
Park, this city. when the Orange county
fair was being held. Both horses were of
the same age, five years, and Idler then
had the Orange county record for that
age, which was 2:i2. Mountain Boy and
ldler were the only horses in the race.
The betting was large and Idler was the
favorite, $40 to $10. Trimble drove Moun.
tain Boy and won both heats, the first
in 2:40 and the second in 2:39, a new coun-
ty record That night Trimble received
an offer of $4,000 for Mountain Boys His
‘price was §10,000. In the following June
he sold the trotier to Commodore Van-
derbilt for $12,000 to match Post Boy, one
c¢f the Commodore’s fast team, Plough
Eoy having~ died. The Commodore
thought that if he could get as good a
horse as Post Boy he would have no
trouble in defeating the teams of Robert
Bonner, Shepard Knapp and some others
who owned the fastest teams of those
days. He told Mr. Trimble that he had
had fifty horses in with Post Boy, but

not one of them could even evercise him.

“I told him,” said Mr. Trimble, ‘‘after
we hitched the two together and got on
the road through Central park where we
cculd let them out a little that I'd like to
have him, he holding the ribbons, drive-
my colt to a break beside Post Boy. The
ccmmodore replied: ‘You damned country
fcol do you ’'spose that green colt can
trot with Post Boy? 1 told him I want-
ed to see the colt break. Then he let 'em
g0 up Seventh avenue and I soon. found
out that Post Boy had more than his
match. I reached over to take the whip
myself from the socket and vhe commo-
dere asked me what I was going to do?
The pair were even then going at a tre=
mendous speed and I told him I was go-
ing to set him a going. The commodore
had a very keen and quick eve and he
saw as I did that Mountain Boy was by
far the speedier of the two. ‘Well, said
he, ‘T only wanted to get a horse to jog
with Post Boy.” I told him that if that
was all ‘he wanted he could get a plug
for $50 that would do that and he need
rnot pay me $10,000 or $12,000 for my colt.
We went on up to Peter Dubois’ hailf
asnile track in upper New York and I
told the commodore to drive in on the
track and drive tue team before the
forty or fifty New Yorkers whe, were
there with their fast roadsters. This he
did but he didn't go far before it was
further demonstrated that my colt was
too much for Post Boy. It was so plain
that the commodore pulled up to the
stable a we let the pair cool off a
bit. Then the New Yorkers began to
flock about us and wanted to know if
my horse was for sale.

“Then he says, ‘I've gct a little mare
out in the ‘stable I paid $500 for up at Sar-
atoga for your wife to drive.’ I told him
my wife didn’t ride horseback, and she
had no wagon or harness to drive the
mare with. Then he said, ‘Go out on
Broadway and buy an outfit of wagon,,
harness, ete., such-as you want, and send

to the new wagon, and with the seller
of the goods drove over to the commo-
dore’s office, where 1 got a boy to hoid
the horses while we ran in to call him
out to see the outfit. He went to the
window, looked the rig over and thought
it very fine. 'Just then Mr. Demarest, the
seller, presented the bill for the rig. It
amounted to $450, and without hesitation
the commodore drew his check for the
amount. He didn't say a word, seemed

bargain.  Afterward’ T sold him a mare
to mate Motntain Boy fer $4000 that
could trot in abecut 2:4¢ and made a very
fine team for him. ;

" “Mountain Boy died of the ‘epizoo’ in
the epidemic year 1872, The mare he
left to ‘his brothér, Jacob Vanderbilt,
when he, the commodore, died. She lived
to be an old mare and was by Rysdyk's
old Hambletonian. Before Mountain Boy
died he secured a record of 2:20%, which
was very fast in those days, and I be-
lieve a record. The price we. received
for the colt was the highest ever paid
for a trotter up to that time. A

