Neither Northwestern nor
llinois showed up strong, but the win-
ning of the purple*was a surprise. When
Nebraska meets Wisconsin next week itmay be possible to get a clearer idea of
the relative strength of the teams.

lowa plays llinois and .Michigan, and
Chicago plays Michigan and Wisconsin
in succession, and these games will offer

.me basis on which to com) the work
of the teams in the West.

The general feeling just at present is
undeniably that Wisconsin is stronger
than Minnesota, and that Michigan has
a better team than either. If the Minne-
sota-Wisconsin game were played today
all the odds would favor the Badgers.
But the crucial test is three weeks away
yet, and three weeks will work wonders
for a heavy team. No loyal Minnesotan
will doubt Dr. Williams' ability to bring
the team into shape to play Phil Kings
outfit to a standstill. Minnesota's de-
fense Is superior to Wisconsin's, all
things considered.

As last year left the question of su-
periority debated by lowa and Minneso-
ta, i*o this year Michigiui will dispute it
with, either Minnesota or Wisconsin. A
post-season game is out of the Question.
Minnesota has a harder schedule this
year than Wisconsin. . To end up with
three games in ten days, all away from
home, is no easy task. Wisconsin, Il-
linois and Northwestern make a hard
trio to tackle, under the circumstances.

Minnesota seems defined this year to
crush the hopes of many aspirants for
honor.

Supt. Peairs. of the Indian institute at
Lawrence, Kan., and Coach Ellick, of
the Michigan university team of 1898, who
has the Indians in hand this year, fig-
ured it out this way to a Wisconsin cor-
respondent. They expect to win the
Minnesota game Nov. 2. if they do that
trick and the Gophers beat Wisconsin
they will claim an undisputed right to
the Western championship. In the event
of Wisconsin defeating Minnesota they
figure that the Badgers will have to run
up a higher score against them than the
one they expect to beat the Gophers by.
If Wisconsin does win out against the
Gophers and the Indians get their Minne-
sota .nam.- they will lay claim to being in
the same class with Wisconsin. In last
Saturday's game between the Indians
and the Osteopaths her.- the redmen
showed great form and the power to
play fast and clever football.

He was one of tha alienists
who examined Czolgosz in Buffalo and
pronounced the prisoner sane. *-He has
been very anxious to take away with him
from the autopsy the assassin's brain for
the purpose of microscopical examina-
tion. A few days ago Dr. McDc *iald had
a talk with Supt. Collins and asked him
to allow him, after the autopsy, to take
the brain to New York city for exami-
nation. Mr, Collins said to hira:

No Sensationalism All*tJ»ed. .
"Doctor, I have planned to maKe this

execution an example of mystery that,

will forestall any attempt at sensational-
ism. I cannot allow anythir v to go
away from the prison that will in any
way continue this man's identity tor
notoriety. You may stay at the prison
for a week, if you will, and examine

any portion of the anatomy you please,

but my present plan is not to allow any
portion of the man, his clothi^ /, or even

| the letters he received to leave this
place."

Dr. McDonald replied: "I would like
to have taken the brain away, but 1 am
frank to say that you are absolutely
right in the matter. IfI decide to maKe

The plan of Supt. Collins is heartily

1 acquiesced in by Warden Mead, and it

is said that an unappealed law has been
found that will allow the warden to re-
fuse any unauthorized^ appeal for the
assassin's remains, even from his rela-
tives, and will give him the privilege

of disposing of them. In that event, with-
in two hours after the execution, unless.
Dr. McDonald cares to make an analy-

sis of the brain, Czolgosz's body, clothes,
letters and everything reminiscent 01

him in the prison, will be disposed of;
the body of the assassin will be buried
in quick lime, and the clothes, letters
and packages will be consumed by nre.
This Is not all. Warden Mead, with
Supt. Collins' approval, has decided that
for the thirty hours preceding the
execution of Czolgosz not one word 01
his condition or actions shall be given

out from the prison.' In other words, the
man, beginning from midnight, is practi-
cally dead so far as the. public is con-
cerned.

