WORK OF 18"YEAR-OLD ARTIST

Remarkably Lifelike Falntiiig by

Albert di Giovanni Added to So-

ciety's Fine Collection Throneh
Woman's Generosity.

Most people think of the Minnesota'
Historical society as a collection of books
and pamphlets. Few people realize The
scope of the work, how relics and por-
traits, records and documents that are
daily increasing in value are kept- for
the use of the future historian.

One of the most important collections
in the society rooms is the valuable col-
lection of portraits of the pioneers and
builders 61 the state. There are now
displayed in the society rooms 150 large
portraits and twenty-five groups, - com-
prising, in all the portraits of over LQOO \u25a0

Minnesotans, not to speak of the large
number of cabinet photos and card
sketches preserved in the fire-proof vault.
Among the larger and finer oil portraits
are those of Governors Siblcy, Ramsey,
Marshall, Bishop Gilbert, Judge Flan-
drau, Henry M. Rice, Simeon Folsom,
Greenleaf Clark, Rev. E. D. Neill, the
premier historian of the state; Rev. Lu-
cian Galtier, who built the first church
in St. Paul; Rev. Moses N. Adams, one
of the early missionaries to the Sioux;
Norman W. Kittson, John B. Sanborn,
W. B. Dean and many other notable
pioneers of Minnesota.
. To this notable collection the society
has just received a most welcome and
valuable addition in the shape of a mag-
nificent oil painting of the late Senator
Cushman K. Davis. It Is painted by a
very promising young artist, now in St.
Paul, Albert di Giovanni. It came into
the possession of the society through
the kindness of Mrs. Frank O'Meara,
herself a very talented artist, who is a
student under young Giovanni and his
father, who have a studio in the Na-
tional German-American Bank building.
It is the finest painting owned by the
society. It is a perfect life likeness of
the late senator. He is sit-
ting at his desk turning'the pages of a
book, while at the edge of the desk
lies a half-smoked cigar. The pose is
characteristic, and the expression of the
face strong and true. It is a work of
art. Two of the members of the society
who are best qualified to judge of a work
of art have declared it to be of great
irerit and given it the warmest approval
and most sincere praise. The society Is
most fortunate in securing so fine a por-
trait of the most distinguished citizen of
the state.

Artist a Mere Boy.
Young Giovanni is but eighteen years

of age, a mere boy, but a true artist.
He came to this country two years ago
from Naples, where he received his first
training in his profession. He and his
father have a studio in this city andmany pupils. The young man is1 very
ambitious to become eminent as a por-
trait painter, and those in a position to
judge of his work say that he is sure
to attain his ambition. Mrs. O'Mearawas struck with the fidelity of the por-
trait, and it was owing to her influence
and generosity that the society now has
this fine portrait. Mrs. O'Meara is her-
self an artist of enthusiasm and suc-
cess and has done notable work in oil
and in black and white. The portrait
will be given a suitable hanging' in thesociety rooms, and will no doubt attracta great deal of attention.

At the present time the society is
crowded for space, especially for room tohang portraits in its possession. For thisreason many persons who desire and in-
tend to present valuable contributions to
this have been waiting until
the new capitol was completed before do-nating their gifts. When the society getsIn its new quarters it will undoubtedlysecure a very large number of valuableportraits of eminent Minnesotans, and
this will be one of the features of its
exhibit In the new building. Many gifts
along other lines are also being held for
the completion of the new capitol. Those -who have not seen this new portrait of
Senator Davis should avail themselves
of the opportunity of doing so. It isworthy of the distinguished subject and
of the aspiring artist whose work it is.

SPREAD OFJMALLPOX
XO INDICATIONS THAT DISEASE IS

DIMINISHING IN MINNESOTA.

With the advance of the fall season,even though the weather has not turn-ed cold, reports to the state department
of health indicate an increase in the num-
ber of cases of smallpox and a more
general spread of the disease throughout
the state.

A patient with a well-developed case
of smallpox was found at Minneapolis
yesterday and taken in charge Iry the
local health authorities. This patior.* hadcome from Crookston. where there are a
number of cases of smallpox. Anothercase was found at the Union depot in
this city, the patient having come from
some point in North Dakota.

As an argument in favor of vaccina-
tion, Dr. H. H. Bracken, secretary of
the state board of health, quotes a re-
cent occurrence at Marshfield, Wis. Miss
Hermley, a teacher in the high school
at that place, was taken ill and although
it was believed she had smallpox no men-
tion was made of the nature of the dis-
ease. Later, however, eight of the pupils

j in Miss Hermley's classes were stricken
I with smallpox.

NORMAL BOARD'S QUO WARRANTO

PROCEEDINGS HAVE BEEN

POSTPONED

BOARD OF CONTROL READY

Attorney Harris Richardson Sub-

mits a List of Reasons Why the
Application Should Be

Dismissed.

The hea-rir.g of argument in the pe-
tition of the board of normal school di-
rectors to the supreme court for a writ
of quo warranto against the state board
of control has been continued until next
Friday.

"When the case was calHd yesterday,
and Harris Richardson as attorney for
the boaTd of control, declared himself
ready at that time to argue the case,
counsel for the normal board were some-
what taken by surprise, as it had ben
generally understood that he would ask
for further time to prepare his case.
He said he would try the case at once,
either upon a motion to dismiss the in-
formation and. quash the writ, or upon
the merits of the case as presented in
the information filed by the petitioners.

Gen. H. W. Childs, counsel for the
normal board, was not present, and his
law partner, A. M. Wickwire, appeared
in his stead. Mr. Wickwire desired a
continuance until next week, when Gen.
Cbilds will return from Washington; but
Mr. Richardson tried in several different
ways to secure a healing before the court
at once. Mr. Richardson's motion to dis-
miss was finally continued until next Fri-
day.

In his motion Mr. Richardson present-
ed the following reasons why the case
should be dismissed:

"First—Because in this proceeding it is
not sought to try the right of the re-
spondents to act as members of the board
of control, but simply to exclude them
from the performance of certain dutiesprovided for by chapter 122, of the Laws
of 1901, and to restrict them to the per-
formance of certain other duties required
by that act.

"Second.—Because the facts set up in
the information and recited in the writ
show that the proceeding is brought
merely for the purpose of decermiuincr
whether certain official acts relating tr
the state normal schools are to be per-
formed by the board of control of statp

ture of quo warranto will not lie to pre-
vent the performance of official acts inexcess of jurisdiction.

"Fourth—Because under the allegations
of the information and the recitals cf
the writ the court iv this proceedingcannot exclude the respondents from tneif
offices as members of the board of con-
trol of state institutions.

"Fifth—Because the facts set forth in
the information and recited in the writ
do not show that the board of control
or its members have ever taken posses-
sion of the oflices of the members of tlira
state normal board, or in any manner
excluded such members from the per-
formance of their duties.

"Sixth—Because the allegations of the
information and the recitals of the writ
merely set up that the respoi: tents are
claiming and asserting tha right to in-
form certain acts, and do net alleg>; the
actual performance of any of 'these acts
by them."
