Minneapolis’ City Clerk Has Ordered
2L,000 for Next Year.

Cit_y Clerk T.. A. Lydiard, of Minne-
apolis, has placed an order for 31,000 1902
cycle path tags with the Whitehead-Hoag
Company of Newark, N. J. The tag is the
same as that ordered by St. Paul, and
costs $50 per thousand. In general foim it
is the same as the 1900 tag.

WU TING FANG ON GHINA

INTERESTING LECTURE
DENTS AT ANN

TO STU-
ARBOR

Minister Wu Says His Country Hay
Lived Too Much in the Past—
Is Opposed to Exclu-
sion Lavws.

ANN ARBOR, Mich., Nov. 1.—Wu Ting
Fang, Chinese minister at Washington,
delivered an address before 4,000 students
of the university here tonight on the
“Tendencies of the Times.”

He said in part:

‘I fully appreciate the excellence of
vour political, economical and educa-
tional systems. Teo much cannot be
said in praise of the founders of this
country for their foresight; but excellent
as are the systems they founded, they
are not vet perfectly suited to all times,

“China lived too much in the past. I
am sorry for it. Her literature and her
government arve relics of the past. They
were all right when China was isolatea,
but in these days of progress, are ine
adequate for present needs.”

Mr. Wu referred to the strife which is
almost constantly being waged between
capital and labor in this country, and
said:

“It Is said that capital is antagonistic
to labor. Why is this so? One is es-
sential to the other. There shoflld be a
better application of the value of both.
Trusts and labor unions should unite.
‘Why should not disputes between capital
and labor be taken into the courts like
civil suits for settlement?

Referring to the immigration laws of
the United States, Mr. Wu said:

“This country needs restrictive immi-
gration laws of general scope and not
laws that single out one race., The spe-
cial laws against Chinese immigration
are the result of ignorance of the facts.

“China has 350,000,000 people, and her
immense territory is able to support this
population. All Chinamen love home
and have a herror of traveling abroad.
All Chinamen, except diplomats, who
leave China, come from the province of
Quan Tung. The Chinese barriers in
this country should be remeved.”

Mr. Wu said that the treaty of 1888
was made to stop Chinese labor, but
since, laws had been passed keeping out
Chinese merchants and tradesmen; con-
sequently the high and worthy Chinese
could not get into this country.

Mr. Wu said the best way was to go
by the golden rule,

MANCHURIAN CONVENTION.

Russia Is Anxious to Get Out of the
Country.

LONDON, Nov. 2.—“Diplomatic circles
in St. Petersburg are inclined to believe
the Russian assurances that there is
nothing in the Manchuria convention to
which the other powers can reasonably
object,”” says the correspondent of the
Times at the Russian capital. ‘‘No doubts
are entertained as to the sincerity of
- Russia’s desire to withdraw from Man-
churia as quickly as possible after i
suring the safety of the 1ailways, her
occupation of the province having in-
volved her in responsibilities and ex-
penses out of all proportion to the ad-
vantage gained.”
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
