GOPHERS SHOW IMPROVEMENT

Willfams Has Some New Plays Up
His Sleeve for Phi] King’s Ben-

The Minnesota-Wisconsin footbhall game
on Nov, 16 is the talk of the Western
football world at present, and will con-
tinue to be so until the battle royal has
been finished, and one of the great rival
teams eliminated as a factor in the
Western championship. The interest is
not confined to the rooters of the two
states, but throughout the West it is be-
ing discussed by experts and amateurs,
The Chicago papers are giving it more at-
tention than any other event of the year,
and even in the far Bast football men
are eagerly awaiting the outcome of the

‘8reat contest.

The result in a contest between two
teams of the calibre of the Badgers and
Gophers can never be predicted, and the
coming one is attended with even more
uncertainty than was last year's game.
Few prophets have cared to risk thelr
Teputations on a guess as to the outcome,
The best fitted to size up the situation
with judgment and fairness simply say
‘It will be a very hard fought game, with
the result in qoubt.”

There is no lack of confidence on the
part of the Minnesota rooters or the
Gopher playvers. But it is the right kind
of confldence that will not pass up any
advantage that hard work can accom-

plish. Things have never looked more
hopeful at the University. An entirely
mnew spirit has taken possession of the

teams and of the rooters, and on all sides
is the evidence of a new spirit of deter-
mination. The men feel that they can
win if they put up the best game possi-
ble for them to play, and to this end
they are bending all their energies under
the careful eye of Dr, Willlams.

The men played in an entirely different
mood throughout the game against the
Haskell Indians, and this has given great
hope to the rooters. They are throwing
the same determination into their prac-
tice and as this spirit of unconquerable
perseverance is developed the chances
for Minnesota success continue to im-

ically the team is in the most per-
fect condition, Every individual player
has shown great improvement in playing
form during the past ten days, and the

‘Wisconsin’s Pecualiar Action.

‘Wisconsin has formally protested Muel-
ler, and at the same time, has refused to
consider Minnesota’s protest against
Schreiber, and Minnesota will be forced
to take the Schreiber case in its own
hands, and get a decision, if it wants the.
matter settled. This attitude on the part
of Wisconsin is in marked contrast to the
attitude of the Minnesota board coneern-
ing Mueller’s case. As soon as the story
0f Mueller's violation of the rules was
prrinted, Prof. Jones investigated the case
personally, and the board withdrew Muel-
ler of its own accord, not waiting to have
him officially protested. Wisconsin re-
tuses to even investigate the charges
made against” Schrieber., What action
Mimnnesota will take in the matter is not
known, but after Wisconsin’s refusal to
even satisfy itself in the premises, Min-
resota should certainly force the case to
a decision,

The Chicago Post has this to say of
the coming game:

Western football enthusiasm is now al-
moest entirely centered in the Wisconsin-
Minnesota contest. Other games are
called foregone conclusions. Seldom in
gridiron history have two elevens- been
so evenly matched as the Gophers and
Badgers this year. While the former
may have a slight advantage in weight,
King’'s charges have the greater ex-
perience and probably a little more speed,
But if everything is taken into consider-
ation, the teams are almost similar in
effectiveness, -

Minnesota and Wisconsin have in Rog-
ers, Hoyt and Aune for the Gophers, and
Abbott and Juneau for the Badgers, the
best end rushers in the West. It is the
proverbial dollars to doughnuts that
these players will prevent any long runs
around their positions. Neither team, on
the other hand, will be able to run back
many punts, as these end rushers—so far
at least—have never failed to get the man
with the ball before he could gain much
or any ground. End plays eliminated, the
game undoubtedly will consist of short
but effective bucking and plunges, 1t
looks from this distance as if the heavier
Minnesota eleven should have a little ad-
vantage in this department.

The Gophers last year won their contest
by, supericr weight and by Dr. Williams’
strategy. Even Coach Stagg, when asked.
what formation Dr, Williams had taught
the Gophers, looked puzzled. It was amn
entirely new display of gridiron tactics,
and combined with the great weight of
Minnesota, literally tore holes In the
lines of the opposing elevens. The weight
is there again this year, the team has
profited by experience and confidence,
and the old Yale coach, Dr. Williams, has
added a number of new plays which will
again puzzle the Western football gen-
erals.

Wisconsin occasionally uses the quarter-
back kick, but invariably relies entirely
upon her fast back field and strong line
to gain ground. Last Saturday’s game
indicated that ‘“Phil’ King will have to
make some changes to put his team in
championship form. Driver undoubtedly
has gone back on his last year's form.

