through the side and front windows.
Most of the women crawled out the side
windows, dropped to the adjoining build-
ings and reached the ground in safety
with slight injuries. Some were forced
by the flames to jump from the front
windows and all those were injured.. Mclaughlin, assistant cook,
had his night clothes burned from his
back while running to the front windows.
He leaped through an opening and fell
three stories. His body is blistered and
his skull fractured. The doctor has little
hopes of his recovery.

Laura Russell, of the musical team of
Emery and Russell, was thrown from the
third story by her partner, D. B. Emery,
and fell heavily to the sidewalk, sustain-
ing a broken limb, and was badly bruised.
Emery is thought to have tried to rescue
or alarm his friends, for he did not fol-
low throught the window. He lost his
life. William Bushbolt. an Ironwood,
Mich., man, jumped from the -second
story, and in his descent was caught by
a telephone wire and turned over in Qic
air. He fell upon his face and side, and
had his limbs broken. His recovery is
very uncertain.

Tim Ryan was at one time safe outside.
the building, but returned, M: is thought,
to save others. He is one of the missing.
Clara Bonne, the only woman victim, was
warned of the danger, but after starting
for safety returned to her room. It is
supposed she hoped to secure apportion
of her diamond jewelry and wardrobe,
which were valued at $3,000. She forfeited
her life as a consequence. Miss Bonne
has a sister with Htngling Bros.' circus,
and her mother, Mrs. Maria Bonne, lives
at 19 Opman court, Cleveland, Ohio. She
was formerly of New York city, and was
of German parentage. Frank Ij. Gay, the
stage mana&er, had been in his room
about an hour when the fatal flame com-
menced its work, and no one saw him
after he left the dressing room. His wife
had left here but a few days before to
burs' their young boy at St. Louis, his
home.

Seven bodies of the missing have been
found, but their identity cannot be deter-
mined, as the fire has done its awful work
too well, and nothing but portions or
skeletons remain.

ATLANTA'SLYCEUM BI'RSED.

Fall of an Electric Sign Starts Al-
most Fatal Excitement.

ATLANTA,Ga., Nov. 6.—The Lyceum
theater, Atlanta's vaudeville house, was
destroyed by fire this afternoon. A per-
formance was being given at the time
the lire broke out, but the audience was
dismissed in time to prevent panic. Fred
Jones, a fireman, was rescued, badly
burned, from an upper window. Tlie fire
was preceded by an accident which caus-
ed some uneasiness in the theater. An
immense electric sign extending across
Edge wood avenue in front of the house
fell at 2:30, just as the performance be-
gan, throwing two electricians to the
ground and injuring one of them—Roy
Danner. A network of wires was thrown
across the street in the vicinity of the
theater. The wires became crossed and
burned out a feed box at the entrance to
the theater. The smoke found its way
into the opera house and caused consid-
erable excitement in the audience. Some
of those inside attempted to leave, but
were immediately stopped, aiu^ the per-
formance proceeded. One hour later the
roof of the theater was discovered on fire,
and fearing ftarm the management dis-
missed the audience, their exit being ex-
pedited by the ushers. In less than an
hour the theater was in ruins.

Only a portion of the wardrobes of the
twelve people playing at the Lyceum this
week were saved. All the scenery was
burned. R. Coley Anderson, manager, says
the loss willbe alx>ut $75,000, insurance of
$45,000.

Cadavers Were Purchased From it

Chicago Medical College to Be
Shipped to Brashear. Mo.,

fur Dissection.

CHICAGO, Nov. 6.—Eignt human bodies
were taken this evening from two crates
at the freight depot of the Chicago, Bur-
lington & Quinck railroad. They were
consigned to R. J. Jones, of Biashear.
Md.. and marked asl second-hand laundry
machinery. The bodies I', were purchased
during the day from*the" Harvey Medical
college, of this city, and were being ship-
ped tT'Missouri for purposes of dissection.
The police are looking for Jones, but so
far have been unable to locate him. The
only charge that ca» ha, brought against
him is shipping bodies jih a manner con-
trary to law.

When the crates were received at the
freight depot the suspicions of the man
in charge were arotUhed, as they had never
seen laundry raacatoVrj-:; of the shape of
the two crates, nor-jfeadjihey ever seen it
shipped in such maabraei. It was decided
to open the crates, tandfdetermine if the
contents were really laundry machinery.
When they were opeiied, the bodies,
sewed up in canva^9*£4Uij| packed In excel-
sior, were foimd. \u25a0*'

The officials of J^rvey college proved
that they had no connection with the
shipment of the bodies, and said they had
sold them during- the afternoon to R. J.
Jones, who said he intended to ship them
to Bras-hear, Mo. ""I told him to be care-
ful how he shipped them." said T>r. Dick-
inson, of the college, "and warned him
that he would get into trouble ff he sent
them in any other way than that author-
ized by law. He said nothing and went
away. As far as the college is con-
cerned, the transaction was entirely
proper, as we had more cadavers -than
we could use."
