SYSTEM HAS BEEN ABUSED

Action of the Rio Grande in Em-

ploying Girls as Waliters Not

by (ther Roads.

It is said to be quite likely that West-
ern roads will materially curtail the
passes heretofore given to big shippers
in exchange for freight trafie. At a
meeting of the executive officers of the
leading roads held in Chicago the mat-
ter was discussed, and it was the gen-
eral opinion that at least 75 per coent of
these passes should be revoked.

The proposition is to discontinae the ig
suance of passes to bordsmen of rail-
roads. It appears that the bulk of tran-
sportation now given to shippers is is-
sued under the head of transportation to

official bondsmen, and the evil has under |

this cloak grown to an alarming extent.
Whenever a general manager or a traf-
fic official desires to give a big shipper a
free ride for himself and his family over
the line, it is only necessary to have him
appointed an official bondsman for the
road and the way js then clear,

Ever since the pass agreemént went
into effect among roads, it has conteined

an  agreement against  issuing free
transportation to shippers, the favor he-
ing viewed in the light of an inducement
for the routing of trafllc. Like & great
raany other good rnles, the general man-
agers soon found a way to circomyent it.
[t is necessary In the course of a year
for every railway system to give a great
many honds in lawsuits and for other
purposes. To. take care of this contin-
gency all railroads have official-bandsmen
in almost every county through which

they run.
It is the duty of these bondsnien 1o fake
care of all the bonds the railroad has to

give in their respective counties.” In the
pass agreement there is nothing agamst
issuing free transportation te thz bonds-
men, and accordingly many big systems
now have spurious bondsmen for ncarly
every mile of the road. In fact, the of-
ficial bondsmen constitute the most nu-
merous class of employes ivailvoads now
have,

The proposition now before the execu-

tive officials is to limit the nuinb:r of
official bondsmen of each roal to one
in every county through whira the road

runs.
This new rule will probably go into ef-
fect on January 1.

“By cutting off 75 per cent of the bonds-
men's passes much will he done toward
a hetter maintenance of rates,” said one
of the managers who attended the meet-
ing. ‘It is one of the worst leatures r)f
the transportation fuu-stiun. hese bonds-
men are counted by the hundreds along
every railroad. It has been guggested
that instead of using shippeis or others
as bondsmen the railways turn the bBusi-
nesg over to guaranty componies
wherever possible.”

PORT HURON AS TERMINAL.

Indication That It Will Be

Made Ome.

That Port Huron will spread out as
# lake terminal and that'it will be far
reaching is not doubted by marine men
along the lakes., The deal for making
that port a terminal is now going on
and Messrs. Botsford, Jenks and Dun-
can will build eight big steamers that
will operate with the great Grand Trunk
railroad, and that road will then be in u
posgition to enter into competition with
the new Central and Erie railroads’ lake
connections.

The action of the Denver & Rio Grande
road in announcing that girls will be
emploved as walters on the dining cars
mnd in the cafe sections of the buffet
ears, while being watched with interest
by railroad men, is not likely to become
R prevalling rallroad custom. The idea
Is not a new one, but has been tried
“before, and many rallroads have investi-

ated and considered the proposition,

ut it has not generally met with favor,
General Passenger Agent Miller, of the
Milwaukee, says:

“I don’t think women waiters in din-
Ing cars will be a success, not because
they do not serve just as well as a man,
but because of the trying conditions of
Faliroad life. Women are neat and clean

their work, but they must be treated
with more consideration than men. There
Is no room to spare In a dining car, and
In the narrow aisles T am of the oplnion
the dresses of waltresses would be some-
what of a handicap. With a few excep-
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| tions men are used in all high-class res-
taurants and hotels in thé country.”
Another well known passenger agent
discusses the question thus: A i
“The traveling public is becoming very
partial to the cafe feature of the ‘new
buffet car, which ‘is not yet generally
used in the Northwest. In the cafe sec-
tion ‘the employment of young women
as waiters is practicable. I do not re-
gard them as fitted for any other part
of train service. The traveling public
is- remarkable  for its- helplessness. 1t
needs men tesdeal with in directing it on
almoet every point that arises, even to
the most trivial. Some of these young
women may surprise us in their work as
train empl #¢s, but I think it will be
some tirs..hefore the Northwestern lines
make any change in that direction.”

the federal court im' this city today.
These properties constitute what was
known as the Kansgas City system of
terminals, formerly used by the Kansas
City, Pittsburg & - Gulf railway, now
the Kansas City Southern. They were
built and operated by A. E. Stillwell be-
fore he was deposed as president of the
Pittsburg & Gulf Railway company, The
forcelosure is made under suits brougha
by the Providence Dife & Trust com-
pany against the different companies to
cover morigages aggregating $4,000,000.

MKx-
cepting wages pald to locomotive men,
the Jargest single expense In the opera-
tlon of the road is for locomotive tuel,
which costs the company $500,000 annually.
The question of fu€l is Pecoming a most
serious one with all the railroads, and
the actlon of the Wisconsin Central 13
a forerunner of similar - proceedings by
other Chicago roads. A fireman is now
warned that he can do nothing that wHl
so effectually make steam, save coa}l and
lighten his labors, as to keep his bed of
fire in such condition -that the air has
always easy access through it to the
fresh coal. The running department ex-
peéctg a great saving in fuel following
the distribution of the orders.

Signaling on the Lehigh,

The Lehigh Valley now claims to be the
only!' road having the entire line between
New York and Buffalo equipped” with a
complete automatic block system. The
work was compléeted in” September. The
Hall system is the one.employed, both
disk and semaphore signals De€ing used.
Of the main ljne double track mileage,
264 miles is equipped with disk and 16t
with semaphore; and of the main line
single track, eleven mjles with disk, and
of the branch single track twenty-eight
miles with disks. There are 746 blocks,
averaging 116 miles inlength—some be-
ing under one-half mile, and others as
long as two and one-half miles. ‘I'here
are under protection 133 mailn line cross-
overs, forty-nine leading to main line, 375
sidings, inlets and outlets on main line;
and seventeen crossovers und tourteen
sidings on branches,

CHICAGO, Nov. 6—The interstate
commerce commission began its sessions
here today, and the complaint of the
National Hay association that railroad
rates on hay are too high was taken up
at once. T. E. Goodrich, attorney for
