to his bill, and tells the grocer that his
wife will pay everything when the goods |
are delivered.

In several cases he has been given the
dollar, and when the goods were taken
to the address given it was found to be
fictitious.

CARTER'S CLAIM TO WEALTH

Is the Only Question Really In-
volved in Kelicnrinjs«

WASHINGTON, Nov. B.—The cabinet
meeting today developed the fact that
there exists an entire misapprehension
regarding the legal proceedings which are
to take place in Chicago in the case of
Oberlin M. Carter, who was convicted
by military court-martial of embezzle-
ment and sentenced to a term in the pen- j
itentiary at Leavenworth, Kan.

Attorney General Knox explained to the
president and cabinet today that Capt.
Carter was not to be given a new trial
before Judge Kohlsaat, as has been er-
roneously reported. The government has
about $100,000 of the property belonging
to Capt. Carter and the question which
will be tried before Judge Kohlsaat re-
lates only to the title to that property.
Incidentally, of course, the question of

'Capt. Carter's conviction by military
court will be raised, but Attorney Gen-
eral Knox told the cabinet that it was
in no rense a new trial of Capt. Carter's
case before a civil tribunal.

Attorney General Knox said that with
the 5150,000 which the government soon
will recover, the total amount restored
to the government will foot up over half
a million dollars.

GERMANS MIST PAY MORE.

Wag-es Do Not Go Ui» as Cost of
v/ci.;' Living? Increase*.

WASHINGTON, Nov. B.—Consul Kehl,
at Stettin, has added an interesting chap-
ter to the reports furnished by our con-
sular ' officers in Germany touching the
effect of the proposed new German tariff.
The first effect of an increase over the
present import duty on foodstuffs com-
ing into the empire, Mr. Kehle says, will
be an advance in the price of these ar-
ticles. The cost of living in Germany, he
says, at present is from 10 to 50 per cent
higher than in the United States, while
wages are about one-third those paid in
America. To balance the increased cost
of living wages must be increased, which
again will enhance the cost of produc-
tion and the selling price, thus placing
the burden of higher import duty on the
people in general. \u25a0

Germany, the consul says, has not the
material resources to supply her people's
demand for meats and agricultural prod-
ucts, and with a constant increase in
population and the evolution from an
agricultural to an industrial country, it is
quite natural, he says, that the demand
for food would advance as the produc-
tion decreases.

WASHINGTON, Nov. The report of
Mr. Chamberlain, the United States com-
missioner of navigation, says that the
rast fiscal year has been the third suc-
cessive year of notable prosperity and
growth in American shipping, exceeding

the two previous years. The extent and
nature of work under way or projected in
shipyards, promises an even greater
growth for the current fiscal year.

American tonnage now has attained
practically the former maximum of 1861.
The figures of 1901, compared with 1861,
show an increase in coasting trade ves-
sels from 2,704,544 tons to _4,552,G53 tons
(two-thirds of this increase being on the
great lakes) a decrease in foreign trade
vessels from 2,496,894 tons to 879,8!!'. tons
and a. decrease in whaling and fishing

i vessels from 355.35G tons to 61,940 tons.
1

Of our total tonnage 5.623,201 tons are
wooden vessels and only 1,901,017 tons are
iron or steel. In 1900 Great Bntaiu
launched 1,440,000 tons of steel vessels.
Small rercentase of American Car-

riers.
Although registered American vessels

increased MS;4SS.-tons during the year,
American vessels carried only 8.2 per cent
of our exports imports, the smallest
percentage in our history.

Our fleet of ocean steamers in foreign

trade, the report says, is too small to be
compared with that of foreign nations.

The fleets of each of the four large

British and German steamship corpora-

tions exceeds the American fleet in ton-
nage, mileage and business.

The tonnage built and documented m
the United States during the past fiscal
year comprises 1,580 vessels of 453.460
gross tons. The steel vessels under con- !
struction or under contract during the

current fiscal year will much exceed simi-
lar tonnage built in any previous year.
The bureau is advised of 89 such mer-

chant vessels of 355.G43 gross tons, to be

valued at about $36,000,000.
