It represents the contributions of the-

sturdy miners-of Soudan, bf the hardy
lumbermen and the citizens of Tower,
and of their children. ‘The money that
built dt came from the toilers and it is
a significant fact that much of it came

from foreign born people, workers in the |

iron mines of Minnesota.

The plan to  build this monument was
sugeested shortly after the death of the
president, and was taken up W®ith zeal

There was never a moment's doubt or de-
1= to the material of which it should
.- A monument in the heart of
the greatest mining region of the worid
shouid be of iron and nothing but iron A
fund was quickly raised, the monument
designed, and the order placed with tle
National Iron company of this city.

The monument is a very plain one, pe-
ing simply an iron shaft erceted on a
pedestal of iron. The base is seven leet
square and two feet high. The shaft is
five feet square at the bottom, which -1-
lows the base to project one.foot. 1t
rises fifteen feet above tna pedestal on
which it rests and is 1w, feet ~quar: at
the top. On this there is a cap eightzen
inches high at its eentral point, making
the total height of the monument from
the bottom of the base to the tip of the
cap eighteen and one-half feet. On each
of the four sides is & brass plate, eigh-
teen inches square.

PLANS OF THE NURSES.

Dr. Smith Addresses the Association
Concerning District Nursing.

The Ramsey County Graduate Nurses'
association has taken up the matter of
distriet nursing, and will co-operate with
the Associated Charities in the efforts of
-the latter association to make this braneh
of charitable work active in St. Paul. Dr.
Samuel G. Smith, of the Assecciated Char-
ities, addressed the Nurses’ association
vesterday afternoon at a meeting held in
the medical library, Lowry arcade. Dr.
Smith’s subject was “District Nursing.”
He explained how, in larger cities, the
poorer wards of the town were divided
into distriets and a trained nurse as-
signed to each district. This nurse is
supposed to 'cover any case assigned her
by the Associated Charities. Dr. Smith
stated that the Associated Charities here
in St. Paul would select the cases, pay
for medicines, ete., provided the Nurses’
association would furnish a list of nurses
who could spare the time for the work.
In time, Dr. Smith stated, he hopea
there would be a fund established in St.
Paul for this work, but until there was
such a fund the Associated Charities
would do the ‘Bést it could in the matter,
and would endeavor to see that all urgent
-cases had the: services of a trained nurse.
Mrs. C. G. Higbee, of the Bethel, was in-

thing of the work of the Bethel nurse.
Although not all demands upon ‘this
nurse's time could be supplied, much had
been accomplished. ,Féllowing the ad-
dresses the Nurses' association held a
brief business session, and the following
committee was appointed: Miss Wood,
