Sues Laundry Company for Damages

Based ou Expectation of Life.

According to the complaint filed in the
case of Hattie Bktner against George

M. and Arthur B. Carter, proprietors of
the Elite laundry, the defendants agreed
to employ the defendant for the rest of
her natural life at the rate of $4 per
week. She asks damages in the sum of
$11,300. That is the substance of the -com-
plaint.

Miss Bittner, who is twenty-one years,
old, was employed about a year ago by
the defendant company in their laundry.
While employed in the work she was hir-
ed to do, she had both her hands caught
in a mangle, and lost the fingers of both.

The laundry people seemed willing to
do what was right by her, and she agreed
to accept $130 in damages if they would
sign an agreement promising to give her
employment as long as she should desire
it at the rate of $4 per week. Miss Bitt-
ner, having signed away her right to sue
for and recover damages, sought out R.
D. O'Brien and laid the trouble before
him. After some consideration, he de-
cided to ask the court to compel the
company to pay her at the rate of $4
a week for the rest of her natural life,
and to pay it all at once.

Then O'Brien and Assistant City At-
torney McDermot, who is associated with
him in the case, set about to devise a
means to set upon the amount to be asked
for. To this end they were finally com-
pelled to consult a mortuai'y table. The
table said that inasmuch as Miss Bittner
was only twenty-one years of age, there
was every reason to believe that in the
nature of events she would live to be
fifty-one years old, thus making thirty
years the time for which she would re-
ceive the $4 per week, had the defendants
lived up to their agreement. At the rate
of $4 a week for thirty years, they found
that she would be entitled to $11,300, and
thus they fixed that as the amount of
damages required.

Decision of Chief Justice
The supreme court decision in the mat-

ter, which was filed yesterday, is writ-
ten by Chief Justice Start. The lower
court is sustained in all of the points
raased in the trial of the Erickson case,
but the judgment in the Olson case is
reversed and the appellant granted a
new trial on the ground that Briggs did
not have that "temperate and^ impartial
trial" to which a person accused of.
crime is entitled.

The supreme court does not, in the
opinion, discuss the rulings, orders and
statements of the trial judge which con-
stitute the record in the Olson case upon
which the new trial is granted, but
states that on the 1 ecord as a whole -the
defendant is entitled to a new trial, al-
though there is no om error which, tak-
en by jtself, would be sufficient to justify
such a ruling.

The syllabus, which covers both cases,
is as follows:
State of Minnesota, respondent, vs. Fred-A. Briggs, appellant; State of Minne-sota, respondent, vs. Fred A. Briggs,

appellant.
The defendant was convicted upon two

separate indictments of the crime o£keeping a gambling device and appealed
from the judgments. Held:

1. Where a party does not personally
commit a crime but procures it to be
committed, the indictment may by virtue
of G. S. 1594, sec. C3lO, charge himdirectly with its commission as if he
personally committed it, or he may be
directly charged as a principal by alleg-
ing the facts, which, at common law,
would make him an accessory before the
fact.

2. The indictments in these cases charge
that the defendant did induce and pro-
cure another to keep a gambling device
designed to be used in gambling anj
they are not open to the objection that
they are not direct and certain as to the
circumstances of the alleged offense.
Nor do they charge two offenses.

3. They sufficiently describe the gamb-
ling device Hby alleging that it is a nickel-
in-the-slot machine, a more particular de-
scription of which is to the grand jury
unknown.

4. In one of the cases the verdict is
sustained by the evidence and the trial
court did not err in its instructions to
the jury, nor in its refusal to give cer-
tain requests to charge made by the de-
fendant. But in the other case it is held
upon a consideration of the whole rec-
ord that the defendant did not have that
temperate and impartial trial which was
his due.

Judgment affirmed in one case and re-
versed in the other and a new trial grant-
ed. -Start, J.

Judge Lewis was yesterday engaged in

It is stated that
Clark owned some real estate in St. An-
thony Park and applied to Mrs. Tiffany
for a loan of $4,500 upon it, which was
negotiated. Clark's abstract of title prov-
ed defective, inasmuch as it failed to
mention a former mortgage of $2,000 on
the same property, owned by Tainter.
Clark owed the Northern Trust company
certain money on a mortgage and paid
the company $5,000 of the money he re-
cieved from Mrs. Tiffany. The question
at issue is, can the Tiffany estate be ad-
judged to stand in the place of the
Northern Trust company, whose mort-
gage was satisfied with the money ad-
vanced by her.

If the conference committee is willing
and the innovation meets with popular
favor, St. Paul may yet number among
its municipal buildings and institutions
a winter market house. The proposition
is nothing less than the covering of the
site lately acquired on Jackson street
with a building that will permit of the
vending in winter of vegetables and oth-
er market products.

The scheme comes with the decision of
the supreme court holding valid the act
under which the market site was acquir-
ed, and is receiving attention from mar-
ket and provision men. The market com-
mittee may yet be induced to go before
the conference committee and ask for an
appropriation sufficient to make the im-
provement.

The city's right to the ground on which
the Cook barn stands and the ground
to the north of It is unqestioned, and
by next spring will be cleared of the in-
cumbrances covering it. This section of
ground will allow for an extension of
the sheds and the setting aside of a yard
for hay and wood wagons.

The city has already placed a contract
with a Joliet. 111., Iron firm for the con-
struction and erection of the iron and
hay sheds, and the proposition now is
to include walls of glass and iron that
will permit of the whole being- heated
and used for market purpose in the win-
ter. Light could also be included, and
thus allow the use of the buildings on
Saturday nights if desired.

The market season extends from May
to November, but by the scheme of mak-
ing the sheds proof against the elements,
gardeners who are advocating the Im-
provement say could be used the entire
year. The cost will probably amount to
$75,?00, and this amount, or at least part
of it, advocates of the plan will ask to
have incorporated in the general fund.

They [ are
thoroughly in sympathy with\ the opinion
that St. Paul has outgrown many of the
provisions of the charter, but as to ex-
penditures' a limitation, they think, is the
only ' safeguard against extravagance.

After a vacation of nearly a year, the
charter commission/ strengthened by a
number of. new members, appointed to

take the place, of those resigned, met

at the city hall last night. The initial
session was called at the instance of the

fire board, which'wished to have its ap-
propriation increased, | though had the
time permitted, others with a like mission
would have been heard from. As it was,
the members had their time taken up en-

tirely by the fire board, and adjourned

with a request .to the secretary to notify

all who wished to be-heard to be present

at the next meeting, to be held in two

weeks. ; \u25a0 .

"What we
want," said --Mr. Warner, is an amend-
ment that willpermit us yearly to expend

an amount < commensurate with the

growth and :requirements \u25a0of the city,

as far as fire protection is concerned.
