Buy a square thick piece from the
round the size depending on your bak-
ing dish or casserole. If three pounds is
selected, lard it with one-quarter pound
of salt pork or make gashes across the
top and place in each a very small strip
of pork. Put the beef into an earthen
baking dish that has a close-fitting cover
and pour round it One cup -of boilng-
water, one-quarter cup of vinegar, add a
Flice of onion, three cloves, a bit of red
pepper and a pinch of mixed seasoning
herbs. Put on the earthen cover to the
dish which fits closely and set in a moder-
ate oven for four hours. If the meat is

not tender at the end of that time cover
again and allow more time. Take the
meat out, thicken the liquid in the dish
and strain. Return the meat to the dish,
pour the sauce round and garnish with
carrot straw's and potato balls.

The acid of the vinegar and the long
cooking in its own steam at a low tem-
perature makes the meat tender. The
potatoes can be cut into cubes if the cut-
ter is at hand to make the round balls.
Boil the potato balls about ten minutes
and test with ft knitting or darning needle
as a fork would break them.
