Several years ago the Soo line of the
Canadian Pacific system made a rate

of $25 from St. Paul to New York, on
the ground that competing reads in Chi-
cago were secretly making as low a rate.

-The normal rates were $11.50 \u25a0 from St.
Paul to Chicago and $.0 by the standard

.end. $18 by the differential lines from
there to New York, making a through

rate from St. Paul to New York of $3_.50

rate from St. Paul to New York of $31.50
by the differential lines.

Until about a year, ago the Eastern

differential lines joined . the Western
roads in meeting the $25 rate of the Soo
line. The result was that the standard
lines east from Chicago received practi-
cally 'no passenger traffic from St. Paul
or points beyond here, as-the rate via

the standard lines was $6.50 higher than
7 via the differential lines. The presidents

of the standard- lines then exerted their
influence to the extent of compelling
the differential lines to stop sharing the
"shrinkage" , with "Western roads neces-

. sary to meet the Soo line rate of $25.
The Western roads have not heeded the

demand of the Eastern differential lines
to be paid full tariff rate of $18 on ev-
ery ticket sold from St. Paul to New

I
York, and insist-on paying only the pro-
portionate rate of $15.25. \ The Eastern
roads now claim that about $75,000 is due
them from their Cliicago-St. Paul con-
nections. : Under any circumstances, it
was . exceedingly doubtful whether the
Western roads would have paid that sum
to the Eastern differential lines, but the
action? of the Eastern standard roads
in asking that they be permitted to share
in the St. Paul-New York traffic on,a
rate of $27 makes it certain that the
claim of the differential lines for $75,000
will never be paid by the Western roads.
It remains to be seen whether the

"scalpers will profit by the reduction of
$4 in the St. Paul-New York rate. Ifthe
railroads adopt the restrictive measures
possible the tickets sold in St. Paul can-
not be sold by the purchasers to scalpers
here, to be sold again to a person going
to New York. The Eastern differential
roads will suffer under the new arrange-
ment. Their attitude on the question of

. division of the $25 rate did not endear
them to the Western roads. The Michi-
gan Central probably will be the great-
est gainer. It has taken a stand against

. a practice of the differential lines which,
diverted much passenger traffic from
Chicago, and would, have diverted much
more if the Western roads had not taken
all the chances involved in meeting the,
"Soo" line's rate of $25 from St. Paul to

Linen <, Arc Hostile.
May Disrupt AY. P. A., as AVeak

Several of the so-called weak roads
operating between Chicago and St. Paul
and between Chicago and Omaha may.
withdraw from the Western Passenger
association by reason of the action of
their stronger competitors in reducing
passenger train time between the points
named. M \u25a0 ?-' - M.?77".

Recently the Milwaukee and St. Paul
withdrew from the time agreement of
the Chicago-St. Paul lines on the ground
that it could not consistently maintain a
slow schedule between those two cities
while the North,-Western was running
trains between Chicago and Omaha in
twelve hours and forty minutes.

A few days later the Milwaukee and
St. Paul began to attach a sleeping car
to its fast mail train from Chicago, mak-
ing the run to St Paul in ten hours.
The North-Western immediately met this
time in a similar way. Then the Rock
Island issued an announcement that be-
ginning next Sunday it will cut its pas-
senger train time .between Chicago and
Omaha to twelve hours and forty minutes
to meet the schedule of the North-West-
ern. _-. ::M

These actions have resulted In <i pecu-
liar condition. Several of the weaker
roads between Chicago and St. Paul and
one or two of the Chicago-Omaha lines-
are not in a physical condition to make
better time than is now being made by
their trains. The cuts by the roads nam-
ed in each territory has left their com-
petitors a choice of two moves—to meet
the time or withdraw from the Western
Passenger association so as to be in a
position to reduce their rates to bring
them on an equality with their stronger
neighbors. M7; -

The lines that are not in a condition
to make faster time will not attempt It,
fearing wrecks and consequent damage
suits more than a temporary loss of busi-
ness. The alternative, it is said, will be
rate reductions.

So far none of the weaker roads have
withdrawn from the big association," but
it is expected that one or two of them
will soon give notice to that . effect.

Since it became known that 7 the rail-
roads are to abolish the issuance of ex-
change annual passes 7 with Ithe \u25a0 close \u25a0 of*
this year, the question .which . has :. been j
most frequently asked is as to how ex-
change business is to be carried,'whether
by an individual mileage book Issued by
each company or by . other, means. '\u25a0• The
best information - obtainable on the sub-
ject is that the presidents", do: not con-
template any system of exchange who-
ever. The mileage book, which was to .
have been used, the mileage to be the
same as a voucher /upon the issuing com- j
pany, is understood to have been rejected.

The only plan suggested now is that all
agents or accredited representatives of
any railroad in this ' territory traveling
upon a. foreign line will 7 pay full tariff
fares for his transportation, being recom-
pensed by his own railroad upon the pres-
entation of a claim properly substantiat-
ed. ..Naturally, under such a - system, I*
the travel were. heavy the expense would
be enormous. The presidents of. the vari-
ous roads do hot believe the traveling
pessenger agents create any business, au4
that while getting business which .has
been created for them they travel . too j
much. Hereafter' it is to be the rule to
restrict the travel of traveling repre-
sentatives as much as possible. When-
ever it can be dene the operations of
traveling solicitors will be strictly along?
the line of the road by which they are
employed and contiguous territory. The
territory of connecting lines in this as-
sociation will, as far as possible, be cov-
ered by a reciprocal relation, thus carry- 7
ing out to a surprising extent the theory
of the community of interests. Some
traveling representatives are/ becoming,
nervous over the prospect of a rcauc-
tion in their number, although nothing

' has developed which would give occasion
for any uneasiness at this time. .* 777y.
