Attorney General Douglas did not re-
turn from his hunting’ trip yesterday as
was the hope of Gov. Van Sant; and,
therefore, the governor was unable to
proceed farther with his plans to frus-
trate the reported railroad consolidation,
as he has determined to take no action
without the counsel of the attorn2y gen-
eral. No word has been received at the
capitol from Gen. Douglas, and there is
some doubt as to whether he has recelv-
ed the letter from the governor summon-
ing him to return. This letter was en-
trusted to former Representative Josepn
Wood, who was to join the hunting party
of which Gen. Douglas was a memb,
and who ieft this city last Wednesday
evening. Even should he not get the let-
ter, it was the intenticn of Gen. Douglas
to be back in St. Paul early next week,
and it is hoped taat he will arrive Mon-
day.

The governor’s attzntion has been some-
what distracted from his official duties
by reason of a severe toothache, from
which he has suffered for some days
past, and yesterday he was obliged to
leave his office to visit a dentist. In re-
ply to questions as to his future plans
with regard to the reported railroad con-
solidation he would simply say: ‘“‘There
is nothing new in that matter now and I
shall do not&ing further until I have
seen Attorney General Douglas. Then 1
shall undoubtedly be able to tell you
something.”

The governor still declines to say, as

Light Police Business

During the past two weeks the number
of arrests made by the police has been
considerably smaller than for some time
and as a result business in the police
court has also fallen off to some extent.

The past two Saturday nights, especial-
ly, have been noticeably light ia policeg
circles, and on Nov. 9 there was not an
arrest made at the Central police station
from 10 o’clock in the morning until lale
Sunday afternoon.

In a week probably plans will be filed
with the city building department and a
permit asked for for the furniture expo-
sition building which St. Anthony Park
furniture manufacturers have had under
consideration. The bullding will be of
brick, 200x110 feet in size, three stories in
height, and will represent an expenditure
of about $30,000, exclusive of the site.

While in one way a building for the
storage of furniture fcr disply purposes,
it also serves 2s an exposition for public
gatherings, and this fact ncessitated a
lengthy conference with the legal de-
partment, with the result that the plans,
with few exceptions, were held as per-
fectly in harmony with the building
code. :
