./switchmen on.seven railroads, of Pitts-
bufg have decided to strike |at . 6 o'clock
tomorrow morning. At a meeting of the
Brotherhood of Switchmen tonight,
.which was attended by about 600 mem-
bers, this action was decided upon, and
the result of this movement -can •only be

I conjectured. In anticipation of possible
trouble, it is learned that the Pennsyl-

\u25a0 vania railroad has made application to
•the city police department, for sixty . of-

ficers to-be .'on hand In the Union depot
yards.- at 7 o'clock tomorrow morning,
and in the Baltimore & Ohio yards fully
100 Pinkertons are on duty tonight.

The claim "made at the switchmen's
meeting was that 700 to 1,000 men would
obey the strike over in the -morning." The
estimate was that in the union depot
yards of the Pennsylvania railroad 138

.men would go out; that the - yards at
Pitcairn and Wall would go out in the
same proportion; that the Baltimore &
Ohio and ,the Pittsburg & Lake Erie
yards would go out solidly, and that the
Monongahela, Pittsburg, Virginia and
Charleston, the Shoenberger terminal
and the Pittsburg & Western would be
practically without men. .It was . also
claimed: that the Fort Waye _ & Pan-
handle men would lend a helping hand.

The demand of the men is thatgthe
Chicago rate be paid here. This rate is
27 cents an hour for day conductors and
29 cents an hour for night; helpers, 25
cents for day and 27 cents for night. The
Pittsburg rate at present is 25 cents for
day and 26 cents for night conductors;
lit cents day and 20 cents night for help-

WIDE SWEEP LIKELY.

One Hundred Tliouf-nncl Travelln*
'. Agents May Lose Their Positions.

One hundred'thousand traveling freight
and passenger agents of railroads may
lose their positions ultimately as a re-
sult of the recent actions of the mana-
gers of the systems east of Chicago ii:
abolishing exchange passes oetween em-

- ployes of different lines. It is the opin-
ion of local railway men that the doing
away with annual and trip passes thai
have always been exchanged by railroads
for the use of their traveling solicitors
is but the first step of a general plan
to drop this army of agents from pay-
rolls entirely. .~:'

The -operations of the railroads of th«
country, particularly those east of Chi-
cago, have become so harmonious durh*g
the last two years that competition has
measurably ceased to exist. Without
competition there Is no necessity for trav-
eling solicitors, for regardless of what
the solicitor obtains for his road in the
way of doing business, his line, through
the' pooling methods, will be given a spec-
ified percentage of the total, -It is said that in abolishing the annual

- It develops that since the ru-inag-MW ol
the roads east of Buffalo and .l:tsburg
agreed to abolish all exchange annual
and trip passes among the lines in that
territory a secret vote has been taken by
the officers of the reals between Jhieagc
and St. Louis and Buffalo and Pittsburg,
known as central traffic lilies, and being

for the most part but portions of the
trunk lines farther west, to cut off all
passes of employes of outside roads. This
vote has Ibeen carried.

It is said that officers of- several of th«
railroads in the latter territory which
had begun to send out annual passes to
officers and agents of other lines have
been requested to recall the same. One
road between Chicago and Buffalo will,

. it is said, print 100 annual passes, and
these will be used by officers and agents
of its own system.

- Officers and agents of the roads east of
Chicago have.' it is said, been requested
by the presidents of their roads to ac-
cept no exchange annual passes from the
roads west of Chicago or those not in
the agreement.

Just what the managers of the roads
west of Chicago will do in the way ol
discontinuing the annual exchange .oi
passes is not. learned definitely. These
officers at a meeting in Chicago a few
weeks ago agreed to continue the issu-
ance of this class of transportation, hui

' the fresh action of the managers of the
Eastern roads may 'have a different ef-
fect with the presidents of the Western
systems. :P;?-i:'.

NEW RAILROAD IN. NORTHWEST.

Another Transcontinental Line Is
Promised Through Canada.

DULUTH, Minn., Nov. , 26.—A promi-

nent Port Arthur banker, Col. W. S.
Ray, said in an interview here last night

that the Canadian Northern, which in
about forty days more will have a com-
plete new line from Winnipeg bo Port
Arthur, and which extends about GOO
miles west of Winnipeg, is to be a new
transcontinental, with Fort Simpson,
forty miles north of Vancouver, as the
Pacific coast port, and presumably Que-
bec as the eastern. •

The road is to be extended from Port
Arthur east 250 miles north of the Can-
adian Pacific to a connection with the
Canada Atlantic, the Atlantic port of
which is Quebec. Fort Simpson, on
the Pacific, the colonel says, is a day
nearer the Orient than Vancouver. He
also says that the Canadian Northern
is to build a branch road.to one of the
northern Minnesota towns, presumably
Ely, to get into Duluth. _

Mr. Fee's Long- Service.

Charles S. Fee, , general passenger
agent of the Northern Pacific road, com-
pleted his twenty-sixth year of - service
with the company, and the twenty-fourth
in his present position, Nov. 12. In
speaking of the development of the"road's
business in the time he -has been with
it, Mr. Fee said that one :\u25a0 of the first
things. he did after being appointed gen-
eral passenger . agent was \u25a0to :place in
service two sleeping cars.

The growth of the business Is illustrat-
ed in the fact that at present it re^-iires
sixty-six. sleeping cars and about that
number of tourist cars to 'handle travel
of the classes named. An Incident worthy
of mention Is that the two porters that
he employed on the first; sleeping cars
run are now in the service of the com-
pany. It has taken a great deal of hard
work-to build up the passenger business
of this line -by properly . advertising its
train service and • the *road's : attractions.
The North Coast.limited, which is made. up of ten cars,: Is said to be the hand-
somest train in this country -and the
most expensive, and has been most profit-
able to the company since placed in serv-

An at-
tempt Is now being made to arrange for
a conference some time this week.

Rates on range horses from Washing-
ton and Eastern Oregon to the IMissouri
river. St. Paul, St. Louis and C,-*jc'***ko
are to be advanced Nov. 25 on an ay
erage 10 per cent for carload lots of ten
or more cars, with a valuation of $15 a
head. Trainload rates do not apply on
shipments of less than ten cars originat-
ing at points on the Columbia Southern
and consolidated. with shipments origi-
nating on the Oregon Railway and Navi-gation company lines.

VANSCKAIG WINS MEDAL
YOUNG OFFICER. OF FOURTH IN-

FANTRY FIGHTS WELL :

MANILA,. Nov. 23.—Second Lieutenant
Louis J. Van Schaic, of the Fourth in-
fantry, while scouting with a few men
of that regiment, met 150 insurgents who
had attacked and sacked the hamlet of
Siaraca, near Cavite. Upon seeing the
Filipinos, Van Schaic ordered his men to
charge them. The command was obeyed,
and Van Schaic, being. mounted, reached
the insurgents sixty .'yards in advance of
his men. '\u25a0 He killed three of them with
his revolver. An insurgent fired his rifle
point blank at Van Schaic at four paces,
but missed. Lieut. Van Schaic was then
knocked from his horse. He jumped to
his feet and engaged In a hand-to-hand
conflict with the enemy, using the butt of
his revolver. He j sustained two severe
wounds, one of which nearly severed his
wrist. At this point the lieutenant's men
arrived, rescued him and put the insur-
gents to flight. Van Schaic is in the
military hospital at Manila and is doing
well. He already has been recommended
for a medal of honor for bravery in a
previous engagement. .. >•';..
