PHILADELPHIA, Dec." Advice*
from all sections of the. eastern ..'half
of Pennsylvania, over which 'area Satur-
day- might's storm raged furiously, .are:

the flooded districts are receding, and
tliat railroad -and telegraphic communi-
cation are' slowly being restored.:

From^Towandaf- tonight comes the an-
nouncement* of three deaths that were
caused by the";flood hear that town, and
the additional statement that two others
will die from the effects of exposure.

The damage to property and the pc
cuniary loss from enforced suspension of
many industries will reach many hun-
dreds of thousands of dollars. Dozens of

, The Susquehanna river, which rose at

The, railroad situation is gradually be-
coming better. Up to 5 o'clock tonight,
wheji the , Delaware, Lackawanna &
Western railroad started a train for New
York,; direct .communication with New
York!iwas cut off from Scran ton and
Wilkesbarre,/and trains were sent by the
way/of Sunbury, Harrisburg and Phila-
delphia, a distance of 330 miles. The di-
rect route: is only 145 miles. —The Central Railroad of New Jersey is
still tied up, as - far as through service
is concerned. Trains are being run be-
tween/local. points. The Lehigh Valley•

railroad ; tonight opened Its through serv-
iceffbetween Buffalo and New York city
by making a detour over branch lines,
thus passing-around the flooded district.

Other railroads that are running trains
have their . schedules ': disarranged, which
is causing considerable inconvenience to
travelers.. ; /

Tales of narrow escapes from drowning
come from all the flooded districts. Hun-
dreds off:families in little /.hamlets
have been deprived of their fhomes ffor
the time being by swollen streams,
the extremely cold weather that has set
in adds much to the suffering. At; New-
port* -a small • village near . Allentown,
500 Italians were surrounded by water,
and wore, prisoners in their homes for ,
thirty-six hours. At . Jersey Shore 200
Italians;; working on the frailroad ? there
were''driven;:" from! their shanties ..;by . the
overflowing of : Pine creek... . - .......

PITTSBURGH Dec. 16.-At midnight the I

These conditions make it evident that no
further damage by high.water need be
