New York and said the road would with-
out delay begin to lay the double track,
which will in time be extended to cover
the icomplete distance between the two

• points above mentioned.
The work will be a large undertaking,

and cannot, of course, be completed for
; several seasons, but the constantly in-
creasing business of the road has brought

the. officials to a realization of the needs
in this direction, and their desire is tj

push the work as rapidly as possible.
Just where the work will be taken up

: first has not been announced, but it is
; understood tljat it will be a 100-m:ie
Istretch where' the pressure of traffic is
the greatest. It ;is expected that this
stretch will be completed by the end of
next season, 7 and the work of completing
the system will be taken up at once and
pushed each year until a double track
Is secured covering the entire distance.;

f. The Great Western is evidently, plan-
ning to spend a great deal of money in
betterments, and along this line Mr.
Stickneys says the work on the Sioux
City and Omaha extensions will be
pushed • as soon as the frost \is out of
the ground. Contracts for ninety miles
on the Omaha extension have been let.

FREIGHT CLASSIFICATIONS.

Sew Trunk Line Agreement May Not

Please Shippers.

The : freight 7 classifications recently
adopted by the trunk line* will be an-
nounced in a few days, and while there
are said to be few changes in the classi-
fications themselves, the changes involve
principally the method of packing and
shipping of' various articles. The new
classification will involve an indirect
change,- which, it is' thought, will cause
some dissatisfaction among shippers gen-
erally. '\u25a0•' • • .

Theft will be a new rule regarding car-
load shipments, according to the length

.of the cars, which will not, it is under-
stood, be favorably received, and the
change will yield a larger frevenue to
the companies. ; f-f..

The change is in the basis of the
•weight of articles -shipped by the length
of the car. For instance,, if a shipment

of 20,000 pounds is made in a 36-foot car,
a charge for not less than 24,000 pounds
will be made, and if the shipment is
made In a 58-foot car the charge will
be based upon a shipment of 36.000
pounds, regardless of, the actual weight.

Articles made subject to this rule will
include agricultural implements, apple

butter, fruit, churns, cork chips, cork-
wood, berry crates, cranberries, coolers,
traction engines, firkins and kits, furni-

" ture, vehicles, etc.
In shipping packing house products by

one packer or owner to one destination
and one consignee, either in straight or
mixed carloads, the aggregate weight of
the cargo is 28,000 or more, the carload
rate for 100 pounds applying on each
article will be charged. Ifthe aggregate
weight does not make up 28,000 pounds,
sufficient weight shall be added to make
up .the deficiency. The other article or
articles in the car will be charged lor at
less than the carload rates authorized
for such .articles.

STUDY PENSION PLAN.

11. C. Paver, of Canada, in United
States for This Purpose.

CHICAGO, Dec. 16.— 11. C. Paver, gen-,
eral secretary of the Intercolonial rail-
way system of Canada, has arrived in the
city to investigate the American. system
of pensioning officers and employes with
a view to adopting a similar plan on the
Canadian government railways.

• The only pensioning plan now in force
on Canadian railways is one that the
Grand Trunk adopted some time ago to
take care of the officials and some of
the clerks in its service, but threre is none
on any road that provides for the pen-
sioning of employes of all classes. It is
Mr. Paver's intention to investigate all
methods thoroughly and recommend the
best ideas found in each one for. adop-
tion by the Canadian roads.

There are two lines centering in Chi-
cago which claim to have ideal pension
Systems—the Illinois Central and the
North-Western.- The Pennsylvania rail-
road has a pension system that is equal
in merit to those of the two Chicago
roads "named above. After having stud-
Jed; the Illinois Central and North-
Western plans of this city. Mr. Paver
Vill go to Pittsburg and learn of the
operations of the Pennsylvania plan.

WORK ON 8., C. It. & X- DWLAYED.

Road Will Not Reach St. Paul Be-
fore May or June.

There is little prospect that the Bur-
lington, Cedar Rapids & Northern will
run any trains Into St. Paul before May
or June. The original Intention of the
company was to have trains running to
this city shortly after the first of the
year, but despite the fact that the road
is completed to within a comparatively
tihort distance of St. Paul, some tough
stretches of territory lie between
the point already reached and this city.
-Together with the difficulties of build-
ing encountered, there is the lack of
steel rails which will, and has delayed
the completion of the road to a consider-
able extent.

8.C., and a cut 850
feet long through a sand hill between
Cascade and Gipin's. The average depth
of the latter excavationuwill:; be sixty-
five feet.
