JURY SECURED^ AND STATE" GETS.

TESTIMONY IS : VERY DIRECT

Carl Ducius and Judge. Sclioonmaker.
Relate .> Circumstances of •:

Rums'. Dealings With AA\fz .;
Then*.

" James" H. Burns, formerly auditor.' of
Ramsey county.,.was yesterday iplaced un
trial: before Judge jBunn, in . the c-timnal
branch of the district court, on an in-
dictment in which he :is charged with
having falsely.f presented :"to the state
auditor for audit and -. allowance a - claim
against the county.* Specifically the al-
legation, upon which the action is , based
is that Burns secured from the . county
of Ramsey $136 by moans .of a ; tax 1 re-
fundment -order to which he was; not en-
titled, and that this refundment * order
was secured under false representations.

Less time than usual was consumed in
the selection of a jury, and only about a
half dozen of those who were called for
examination were excused. Those who
were accepted as jurors are as follows:

Both County Attorney Kane and his as-

sistant, O. «H. O'Neill, are participating
in the prosecution 'of the case for the
state, while the interests of the defend-
ant are in the hands of S. J. ..^onneily.
"County Attorney .Kane, in opening, the
case, said that the state would endeavor
to show that on April 13, Burns told Carl
Ductus, who was a law clerk in-the New
York Life building, that he wanted . him
to make a* petition to the county board
for the refundment of taxes on certain
realty,- the sale of that property having

been declared void by the supreme court;
that Ducius never owned the tax certifi-
cate to the property, but at Burns', re-
quest he made out a petition, setting
forth that he was the owner of a certain
tax certificate, and desired the return of
money paid for such certificate;, and that
the petition was taken by Burns. The
state would further show, he said, that
the petition referred to was approved and
returned with others of like character to
the possession of Burns; that Burns then
secured a letter from Judge James
Schoonmaker,. and addressed to the state
auditor,. requesting the approval of the
petition, and this letter with the petition
were taken. to the state auditor's ; office
by Ducius; . that . the j petition duly ap-
proved by the state auditor was :. return-
ed to the office of, the county, auditor,
and that, at Burns': request, Judge

Sclioonmaker called at the county audi*
tor's office, and. received a refundment
order for $123, which was cashed, and tho
money turned over to Burns.

Mr.' Kane aflso said he'would , show
that the certificate upon which the re-
fundment of i this money was really due,
was assigned to David O'Neill in 1891,
and that Mr..O'Neill died.in 1895, and the
certificate remained among his ' private

He would show, he said, that Burns
never owned the , certificate, and still
ether transactions of a similar character
to the one in question, in which. the de-
fendant had figured,, wouldf be brought

Dncins Is Called.
The first witness called by the state

was Carl Ducius, who, after stating, in
response to questions, that he was.twen-
ty-seven years of age, and had lived in
St. Paul all his life, proceeded to relate
the circumstances of his business with
Burns in regard to the refundment. He
said ' that - Burns came to ; see him April

12 last at the office in the New York Life
building, which he occupied with Judge

Schoonmaker and S. A. Anderson. Burns
said: "Carl, I have some applications
for refundment of-taxes and the certifi-
cates are aliihiade out in your "name.-
The reason I don't take them out in my
own name is because I have judgments
against me." Burns called.again the next
morning 'with "some applications and wit-
ness signed them as : directed. The wit-
ness next saw the petitions. Five or six
days later Burns called, and said they
had been acted upon, by the county board.
Burns then requested Judge Schoonmaker
to write a letter to the state auditor ask-
ing that prompt action be taken upon the
petitions, and this letter,*with the peti-
tions, witness took to the -office of the
state auditor. About four or five days
after, that Ducius told:. Judge Schoon-
maker, at Burns' request, that there was
a warrant for him at the: county auditor's
office. Witness went with .Schoonmaker
to the auditor's office, 'where they. se-
cured the warrant. . In payment of this
warrant the county' treasurer issued a
check on - the -National- German-American
bank, which check was cashed,, and the
money turned over to Burns on the same
day by. Judge Schoonmaker. f f.-f'"-'

