Snake, the noted Winnebago warrior and
mother of John Sherman, died at the age
of 128 years. Nuc-se-ga was the; oldest
Indian squaw-in Wisconsin, and perhaps
there : was not another in the world who
had attained an equal age. Late in the
fall Chief Buckskin Joe and his following
of the Winnebago tribe pitched their te-
pees on Barron's island, and since that
time they have remained there. The
parchment-like face of /Nuc-se-ga, was
never seen outside the boundaries of thesmoky camp, although she was active
and was often the center of an interested
group of • whites, some of whom traveled
miles to see this centurian. Originally
she came from the upper peninsula of
Michigan, and was the daughter 'of a
big chief of the; Winnebago tribe.' Tra-
dition has it that she was one of the
handsomest Indian women In Northern
Michigan in her girlhood days. .

Yesterday/her remains were laid at rest
In a shallow grave just out of the camp
on the island. The old ancient and weird
Indian - burial ceremony -was observed,-
and beside the corpse, robed in all the glit-
tering Indian splendor possessed by the
old squaw, * were hurled all her trinkets,
her possessions of all kinds. The relatives
.of the deceased besmeared their faces
with lampblack and paint. All of tha
camp were decked; in gaudy Indian . ap-
parel. As. the solemn band circled si-
lently around the -body/ beating their
breasts and moaning, all that remained of
Nuc-se-ga was lowered into the two-foot
