Times when all cr@ation is fogged with
azure, and our nearest and dearest are
seen on the other side of the fog, come
tc all of us.

To try to overcome them is all right,
for sometimes the effort will bring a
change of circumstances which will pro-
duce different feelings, but to blame one-
celf for them is just as wise as to blame
cne for catching the mumps or the scar-
let fever. There are some ways by which
the worst attacks of blueness may bhe
mitigated, but this depends more on the
people composing the victim’s immediate
circle than on herself. “In time of good
prepare for bad,” is the gist of an old
maxim, and it applies no less in the in-
iangile “bad” of a fit of the blues
than to the physical necessity of keeping
the medicine chest filled, or of building
a bank account against poverty's en-
croachments.

When we are blue 1t is the little irri-
tations which hurt. A really solid and
substantial misfortune or injustice =will
lift us out of the dumpy state to active
anger, but the little stings, the irritating
questions, the small hamperings of indi-
vidual jiberty, are so many extra weights

to drag the heart. still lower into
noisome depths, wherein it tastes only
bitterness, and discovers naught save
shadow. A

A fifie adaptability is the most dellght-
ful quality In the world to livé with. I
know a woman whose honor is nothing,
whose character is of the most‘reprehen-
sible and whose entire host of friends is
used unvaryingly for her own personal
gratification. Yet this woman is the most
charming companion for a visit that can
be imagined, all because of her exqui-
site adaptability. After knowing her one
may realize that it Is because of her eter-
pal policy that she is so agreeable, but
even this knowledge cannot diminish tha
charm, and I do not wonder that even

those who know her utter worthlessness
thoroughly, vet take pleasuré in her com-
Ppanionship.

Speaking of the blues, led up to this

bit of personal history, for this woman
{ has the m: power of treating them
with tke very perfection of curative art.
She never seems to take any radical
means. She never preaches; she never
pities; she never utters proverbs in that
wise and condezcending way which puts

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the very "cap on the hour’s irritation, but
she adapts herself, recognizing the pres-
ence of an ill mood and fitting her every
word and action to what shé knows of
the victim's likes and dislikes. To the
touchy and irascible, she never offers a
“joke, when the blues are present; she
neyerT says anything funny; she speaks
only when absolutely necessary and ap-
pears not to notice a growling answer;
to the supersensitive she avoids, as if it
were a pestilence, the suspicion of fault
finding, managing to convey in a few
pregnant sentences an opinion of the im-
mense value of the supersensitive nature
in appreciating the bheautiful things ot
life, and the inevitable payment to e
made, of settling down into the depths an-
other hour, and so on through the gamut
of policy, finding something just right for
each one, and always the companion to
be desired above all others.,

There are few women like this one, bat
her methods need not be peculiar to ner-
self. An avoidance of the little pricks
of every day contact, an avoidance of
the unpleasant things which must n<2c-
essarily come into every life, a hoperul
view of everything, 'as much conversa-
tion and companionship only as is evi-
dently and without doubt agreeable to
the patient—for patient she is, until she
is cured, is the ideal treatment for the
blues, and a habitual victim, by an hon-
est expression of preferences, auring
hours not blue, should endeavor to ©o-
tain for herself, as far as possible, this
ideal treatment for the ill hours.
