NEW SYSTEM NEEDED
IIVDUSTRiAIi INDICATION DISCUSSED

BY'COMMITTEE OF TEACH-

ERS' ASSOCIATION

QUESTION OF SELF-SUPPOIIT

Dr. Smith Offer* Suggestion as to

Method to Be Adopted—J. D. - \u25a0

Bond and Others
Speak. - V

A meeting to discuss the matter of in-
dustrial, education was held by the mem-,
bers of the committee appointed 'by the
State Teachers' association a week ago in

the parlors of the Commercial club yes-
terday afternoon.

Dr. Smith, of the People's church,, as
chairman of the committee, presided, and
J. C. Bryant, principal of the Madison
school, and secretary of the Minnesota,
educational association, was appointed
secretary. -'7'YY -

The meeting was opened by Dr. Smith
calling upon S. H. Comings, to explain

the plan of industrial training suggested
by him. Mr. Comings said that a more
intelligent system of training was want-
ed among the workers. Mr. Comings
thought that the industrial schools might

be made self supporting by the work of
the pupils. There would be no added bur-
den of taxation if boys'and girls were
able to make their own livingpractically
from the ages of fourteen to twenty-five.

Dr.' Smith interrupted here to ask what
Mr. Comings proposed in regard to estab-
lishing these schools, and whether he
meant that the state should establish
or." or two such experimental schools and
find out if they would be self-support-
ing. '

Prof. Weitbrecht. of tha Mechanics
Arts High school, said the children at his
school were mostly 61 the high school
age. and that they could not support

themselves and at the same time acquire
an academic education. The pupils in
the Mechanics Arts school were young and
immature, both physically and mentally,
and though taught to make tables and
do blacksmithing, etc., sufficient speed
was not attained to make them efficient
wage earning mechanics. He added that
they could, of course, turn out fine car*
penters, etc., but that was not the aim
of the school, which was to give an all
round good mechanical training, and at

the same time teach the child mathemat-
ics, English, etc. The child needed time
to play, in order to make him self-sup-
porting, and at the same time to con*

tinue his scholastic training he would
necessarily have to work twelve or
more hours to the detriment of his well
being in every sense. But how this would
be with older pupils he was not prepared
to say.

J. "W. Olsen, state superintendent of
schools, said when manual training would
be introduced it would probably be in the
city schools first, in some of the smaller
cities, perhaps, such as "St. Cloud, Wi-
nona, Faribault, and Mankato, etc., and
that the country schools would finally

work it out in agricultural and other in-
dustrial training. He said that in the
cities mentioned there was a strong senti-
ment among schoolmen In favor of man-
ual training. But he thought it would be
inexpedient to insist upon its introduction
in the rural schools just yet. He thought
more could be done for this cause by
making it possible in some way that the
boy who desired to obtain manual train-
ing might do so.

Mrs. La Penotiere Speaks.

The chairman then called upon airs.
"La Penotier©, -president of the State
Federation of Clubs, for a few words.
She began by saying- that naturally she
was more interested in the subject of
domestic science, that science which was
so needed to train the girls of today, for
the homekeepers and makers of the fu-
ture. And that she hoped to see them
receive this training in the public schools.
She was interested in the boys. too. jof
course, but the girls more nearly con-
cerned her. Miss Sarah Brooks, super-
visor of the primary work in the public
schools, was the next speaker. She ex-
plained that the little work of the sort
done in the kindergartens was not so
much to make things, as to train the
hand and the mental faculties to co-ordi-
nate. She said that so far as she was
concerned, she knew how she would have
welcomed the opportunity to obtain In-
dustrial training when she was a country
girl, struggling to get an education, and
that she thought some sort of state school
where the country boy or girl would
have such an opportunity would' be glad-
ly welcomed by many of these children.

J. D. Bond, assistant superintendent of
the city schools, remarked that he had
recently been discussing the matter with
another superintendent, who had sug-
gested that one of these industrial schools
should be established in each county.

One, for example, in each high school,
where the farmers' boys, by paying a
small sum, could attend, and that in ad-
dition to some state aid, there should
be some profit made from the sale of
the products of the industry of the chil-
dren, so that the school would be sup-
ported partly by state aid, partly by the
tuition fees and partly by the profits from
the industries.

