NEELY PUT ON TRIAL

ITAVANA POSTOFF]CE EMBEZZLER
APPEARS IN COURT WITH
JAUNTY AIR

NEVER HEARD THE COMPLAINT

All the Prisoners Protest That They
Are Neot Being Afforded Fair
Opportunity to Put Up
a Defease,

HAVANA, Jan. 4—The trials of the
nses arising from the Cuban postoftice
embezzlements opened today in the z:m-
dencia court before five judges: The
court room is located over the prison in
which Neely has been confined.

The court then asked Neelv to nleas
and the latter responded that he had
never heard the accusation a=ainst hi~'
but after consulting with his counsel
he entered a plea of mot guily: Rath-
bone, Moya and Mascara also n'esi<a
not guilty, while Reeves asked vermis-
sion to wait until the next session of
the court before making his plea, ane
his request was granted.

Complaint Is Long Eneugh.

Senor Zaya, Neely’s counsel, asked that
the accusation against his client be read.
He said he had not given instructions to
Neely, as the court had not allowed him
to consult documents and examine papers
to prepare his defense. The comnlaint
read in Spanish, consumed two and a
half hours. During the reading Rathbone
rose and said he desired to protest
against the continuance of the trial until
he should have had time to get nnvwmers
of his own selection; and also that if
his plea was to be taken as a deposit~-
he wished to withdraw it. The court
said that the plea would not be taken
in the circumstances, and that Rathhone's
protest would be considered.

SCHEMING OF LIBERALS

IS AT PRESENT THE FEATURE oF
ENGLISH POLITICS

Government Will Take Advantage of
Disunion in Opposition Party to
Reform Parliamentary
Procedure.

LONDON, Jan. 4—When King Edward
opens parliament on Jan. 16 one of the
most interesting sesgions of recent years
will be begun. Before its c¢onclusion
the whole status of the Liberal party is
likely to be altered, and Lord Rose-
bery's future determined.

Present indications point to a split
which no middle road pronouncements
can heal and in which several leading
Liberal imperialists, with a few Unjonists,
will flock to Lord Rosebery standard, and
initiate an organization with the hope of
securing control of all the Liberal ele-
ments prior to the next general election.

Temporarily this diversion of the posi-
tien will greatly facilitate the govern-
ment's programme, the chief item of
which is the sweeping reform of parlia-
mentary procedure.

The delay which at present character-
izes every attempt at legislation at West-
minster has reached a point where such
attempts are ridiculous. The rules of
the American congress will either be
adopted or given a trial in modified form.

Among other important features of the
session will be a thorough investigation
of Gen. Buller's dismissal from command
of the First army corps. This will doubt-
less involve the nation in a whirlpool of
bitter controversy.

The chancellor of the exchequer, Sir
Michael Hicks-Beach, will doubtless get
all the additional war supplies he re-
quires, though special measures will be
necessary to raise them, and this wil
give Sir Henry Campbell-Bannerman's
section of the oppesition a full oppor-
tunity fer criticising the government's
policy in South Africa.

OF A QUEER DOCUMENT (SSUED
IN PHIIAPPINES

SOLDIERS URGED TO DESERT

Sigmed by American Soldiers, but
Evidence of Undue Pressure Is in
the Laudatory Tone of the
Proclamation,

WASHINGTON, Jan. 4—The war de-
partment has received from the Philip-
pines, copies of a remarkable proclama-
tion, signed with the names of nine
Americans—seven of them stated as being
in the United States military service—
inviting American soldiers to desert and
join the ranks of thé Filipino soldiery.
The text of the document is as follows:

Toe Whom It May Concern—Dear Fellow
Ceuntrymen: After many months among
tize Filipino people, studying their cus-
tems and characters, we, the under-
signed, have come to the conclusion that
the time has arrived for us to break the
silence and let you know the real truth
so that you will see the foiiy of con-
tinvation of fighting these people whe
are defending their country against the
ciuel American invasion in the same
manner in which our forefathers did
against England in those gloricus days
oL our grand and noble liberator, George
Washington.

Since the day we were led by our con-
science and presented ourselves to the
Fhilippine authorities we have received
the best of treatment and are enjoving
& life of luxury without having to put
our lives in danger as you do, who still
remain in the American ranks fighting
for an unjust cause which sooner or later
must surely prove disastious, as it did
to the Spanish, notwithstanding that
they knew the country and customs of
the people better than the americans do.

Didn’t Know McKinley Is Dead.