““The next horse of note with which [
had to do was the Bull colt Judge Fuller-
ton, by Edward Everett. He was raised
by Tink Bnill, of Montgomery, Orange
county. At five vears cf age he showed
such a fine burst of speed that Judge
Stephen W. Fullerton and myself bpaid
83,000 for him on June 18, 1870, Having no

country roads hereabouts, and in Sep-
iember of that year, with the little horse,
Commodore, I drove him to Fleetwood,
New York, over the rougn country -roads.
The Fleetwood track was then new and
just opened, and in three days after
reaching that course I drove the Judge a
half in 1:0915, wonderful time for those
carly trotting days. When it became
!mown what the great horse could do
‘Williamm Humphrey, of New York, a large
‘haberdasher, offered us $20,000, a fabulous
price. .My father was awfnlly anxious
to close tie bargain at once. . I was much
opposed to it, for 1 belicved we ecould get
$20,000 for him, besides I wanted Robert
Bonner to have him, although he had
never put eyes on the animal. Judge
Fullerton was, however, persistent. He
wwas afraid that something mighti happen
te him, and finally 1 gave in and let Mr.
Humphrey have .the horse. It was per-
haps the highest price cver paid for a
herse up to that date, some five years
after we had sold Mountain Boy. Mr.
Bonner came to the stable the next morn.
ing in great haste, and when ‘he found
Fullerton was sold the day before to Mr. "
Humpbrey herwas the most' disappointed
man in Gotham. 1 have always:pelieved
that we“lost $10,000 by being too hasty.
Dan Mace afterward handled the horse
for Hr.,, Humphrey, and drove him to a .
reccrd of 2:18. He won about $60,000 in
irizes with,him, and among: the field of
trotters he lined up with in those -days
were such-fast ones as Goldsmith Maid,
Lady Thorne, Gloster, Scnsation, Camors.
and others. Mr, Humphrey owned Fuller-.
ton until he died. !
The next horse T owned was the most
wonderful long distance trotter that was.
ever in harness. It was. the little bay
horse Commodore, . He only: weighed 700
pounds., I bought him in 1879 of Jack
Hernochan, five miles west of Montgom-
ery. He was by Post: Boy; dam by Ed-
ward Everett. In 1870 he was five years
old. I worked .and trotted him four
years. 1 gave him a record of 2:25, and
then sold him to Orin Hickok, Budd Do-
ble and William Humphrey, a third share
each, for $8,000. ~He cost me $700. He
was a small horse. While I had him I
drove him in a two-mile race at Proa-
pect Park against thre fast trotters, and
could have shut them ail out had I
wanted to. In this race he obtained a
record of 5:04%. His mile record previous
to that was 2:35. After I gave him a
record of 2:25 I sai2 nim. He was taken
to California, where he became sick. He
got well, and then made a ten-mile rec-
ord which was .then a world's record,
and I believe has nevér yet been beaten.
He was then taken to the West Indies,
and from there to another country,
where at twenty years of age he was
entered in a big race under another
name, Jack, I believe. His knee was
sprung and the crowd guyed the driver
and told him that if he didn’t take sthe
horse off the track he would fall' down,
But he went on and won his race, and
then it was discovered that he was the
little horse Commeodore, from Newburg,

“The large handsome sorrel mare, Mu-
sic, by Middleton, that Robert Bonner
took such a fancy to, then came into my
possession. T bought her when three
years old, gave a warld’s record of 2:24
to her when four years old, and kept her
and trotted her until she was eight years
old. At four years I was offered and re-
fused $17,500 for her. 1In the following
spring she took sick and 1 4aid her up
for eighteen months. She, however, was
never as good a mare after the sickness
as before. j trotted her three years aftet
that, and then sold her to Robert Bon-
ner for $8,(4). Mr. Bonner put her in
his stud and kept her until she died, but
never raced her. She foaled three colts,
but so far as I ever knew they did not
turn out world beaters.

“‘After dispesing of Music T bought the
black mare Cornelia from J. G. Coster, ot
New York. Her former owner was As-
semblyman W. H. Mase, of Fishkill land-
ing. We paid $2,000 for her, raced her for
two vears successfully, gained a record
of 2:21%, and ‘then sold her for $13,000.
She was not a good race mare, being er-
ratic. 'We won several good races with
her, though, and her buyer was William
TFrance, of Kentueky, who bred her then,
and she dled in foal. In some respects she
was a beautiful mare,and one of the best
I drew a rein over. Mr. Coster also sent
me Garnet, a fine sorrel gelding, to train
and bring out. He was then four years
old, and the best he could 'do was 46. 1
worked him up and entered him in eight
races that year,, winbing every one of
them, and giving to the horse a record
of 2:28.