When his death is accomplished. War-
den Mead will give out a statement con-
cerning the prisoner's last hours, includ-
ing any confession he may make. The
result of the autopsy will be given out
by the warden.

At the autopsy on Tuesday, Dr. Carlos
F. McDonald, of New York, and Physi-
cian Phyn Germ, will be the attending
physicians, and the priests, if any are re-
quired by Czolgos-a, will be the two Pol-
ish ones that have heretofore visited
him.' • > -.

State Comptroller Erastus Enright, ot
Buffalo, has been asked to be foreman
of the official jury, and will be here. i,l-.e
rest of the jury of twelve men is made
up of prominent individuals, including

some other state officials.
Gov. Odell has sent word that he pa-*

tlcularly desires that this execution be
conducted with as little display of noto-

The prison officials rather anticipate

a visit from the aged father of the as-
sassin tomorrow. "Ualdeck Bandowsky,
brother-in-law of the assassin, called at
the prison today, but was denied admis-

sion. Warden Mead, who is ill, was in
bed, and the chief keeper would not take
the responsibility of admitting him. He
will very likely call again tomorrow. It
is possible not one of the Polish priests
wrll visit Czlgosz tomorrow,' but "there
is some question about the .final recondi-
tion of the prisoner with the church in

which he was baptized. .He maintains
the stolidity and indifference which have
marked his conduct since his arrest...

C-**-»l*-*COU,8 Father Forwards Tender

Farewell to His Son.
CLEVELAND, 0., Oct. 27.— Associ-

ated press is made the medium of the last
message from the father of Leon Czol-
gosz, the condemned assassion who will
pay the penalty for his terrible crime in
Auburn prison next Tuesday morning. In
an interview this afternoon the elder
Czolgosz was asked what he had to say
finally to his unfortunate son. ;

The old man's eyes filled with tears as
he replied, deliberately:

"Tell Leon that I hope that he may
rest in peace, that he will become rec-
onciled to Go-7 and will meet lAs end
bravely. Tell him that as much as I
and all our family regret his most un-
happy plight that we can do nothing to

interfere/that he alone is responsible for
his unfortunate position and that' he must
meet his punishment as a consequence."

Further conversation elicited the infor-
mation that the purpose of the visit of

/Waldeck Czolgosz to Auburn is to ar-
range for the disposition of the . body
after the law's mandate has been carried
out. Up to this afternoon no communica-
tion had been received by the elder Czol-
gosz from Waldeck and this is taken to
mean that the father's presence is not
desired at the death scene. -'7-7V7

Disposition of the Body.

The entire arrangement of the after
part of the law's course are in Wal-
deck's hands and what steps he will take
is a matter of. uncertainty. The ex-
pense of conveying the body from Auburn
to Cleveland is one.of the considerations

| that causes hesitancy In the announce-
ment of definite final arrangements. Paul
Czolgosz, the father, stated that there
was some fear of mutilation or other un-
desirable occurrence at some time or oth-
er If the body should be brought to Cleve-
land immediately after the electrocution.
This fear has led to the consideration of
cremating the body at Buffalo or some
other city where a crematory is; availa-
ble. .. . " r

Some anonymous communications to
the Czolgosz family have mentioifed the
fact that the body might be valuableas a scientific object of medical people
and would bring a good sum of money
but further than mere hints no definite
offer has been made. It was stated that
such an offer would be distasteful to the
family of the assassin and would not
be considered., Fear that the body might
be stolen if buried in the usual man-
ner is also a reason for cremation be-ing favored. '.

Our recent maneuvers have proved thatgood feeling exists- between the people
and the army. As for dictatorship no
one thinks of such a thing. Dictatorsare the offspring of circumstances., = 7

"For myself, I may say this. I havenever thought of being one, nor do 1
now. Nevertheless ;if my aid were ask-
ed at a moment of gravity I do not know
how I should decide between my political
and military duties; but I should always
incline toward the latter."