In defense Driver is undoubtedly the
weakest spot on the elevtn. Ewireiber
car: outpunt Driver by fifteen yards.

KING PUTTING HIS MEN INTO
SHAPE FOR THE BIG
GAME

GOPHERS STRENGTH CONCEDED

Weakness of Team’s Defense
Against Kicking Game Consid-
ered to Be Wisconsin’s
Main Fault.

MADISON, Nov. 6.—The eyes of all
‘Wiscensin football patrons are. now turn-
ed to the coming contest with Minnesota,
and while the ordinary observer of ath-
letics has watched with a great deal of
satisfaction the fast, aggressive work of
tlie university team, particularly of the
back field, those who viewed the practice
with experienced and critical eye found
much that was far from encouraging, in
faet, o great deal that was discouraging.
The Nebraska game was in several fea-
tures spectacular, and in several places
there was really brilliant work, and the
general opinion was thai the offensive
play was as near perfect as it could be.
The end Tunning was fast and accurats,
and the men in the plays worked with a
precision snd energy that was well nigh
irresisiible. The work of the men in the
interference in guarding the runner time
and again blecked off the opposing tack-
lers, leaving the runner with a clear neld.
Another remarkable thing was the tenac-
ity and doggedness with which a play
was followed up, a runner seldom going
down the fleld alone, but generally guard-
ed by at least one or the other backs of
the team, In running with the ball and
in the interference the work of Larson
exceeded that of all the others in
strength, brilliancy and effectiveness.
With Fogg, Cochem and Driver in the
other positions, Wiscorsin will certainly
go into the great game with the best bal-
anced and fastest field of backs that has
ever represented the school.

The game with Minnesota, however, 1s
not one which can be won by the bril-
liancy of cne man or of several men, and
if there is a weakness in the Badger line
when the two teams go on the field on
the championship day it will be discov-
ered before a dozen line-ups have been
made, and when once discovered the
Gophers’ heavy backs in mass plays will
make the most of it, to the peril of Wis-
consin’s hopes. -

It is to this line and its defensive play
that the energles of Coach King and his
assistants will be directed for the next
two weeks, and it is on the success of
those efforts that W-sconsin will win or
lose. Minnesota's style of play, which
has been under the critical eye of Phil
King for the past three games that have
been played at Minneapolis, is being used
by the second team, and the ' ’varsity
boys will be on the defensive for the
greater part of the time. The whole
team has entered on a training that will
make seasoned veterans out of raw re-
cruits. Special attention will be given
to the training of the tackles to meet the
cpponents’ play, as it is against them
that the Gophers will direct their power
Curtis at right tackle is without a peer
in the West, or in the whole country for
that matter, and, with an understanding
of the system that.he is to meet, will be
more than a stumbling block to what-
ever may come his way.

There is little fear that Minnesota will
be able to circle the Badger ends, or that
she will be able to open up holes in the
iine, but the fear is that the momentum
of her heavy team will work by short
distances down the field, and for that
reason the uncertainty of the problem of
finding another guard beside Lerum is
perplexing. Schreiber has been played
in the position several times since the
Beloit game, and the only thing that is
against him is his lack of weight. Web-
ster, who formerly held the position, has
been out of condition and has not been
able -to regain his early season form.
Whether or not he will play against Min-
nescta will probably depend cn his work
for the next week. The other line pusi-
tions are filled to good advantage. Skow
at center end Lerum at guard have both
improved on their form of last year, and
will undoubtedly prove superior to thosc
against them.

Coach King knows his business and’

does not need advice from the critics,
whose task is so much more simple than
his own, but it certainly looks as if a dif-
ferent arrangement of the backs from
that used on defense in the last game
might be advantageous. Driver is clear-
1y out of his place as a safety man. He
can neither catch punts nor run them
back, and he is not fast enough to make
it at all certain that he would get to a
speedy runner circling the end, which is
rendered still more doubtful by his habit
of getting interested in the play and for-
getting that his place, under normal con-
ditions of wind and weather, is about
thirty, rather than twelve, yards back
of the scrimmage. A lighter and more
fragile man would be better played back,
and Driver's sturdy bulk put behind the
center. which will certainly be sorely
tried by Minnesota. And Marshall is not
a safe man back, because of his uncer-
tainty in bandling kicks. With Fogg out
Cochems is Wisconsin’s best catcher, and
his ability to run back punts surpasses
anything Wisconsin now has, so that it
may be necessary to keep him back eyen
lLhough he is valuable in supporting the
ine.