Judge Schoonmaker, who was the next
witness, testified with particular refer-
ence to the letter written. by him to Dep-
uty State Auditor 1' Iverson at \u25a0 Burns'' re-
quest, after the petitions had been re-
turned from the. county board. This wit-
ness also related the circumstances of his
going to the county auditor's office to
draw the warrant, and stated that at
that time, *for some reason which .he did
net know, ; the petitions appeared in his
name. The money, } he said, .Ducius se-
cured and took to the office in the jNew
York. Life building,where it was , turned
over to Burns.
. Deputy State Auditor S. 1 G. Iverson
identified notations which had been made
upon the .petition at the state auditor's
office by himself These petitions, he
said,' must have arrived at his office about
April 22.. Such petitions were ;presented
in duplicate form and so acted upon.

County Treasurer P. J. Metzdorf testi- i
fied to issuing --fthe ; check -to James

I theless they are divided as to the cause
I of this improvement on the part of the
iChristmas shoppers. With one exception
they all differ on this point.-; They; agree
that the decrease in pilfering is not due
to any moral reason. -."

A tour of all the department and other
large stores cf the . city "yesterday,
brought forth the fact that while there
is always more shop lifting -indluged in
during r the holidays than in any other
season, that 'this year . there have been
fewer cases than forImany years pre-
vious.

Owing to the fact that in ail large de-
partment stores 1 there , are many extra
counters on which tempting articles are
spread, there are each season cases of
shoplifting done by. persons who would
never think of it during the other months.
Many; persons see - fine articles, such as
furs, silks, and trinkets which are be-
yond the reach of their purses, and are t
overcome. by an overwhelming desire to
own them. In other seasons these tempt-
ing articles are kept .where it is a matter
of some difficulty to secure them," but
during the holidays they are right under
the tempted one's hands, and the result
is frequently that - one of the . store de-
tectives steps . on; the scene, and then !
there are tears and | promises' never to do i
it again. This case applies only to those
who may, broadly speaking, be called hon-
est persons, f fff

Then there are always. the professional
shoplifters who make a business of taking
all sorts of' articles • from stores without
going through the necessary formality of
speaking to the clerk about the ; matter.
These have a fine opportunity to ply their
trade dv ring the holidays, as their
chances .of . not being noticed in the
crowds fthat^sarge f around : the 2 different

: counters are . many, f; Years of experience'
!have taught department J store 1managers
Iwhat -toi expect during the i closing ,days
lof the year, and they invariablyfmake
| an increase in the. number of store de-. tectives of both: sexes. Some stores even
have uniformed officers, the moral effect
of whose -.presence is fsufficient to halt
many on the verge of crime.

that they had fbeen losing articles from

The protection of large stores is a sci-
ence which has become more perfect each
year, as the stores, increased in"size,' and
the danger ,\u25a0from theft became greater."
In every jiarge"store In the city there are
a corps .specialist detectives, who
make a careful study of shop-lifters and
their methods, and every one of any
prominence in the United States is known
to them. .They have learned from long
experience the moves the amateurs make
when .they; contemplate the appropria-
tion of an article, and the theft is fre-
quently 'nipped. in the bud. One close
shave IS-; usually sufficient for a beginner.

. Another reason is assigned for the
rising of-honesty. This is that the
people as a Whole have money to spend
for Christmas this year, fand are there-
fore able to satisfy their desires in a
lawful manner. When a person has an
armful of Christmas'articles there is not
the temptation to steal that there' is when
empty handed. A-'..

In spite of all this shop-lifting is going
on in the city, and probably always will,
as none of the managers expect - to see
the day. that -they can . overlook this me-
dium of loss in. their calculations. That
it is not so frequent this season has .had
no effect on the.number- of store detec-
tives, or on their vigilance. The fact
that there are any- number of the frater-
nity operating within ten miles of the
St. Paul stores is sufficient to keep them
on 'the alert f for any change that might

drive these undesirable .visitors to this
city. \u25a0\u25a0 h~, \u25a0-\u25a0-!.