Dr. Smith's Views.
Dr. Smith said —at there were two

important questions to be dealt with:
First, what can be done under the pres-
ent conditions to bring manual training
into the grades; and into the high schools
manual training, domestic science and (ag-
riculture. Secondarily, what can be done
in the way of a special school, some-
thing, perhaps, after the idea suggested
by A. B. Stickney, who advocated what
he called a new academy, giving a prac-
tical training. In brief, he said that the
theory advanced by Mr. Stickney was
some sort of agricultural school where
in the winter theories would be discussed
and each pupil might be given an acre
of land, on which during the summer he
could try those theories that seemed best
to him, the scholar to be entirely re-sponsible for the success or failure, and
to profit or lose by the results. At the
present time, when so many towns were
endeavoring to secure the state training
school for girls, he ventured to say that
the towns would find it more profitable
if they would expend the same amount
of money and energy upon establishing
some sort of industrial school than they
would from securing the girls' school.
He paid a tribute to the socalled "fresh
water colleges," which permitted their
pupils to select those studies they pre-
ferred, and which he asserted had done
a grand work for the country in so do-
ing. **"•'7Y-7Y

He thought these new industrial schools
should be neither school, college nor high
school, but should fill a new place en-
tirely. He considered that there were
three ways in which this matter could
be arranged, either by individual own-
ership or by a number of individuals in
the same community joining together to
establish such a school, or the plant
might be established by the locality and
be under the supervision of the regents

HAS MANY DEFECTS
TRAIN DISPATCHERS NOT ENAM-

ORED OF BLOCK SIGNAL
SYSTEM

SIMPLER PLAN IS SUGGESTED

A. C. Miller Invents Device by

Which Lights in Engine Cabs
Tell of Danger or Ob-

structions Ahead.

The train dispatchers have been giving
the question of block signals and writ-
ten orders a great deal of thought iv
connection with the many wrecks that
have occurred during the past thirty
days, the majority of which are claim-
ed by them to be the result of misun-
derstood signals and orders.

Everywhere in the country the dis-
patchers are discussing the matter, and
some remedies that seem plausible have
been offered. The plan of putting sta-
tionary electric lamps in engine cabs
seems to be the most popular plan among
men who Issue the orders for running: of
trains. -?\u25a0
It is claimed that it is a very easy

matter to misread written orders, and
the fact that passenger trains in these
days at many points attain a speed of
eighty miles an hour makes it practical-
ly impossible for the engineers to read
the signal lights of the block system in
use by so many roads.

A. C. Miller, of Aurora, chief dispatch-
er of the Chicago, Burlington & Quiney,
is the originator of the engine light
scheme, and believes that it is the only
way to .prevent collisions.

"Automatic blocks or lights in the en-
gine cab," said Mr. Miller, "mean just
two things—when they are clear or white
the train should proceed; when they
are red the train should stop. There
should be no written orders."

The system of movable blocks or lights
in engine cabs is being Installed on the
Chicago & Eastern Illinois railway,
chiefly through the efforts of Mr. Miller,
who took the initiative in brinsingr the
system to perfection. The experiment will
be watched with interest by railroad
men throughout the country.

JOHN DREW'S CAREER.

New- Comptroller of G. "V. Began as
a Messenger Boy.

ST. JOSEPH, Jan. John Drew,
whose appointment as comptroller of the
Great Northern railway has been an-
noun, is a native of St. Joseph, where ha
was raised. He entered the service of
the Burlington railway as a messenger
boy. He went to the St. Joseph &
Grand Island as clerk in the auditor's
office, and in three years was made audi-
tor of the road. His services were of
such a pronounced character as to in-
spire the confidence of the Grand Island
owners, and he became the personal rep,
resentative of the stockholders. Less
than two years ago he received a flatter-
ing offer from Mr. Hill, but the nature
of his office was not made known until
the announcement today. His duties will
be extended when the present merger
plans are consummated. Mr. Drew is
thirty-eight years old.

X. P.'S IRRIGATION PROJECT.

Purchases Large Tracts of Land In
Washington,. -

NORTH YAKIMA, Wash., Jan. 4.—
The; purchase of 20,000 acres of land near
Kennewic by the Northern Pacific §rail-
road, | including the holdings of three de-
funct ditch companies, is the first step in
an immense irrigation scheme. The deal
will be closed in a few days, and the
canals will be reopened and extended. The
land will be offered practically at the cost,
of -nutting water in it, and an effort will

be made to put from 3,000 to 5,000 settlers
upon the tract as soon as possible after
the water is flowing. The property in-
volved in the transaction is said to be
worth $300,000, and as much more will be
required to complete the irrigation works.

EDITED RATES FOR EMPLOYES.

Officials of Western Roads Favor »he
Present Plan.

One of the Western lines has asked
Chairman MacLeod to have all the roads
in the Western passenger association vote
on -a proposition that no reduced rates
shall be made to employes of other rail-
roads unless on request made or approved
by the president, vice president or gen-
eral manager of the road. The present
rule is that half rates may be granted to
employes of other lines and to members
of their families when requests are made
by executive, traffic or operating officials.
The plan to restrict such requests to
presidents, vice-presldsnts and general
managers cannot be carried out unless all
lines vote for it. A number have al-
ready sent Chairman Charlton their votes
against the plan.

VERY FEW RAILROADS FAIL.

Only Four Forced to Assign Last
Year.

The current issue of the Railway Age
says: "The past year has been remark-
able for the almost entire cessation of
railway bankruptcies. In no year since
the courts began to take possession of
insolvent roads for the benefit of their
creditors has the number of receiverships
been so insignificant. In fact it may be
said that no railway of any importance
in the United States became insolvent
during 1901.