For above mentioned reasons and also
that the war soon may end, we ask the
men of the American army stationed in
these islands to present themselves to
the Philippine authorities as we did,
thereby showing yourselves to be true
Americans, upholding the poliecy ot
‘Washington and the Monroe doctrine
against the ambitious policy of President
McKinley, who for two years has car-
ried on this cruel war, spilling the inno-
cent blood of thousands of American
soldiers and with what object? To fill
the pockets of Mark Hanna and several
cther American capitalists who have
beer for years and are now ruling Amer-
fca today, or in other words, changing
your blood for gold and robbing many a
loving mother or wife of son or Husband,
thereby making many a once wappy home
sad and miserable.

Before we close let us tell you that
near every town there are always sta-
tioned forces of Filipino troops to whom,
should you so desire, you can present
Yeurselves with or without your rifles,
and. to aveld danger, it is best to hide
it In a secure place and after you have
Presented yourself, inform the i .lipino
off’cer or chief of the guerrillas and they
will recover it any pay you some money
in return.

Kreider Tried and Aequitted.

John T, Kreider, one of the signers of
this proclamation, was tried recently by
military commission in the Philippines
on a charge of treason, and the records
of the,court-martial have just been re-
ceived at the war department. The pre-
ponderance of proof, said Gen. Chaffes,
in reviewing the case, was in favor of the
contention of the accused, that he was
held by the insurgents as a prisoner and
took no part in operations against the
United States, gave no aid and comfort
to the enemy, made reasonable effort to
escape, and was compelled by his captors,
under illegal duress, to signe the above
proclamation by threats of violence in
case he refused.

“While no treasonable intent or ove-t
act is established against the accused by
competent evidence,” said Gen. Chaffe.,
“it, however, remains to be remarked
that it is the duty of every American sol-
dier to face impending danger of death
rather than to sign a treasonable procia-
mation, even if it be prepared as was the
one in this case, by the enemy. Nor
should he do any other act that might
have even a seeming of giving the ¢nemy
encouragement. The true soldier not only
takes the risks of battle, but all other
risks of life growing out of any and all
incidents of war, and accepts the chance
of life or death rather than do aught to
injure his country’'s eause or dishonor
the uniform he wears.”

The military commission found Kreidor
guilty of the charge of treason, and sen-
tenced him to confinement at hard jasor
for life, but Gen. Chaffee, because of ths
absence of conclusive proof that the ac-
cused had committed an overt act ‘such
an act being necessary to consummaie
the teckmnical offense of treason, disap-
proved the sentence and ordered the pris-
oner set at liberty.

Mrs. Tatum told the doctor that her
husband had swallowed the contents of
the bottle before he retired.

STAMPS ON COLLATERAL

CASE IN WHICH $50,090
WORTH ARE REQUIRED.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 4.—Attorney Gern-
eral Knox has given an opinion in which
he holds that the certificates of stock,
amounting to $25,000,000, proposed to be
deposited by the Pennsylvania Railway
company with the Girard Trust company
trustee, as security for certain other cer
tificates to be issued by the Pennsylvania
Railway company, are taxable under
Schedule A of the law of June 13, 1898,
and now a part of the act of March 3.
1901. The amount of stamps required
will be $50,000.

This opinion sustains Commissioner
York's holding, not only in this particu-
lar case, but his ruling to the effect
that stocks pledged as collateral on time
or cail loans must be stamped. On-
eérators on the leading stock exchanges
of the country have vigorously opprosed
this view of the law.

SOLDIERS' LOST TIME

Must Be Made Good Before Fhey ¢
I’e Discharged.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 4.—The adjutant
general of the army recently was asked
by Gen. Brooke, commanding the depart-
ment of the East, to reconcile an appar-
ent conflict between the army regulation
which requires an enlisted man absent
without leave to make good the time lost
and an- opinion of the judge advocate
genreral, rendered in 1901, to the effect
that such a requirement is illegal, The
issue affects certain enlisted men in Gen,
3rooke’s command about to be dis-
charged.

In his reply to Gen. Brooke the adju-
tant general admits that there is doubt as
to the legality of the practice, but as
the regulation providing for the making
good of lost time has been repeated sev-
eral times in the army regulations, it
should, he says, he taken as a decision
of the department that such requirement
is legal and that it should be followed
until changed by proper authority.

Labor Unions Favor Merger.

Local union labor men in Minneapolis
are not greatly agitated over the threat-
ered merger of the three great railroads
embraced in the Northern Socurities
company.

While most of them are opposed to
the consolidation on general principles,
they feel that it is inevitable, and that
even if Gov. Van Sant succeeds in pre-
venting it at the present time it is sure
to come about later.

The Union, a local lal'or paper, voices

“It is the tendency of the times to
ccinbine, consolidate and conecentrate,
and the efforts of no man nor set of
men can prevent it ‘or any length of
time.