I fought several hard and
some long drawn-out battles with her.

. “My next venture in trotting horse
flesh was the purchase from Dean Sage
of a half interest in Instant. This mare
was by Startle, dam by Indianian. She
was then six years old and the year be-
fore she had foaled a colt by Kentucky
Prince. I paid $800 for my half interest,
trotted her two years, during which. she
made a record of 2:14; and sold her at
auction in Cleveland, Ohio, for $4,500, Mr.
Sage had another colt named Moment,
which 1 took to train, and at tive years
of age gave a record of 2:20 to her. She
died of pneumonia at Burlington, Vt.,
where 1 raced her in cold weather, and
Mr. Sage thus lost a very promising
trotter, capable of great development.

. “‘Before I took on the big sorrel geld-
ing Cobwebs, I trained the green horse
S. J.,, owned by Austin Lathrop, super-
intendent of the state prisons at that
time. He was a big sorrel gelding and
seven years old, but green. 1 trotted S.
J. two years and gave him a mark of
2:15%. Mr. Lathrop then took him for a
roadster. Cobwebs was owned by Joseph
Turl when I hitched up with him. He
had been trained twice when four years
old.and again when five years old by
Orin Hickok in California, and pronounc-
ed by him of no use, in fact, worth-
less as a trotter. The sire of the horse
was Whips. When I got him I took him
to Poughkeepsie and there trained him
on the big track. This was in the spring
of 1894, After I got him working fairiy
well I entered him in the Grand Circuit
races then coming on, and started him
first in the M, and M. stake for $10,000
at Detroit. There were -a number of the
best in the land in this race and many
thought I had a great deal of presump-
tion to enter this discarded nag with such
a lot of steppers. In the very first heat
they gave us a false start, the word and
the bell at the same time. Three or four
of us did not pay attention to the bell
and went the whole mile. Naturally we
thought the judges would give us a show.
But no, they called us right up again for
another start. Cobwebs had no record up
to this time, and 1 was certain that 1
could not send him another mile so soon
and do anything with the_fresh horses
that did not go the mile. The only thing
we : could do was to be allowed in the
Consolation purse later in the week. |

. “We next started him in the Cleveland
races for a purse of $3,000. There were
twelve entries here and I had no trouble
to show the whole of them our heels in
three straight heats, best time being
2:13. The next week I met Hamlin's
great horse Rex Americus, who had been
barred from all four and five-year-old
races because of his great speed. In this
race was J. M. D., who had won the
Detroit M. and M. $10,000 purse because
of the false start, and nine or ten more,
The Rex and J. M, D. were looked upon
as sure winners, Cobwebs was not 1,
2, 3 with the sports that followed the
races. They were deadh sure that my
horse could not win an® the track had
been narrowed up and fixed to suit the
Rex, who was made first choice with the
belief that J. M. D. and Cobwebs would
have a battle royal for second place.

It was on the card for Rex to lay up the
first two heats and then come on and
win out from both of us. I gave the
first two heats to J. M. D., holding Cob-
weks in good shape and reserving  his
strength. It was a great plot, but we
were on to it and profited by what we
knew. When the third heat took place
Cebwebs was equal to the occasion. 1
called on the theretofore discarded® trot-
ter and he answered bravely. Rex came
at me to win but I beat him by half a
length in 2:123%. In the fourth heat 1
beat him quite handily in 2:14, and in the
fifth I came within an ace of shutting
him out in 2:15. No more crestfallen lot
of trotting sports followed the track that
year than those who got so badly taken
in at Buffalo. At Rochester ‘Cobwebs
suceumbed to Dandy Jim in 2:10. At
Poughkeepsie he hit his leg badly and
was defeated, as he was also at Fleet-
wood shortly after. Later in the same
vear Cobwebs was started in a good field
of trotters at Narragansett Park, Provi-
dence. Here he laid them all out, his
best time being 2:12. That was where
he took his record and was the last race
he was in. Mr. Turl then sold the horse
at auction to Andy Welch for $1,750, and
‘Welch transferred him to Nathan Straus,
of New York, who has since worked him
on the speedway, where he has becen
king. “Mr. Turl bought Cobwebs at an

auction in New York' for $550.””