Putting the poorest defense back be-
bind Curtis, however, the right side
would still be strong. Wisconsin, how-
ever, will not be weak with an arrange-
ment that King may make, but some-
thing must be done to improve the team'’s
defensce against the kicking game. As it
stands now, it is the only distinct weak-
ness in the play of an otherwise great
eleven.

SHELDON IS OUT.

Too Badly Injured to Get Back in
Game.

CHICAGO, Nov. 6.—There is a growing
sentiment among the students and pro-
fessors of the University of Chicago that
there should be no thought of permit-
ting Capt. James M. Sheldon, of the font-
ball team, to play again this season.

In view of the fact that it is now three
days since Sheldon was injured, and that
he still has pain in the head; his friends
are coming to believe it would not ke
best to risk his playing during the re-
mainder of the month. The opinion has
gained general currency in facuity cir-
cles, because of the confidential ‘state-
ment of one of the physicions who has
seen Sheldon that it certainly would bhe
for the best not to permit the captain to
play again this fall.

Coach Stagg, on the other hand, from
what the physicians have told him frora
his own experience of years believes
that Sheldon will be fully able to go
into the game later this season. He is of
the opinion that since no serious com-
plications have set in Sheldon will sooa
be himself, and that with adequate head-
gear the halfback can go in for his game
without any danger.

It is because Capt. Sheldon threw his
headgear away in the early part of the
game Saturday that he was finally forc-
ed out. The active little captain hates to
be hampered in any way, and ne has re-
peatedly thrown his leather helmet to the
side lines.

CHANGES IN LINE-UP.

Ward’s Injury Puts Hollister in the
Hole.

CHICAGO, Nov. 6.—Northwestern will
probably be without the services of
‘Ward, its center rush, in the Chicago
game Saturday. Ward had his arm hurt
in the Illinois game and has been out
of the practice since, and Dr. Hollister
is doubtful about the heavy center be-
ing able to play this week., Ward is una-
ble to bend his arm at all, and it hangs
dead at his side. Paddock was tried at
center, and he may be in the position
when the team lines up Saturday.

Famous Ex-YalesMan Discusses His
Alma' "l.t'}é'_,r’l Chances.

When asked abouf the game of football
between the eX-collegiates and the second
team,he said:""It Was one of the principal
events of the week's celebration. About
10,000 people Witnessed it, and I never saw
a more enthusiasti¢c crowd at any game
in which I-have éver played.

‘“We had a great‘aggregation of players
in the first line-up, and I believe that I
can safely say, without being guilty of
egotism, that we could have defeated the
first team about as easily as we did the
second in thg)gng length of halves.

“We had seven ex-Yale captains in’ the
first line-up, and three of them captain-
ed different” teams on which I played.
Capt. Corbin, 1888; McCiung, 1891; Mc-
Cormick, 1892. Then there was Josh Hart-
well, the famous end of ’91.

“Corbin was captain and played center
during my freshman year, 1888, and it cer-
tainly seemed like old times to line up
with him in the same position twelve
years later.

“We only had ten minutes signal prac-
tice as a team before we went into the
game. We used nothing but old-time
football tactics, and did not have more
than three or four plays which we could
execute with any degree of certainty, but
trlx‘:-y seémed to be sufficient, as we wou
o

“The game was played on its merits. No
farce about it. It was hard work @nd
some of us were quite badly winded be-
fore we got through.

‘“‘Chamberlain, right tackle and captain
of the ’98 team, is the only veteran who
played through the entire game. Of
course, there were others who could have
done so, but it was decided best to give
all the old players a chance who wiShed
to engage in the game, and for that rea-
son 1post of the first team gave up their
places to others at the end of the first
haif.”

When asked about Yale's chances for
the Eastern champlonship this year, he
said: “I am afraid they will have a hard
proposition when they go against Har-
vard. I think they will defeat Princeton
without any trouble, but at the present
time Harvard seems to have the call. @

“It may be, however, that they will
take a brace, and with the usual Yle
determination and grit win out.

The only other starters in the race at
a mile and -three-eighths were Searcher
and Frangible, the former alternating
with 'Waddell in the lead for the first
six furlongs, when the latter halted in
his tracks, and Searcher won by eight
lengths from Frangible. The nature and
extent of the injuries to Robert Waddell
have not been determined fully, but it is
believed these may be so Seripus as to
terminate his career. The accident was
the feature of the day,and tended to de-
tract from the interest in the balance of
the programme.

Many of the Western football enthusi-
asts feel confident that this tall the West
is to have a championship footiall team.
To decide the championship question a
post-season game between Michigan and
the winner of the Minnesota-Wisconsin
game will have to be played, but, accord-
ing to Chicago advices, this post-season
game no longer seems an improbability.

A Chicago dispatch says that, while no
definite statement has been made by
those in authority that such a game will
be played, a conference of Michigan rep-
resentatives in Chicago concluded that a
post-season game would be necessary to
clear the championship horizon.

P. G. Bartelme, of Michigan, is author-
ity for the statement that Michigan
stands ready to recede from her former
conservative position, and meet any ‘rival
claimant for the championship. This
statement must be looked upon as a chal-
lenge, and it is expected that this chal-
lenge will receive a favorable answer
from either Minnesota or Wisconsin pro-
viding that the game at Madison is pro-
ductive of decisive results.

Many things must be considered in the
planning for the post-season game. Min-
nesota must figure upon the game with

Last of all there is the weather, which
may prove to be such as to keep the
maroon and gold players from practice.

If a post-season game is played it will
probably be played at Chicago. Stagg
stands ready to offer the use of Mar-
shall field, and that city is the logieal
place for playing the deciding game, as
it affords not only a neutral ground, but
the best facilities for playing the game.

Minnesota has an unusually hard finish
in this season’s schedule. Wisconsin,
Northwestern and Illinois—three big
games in twelve days. This severe strain
might leave the team in such shape that
a post-season game would be entirely out
of the question. Minnesota has a harder
schedule than any other Western team.

GRIFFITH WILL QUIT GAME.

Great Twirler Will Give Up Baseball
o Become a Ranchman.

CHICAGO, Nov. 6.—Clark Griffith, the
manager and pitcher of' the Chicago
White stockings, left Chicago last nignt
for Montana, where he has gone to look
after a ranch of which he is part owner.
Just before going Griffith informed his
friends that he will not be a baseball
player much longer. When pressed to tell
Just how long, he would not say, but it
is known by his most intimate acquain-
tances that the chances are that he will
not be a baseball player a year from
this time.

In fact, it is pretty certain that the
great twirler will terminate his long
career on the diamond with the close of
the season of 1602. Gritfith is one of the
oldest pitchers in the league in point of
service, and at the same time he is one
of the best. There are few of the younger
twirlers who can outgame him or who
can defeat him in a close contest when
he has any kind of support.

For several seasons Griffith has been
putting the greater part of his salary
away, until now he is one of the wealth-
iest players in the business. About three
years ago he began to invest his money
in a Montana cattle ranch, and ever
since that time he has been adding more
and more to the investment, until he has
the controlling interest in the ranch
now.

It is located but a few miles from
Butte, in one of the richest grazing sec-
tions of Montana. It is well stocked at
the present time, and the white stock-
ing twirier will spend most of the winter
roughing it, and helping to keep an eye
on the young stock.

Thus far he has found the investment
a very profitable one. Shipments to
Chicago and San Francisco have yielded
handsome profits, until now he does not
have to play baseball unless he desires
to do so. It was with reluctance that
he promised Comiskey (o play another
year here. He said that he had about
enough of the life on the diamond and
wanted to get into something which was
more profitable, and at the same time
easier.

Tim Donahue is another Chicago player
who is interested in the cattle raising
business. Tim, better known as
‘“‘Bridget,” is part owner of a Texas cat-
tle ranch. Like Griffith, he has been in-~
vesting his money in the land for three
or four years, the two having taken up
the scheme about the same time, while
they were both orphans.

Hermit Fortune Teller Gives Jefiries

It is surprising how little interest has
been aroused in the coming fight between
Champion Jim Jeffries and Gus Runlin.
No fight of equal prominence has ever
been pulled off where there was so little
excitement among the sporting fraternity
concerning it. This is especially true lo-
cally. Sporting men in St. Paul are do-
ing little talking concerning the big fight.
There has been absolutely neo betting up
to date among ithe local sports. There Is
a general impression that something may
happen in this fight that is not looked
for. While the sports naiurally favor
the champion, there is a feeling that
Ruhlin may prove a very hard nut for
Jeff to crack. Ruhlin is big and strong
and in the pink of condition, and he Is
better than he ever was in the days when
Fitzsimmons disposed of him so handily.
While the odds are all on Jeffries in the
betting, the sympathy of the crowd is
with Ruhlin, and the men who follow
the fortunes of the ring hope that this
fight will give a new champion to the
fistic world.

In the East there is very little betting,
what little there is being in Jeffries' fa-
vor, but it is worthy of note that such
experts as Wakely, Pat Sheedy and John
Kelly are going to 'Frisco to wager their
good coin on the burly Akron boy.

There is no indicatiom that local bet-
ting will look up any. The gambling fra-
ternity will give odds in Jeffries’ favor,
and the sporting men will take the Ruh-
lin end of it, but they are free to express
the opinion that they would like to see
Ruhlin win.

Jack Murphy, boxing instruector at the
Amateur Athletic club, sald to The
Globe last night that in his opinion
Jeffries would win the fight. He sald:
“I think the fight will be a bitter one,
but I do not think there is any question
but Jeff will win it, as he has an unusual
amount of endurance. While I think
Jeff will win, I would like to see Ruhlin
win if possible,-as we want just such a
man for champion.”

A hermit fortune teller who lives in the
mountains near Jeffries’ training quar-
ters dissents from Mr. Murphy's opinion,
The champion visited the seer one day
recently and was told that-he must pre-
pare for defeat. The aged mountaineer
said the lines of his hands indicated
that a storm was gathering and would
break about 10 o’clock at night. Jeffries
laughed over the incident, but was quite
depressed for a time.

Jeffries is in splendid form., Delaney
watched the big fellow in the gymnasium
and was greatly pleased with his condi-
tion. The champion showed wonderful
speed at handball. He played three fast
gemes and won them all. *‘Jeft” next
donned the gloves with Armstrong and
boxed four hot rounds. They did not do
any love-tapping. Jeffries sailed into the
big colored boxer and had the latter
pinned to the wall in every round. ‘‘Bob”
landed some stiff punches to let Jim know
that he was In the game.

Reports from the Ruhlin camp are most
hopeful. Billy Madden says that Gus is
now ready to make the supreme fistic ef-
fort of hig life. Gradual training for a
period of more than two months, coupled
with a good foundation of strength and
agllity to start on, has brought Ruhlin to
a stage where he will either win or lose
on his merits as a boxer. From the tip
of his toes to the top of his head, Ruhlin
is as fine a physical specimen as he will
ever be.

Ruhlin Has Confidence.

Gus himself says he is in so ‘much finer
fettle than ever he was before that he can
actually feel the improvement in the
merest trivialities of his preparatory
work. And Gus honestly believes that he
will conie out of the mill with flying col-
ors. Ruhlin is devoting his attention to
read work.

The advance sale of tickets to the big
fight will begin tomorrow at Harry Cor-
bett's saloon. The prices range from §2
for admission to the gallery to $20 for a
box seat at the ringside. Good seats near
the ring will range from $ to §10. The
demand is enormous and it is certain that
the pavilion’s capacity will be taxed.

Special trains will be run from all over
the state, and reservations are being
made from all points as far north as
Seattle and south to Los Angeles. From
far away Cincinnati came an order today
for twenty seats, showing that the sports
of that city are going to see the contest,
despite a 2,300-mile railroad journey.

MUST STAND BY CONTRACT,

National Agreement Still Governs
Minor Leagues.

NEW YOREK, Nov. 6.—The ten-year
baseball agreement, according to the
records, was formed at Indlanapolis in
December, 1891, and hence does not ex-
pire until next December. As to the case
of the minor leagues and protection,
President Powers, of the new minor
league association, saild:

“Having paid our protection fee for
1501, we secured the right to reserve all
players for 1902 by the tender of a con-
tract on or before March 1, 1901, and
when we do that the National league is
bound in honor to respect each and ev-
ery contract, and all reservation rights.
Having failed to reapply for further pro-
tection before Sept. 25, 1901, our protec-
tion ends as to the players reserved
at the end of the season of 1902.

“The fact remains that the National
league clubs will be controiled by the
same owners as in the past, and the ex-
piration of their former ten-year agree-
ment is no good excuse for their failure
to stand by their contract with the minor
leagues. They can twist and turn this
affair as much as they please, but we in-
sist that the agreement was not carried
out; therefore our request for the return
of the protection fees.”
