It is reported on good authority that ona
of the Western roads j'esterday agreed

to accept west-bound freight at a cut of
25 per cent off the regular published tar-
iffs. It is somewhat unusual to hav-a
rates demoralized so early in the year,
but it is claimed that conditions are such
that freight cannot be moved unless some
concessions in rates are made.

The trouble .11 comes from shippers
being educated up during the summer
months to low rates, and their purchase
and sales are based on these rates, and
if there comes a time when they cannot
get these concessions they nold off ship-

ping until some so-called weak line comes
to the rescue and names them a rate
that 'will take the business, always, at
course with the verbal understanding
that the line will secure all the business.
Then when the strong lines find that ship-
ments are being moved against them,
they get into the market with a rate
that will iniluence business via their rail?,
and so it goes until the bottom, is reach-
ed, and many times the roads nay more
cut in refunds for business than they
secure from the consignees for hauling it.

SAILORS IN RUMPUS
AMERICAN SEAMELV HAVE. SERIOUS

CLASH WITH RUSSIAN
SOLDIERY

WASHINGTON, Jan. 7.-A serious clash
has occurred between American sailors
of the U. S. S. Vicksburg- and the Rus«
sian soldiery at Niue Chang, China
There have been three fights, and, as
a result, one Russian soldier is reported
wounded. The matter was made the sub-
ject of complaint by the Russian am-
bassador at Peking to United States Min-
ister Conger and Minister Conger in turn
has informed the state department. Sec-
retary of the Navy Long has cabled Com-
mander Berry, of the Vicksburg, to use
every effort to prevent further collision.
The Vicksburg is in winter quarters in a
mud dock at the mouth of the river and
cannot be released before spring.

Niu Chang is a treaty port and is
situated on the Liaou river, near the
gulf of Pe-Chi-Li, about thirty-five •miles
southwest of Mukden, the principal city
in that harbor. It has a population of
60,000, and is to be one of the termini
of the Manchurian railroad.

The Vicksburg is a small gunboat of
1,000 tons displacement. The commander
i3 Edward B. Barry, who is generally
regarded as an officer of excellent judg-
ment and discretion. He was in command
of the Vicksburg when she played such
a prominent part in the capture of Agui-
naldo, and received warm commendation
from Gen. MacArthur for his conduct on
that occasion. The Vicksburg is lying in
what is known as a mud dock. A hole
was scooped out of the mud that lines
the bank of the Liaou, where the current
runs slack, and the vessel was slid in,
made fast and then a temporary wooden
covering was placed over her decks, the
latter to protect her during the severe
winter and when the ice breaks in the
spring.

Lieutenant Commander James H. Glen-
non is the executive officer and Lieut.
Andrew T. Long the navigating officer
of the Vicksburg. Her authorized com-
plement of enlisted men is 125.

IEALTH COMMISSIONER'S REPORT.

It Shows Death Rate of City to Be
11.07.

Health Commissioner .Hall's financial
report to the city comptroller for theyear 1901 shows that his department kept
within its appropriation of $50,000 to the
extent of $9.74, the expenditures amount-
ing to $49,990.26.

Fines collected for violation of health
ordinances aggregated $581, and the sum
of $457.06 was collected from smallpox
spatients and for fumigating buildings
where diphtheria and scarlet fever have
existed.

On a basis of a population of 215,000,
the mortality of the city during the past
year was 11.67, or nearly 12 to 1,000 people
in the city.

Only 66 bodies were interred in the city
potter's field, as against 111 during the
year 1900.

James Joy, the hostler, wha.accidental-
ly drank a potion of horse medicine a
few weeks ago and spent a considerable
time at the city hospital as a result, was
picked up on Fourth street south yester-
day morning. He had been seized with
a fit. He was taken to the city hospital
by the Central patrol wagon. During .ac
day he frequently suffered from convul-
sions. His condition is considered quite
serioua.

WHITE HOUSE EVENT
BRILLIANT RECEPTION GIVEN BY

PRESIDENT AND MRS.
ROOSEVELT

WASHINGTON, Jan. 7.—President and
Mrs. Roosevelt gave a reception at the
White house, tonight in honor of the
diplomatic corps. It was the first formal
evening levee of the season, and the first
at which President and Mrs. Roosevelt
have been the host and hostess. A full
representation of the diplomatic corps
made the affair notably brillant.

The floral decorations were handsome
and elaborate. There was a delicate drap-
ing of the immense chandeliers in the
east room with a wealth of smilax, the
immense mirrors were banked with roses,
carnations, hyacinths and lilies of the
valley, while in the large recesses around
the room there were large jars of varie-
gated crotons.

The ceiling, pillars and other portions
of the room were beautifully decorated.
In the large red, blue and green parlors
the floral display was simple in character,
being confined to a few growing plants
and cut flowers.

President and Mrs. Roosevelt received
their guests in the blue room. Their en-
trance was announced by a fanfare of
trumpets by members of the United
States Engineer band stationed in the
long corridor. Assisting the president and
Mrs. Roosevelt were Mrs. Root, Mrs.
Knox, Mrs. Smith, Mrs. Hitchcock and
Miss Wilson.

President Roosevelt grave every visitor
a hearty handclasp and a cordial wel-
come, while Mrs. Roosevelt, though re-
fraining1 from grasping the hands of vis-
itors generally, was charmingly gracious
in her manner. She carried a large bunch
of white and purple orchids. All the
members of the diplomatic corps wore
the full insignia of their rank, which,
with the brilliant uniforms of the army
and navy, and the handsome toilets of
the ladies, made the scene a memorable
one. The hours of the reception were from
9 to 11 o'clock. Music was furnished by
the marine band and the United States
Engineer band.

DON'T CARE FOR LAW
CHICAGO PACKERS ARE LIABLE TO

PROSECUTION BY INTERSTATE,
COMMERCE COMMISSION AMACOMPANY'S OFFER

THE EVIDENCE, IS AT HAND

Railroad Manager*. Say They Are
Tired of Being -Held Up, but

Can't Help Them-

CHICAGO, tfan. 7.—Prosecutions against
all the big packing house concerns in the
West for violations of the provision of
the interstate commerce l^w against re-
ceiving preferential rates are . contem-
plated by the interstate commerce com-
mission.

This fact developed today during an in-
vestigation begun by trhe commission into
the handling of packing house products
and dressed meats. It also became ap-
parent that tbe commission and the rail-
way managements of the entire country
practically had entered into an alliance
for the purpose of inducing congress to
pass legislation permitting the railroads
to pool under certain regulations by the
interstate commerce commission, and
that it is believed such a law can and
will be passed. The third development
of the day was the announcement that
the commission had requested the attend-
ance here today of all the leading men in
the advancement of the community of
interests idea, including J. P. Morgan,
James J. Hill and E. H. Harriman.

Evidence upon which to base prosecu-
tions against the packers was obtained
in abundance. Traffic managers and vice
presidents of roads east and west ad-
mitted freely that there was no pretense
toward maintaining tariff rates on pack-
ing house products and dressed meats
for export or domestic use except for a
very short period of time at the begin-
ning of each year.

Interest in the debate centered almost
entirely in this new phase «f the sub-ject. Mr. Hepburn maintained that thealleged new offer of the Panama com-
pany was part of the plan of delay. All
his utterances along that line were lib-
erally applauded. He pointed out what
he claimed was the suspicious circum-
stance that the Panama company held
out for $105,000,000 until it was decided
before the holiday recess to consider the
Nicaragua bill and then suddenly dropped
the price to 140,000,000.

Mr. Morris (Minn.) gave notice that at
the proper time he would offer an amend-
ment to auuiorize the president, if ho
could procure the property and rights
of the Panama company for $40,000,000, if
concessions could be procured from Co-
lombia, and if the Walker commission so
recommended, to purchase and proceed to
complete the Panama canal. The other
speakers today were Messrs. Davi3
(Fla.), Richardson (Ala.), Mann (111.) and
Adams (Pa.).

ISTHMIAN CANAL CONTEST.

Morgan Raps Hard at Panama Com-
pany.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 7.-The first notes
of the contest between the Nicaragua
and Panama routes for the isthmian
canal were heard in the sena 1 today.
Mr. Morgan offered and secured the
adoption of a resolution which indicated
his purpose to have tlie committee on
interoceanic canals inquire into the rela-
tions alleged to exist between the trans-
continental railroad companies of the
United States and Canada and the Pan-
ama Canal company. In explanation of
the resolution, Mr. Morgan declared that
the alleged relations were a "wicked
monopoly," which already had cost the
people of the Pacific coast millions of
dollars. The relations involve the control
by the Panama Canal company of the
Panama Railroad company, and the
agreement existing between certain rail-
roads of the United States and the Pa-
cific Mail Steamship company.

IMPROVES ON LODGE
REPRESENTATIVE COOPER PRO-

POSES CIVIL. GOVERNMENT""
FOR PHILIPPINES

WASHINGTON, Jan. 7.—Representative
Cooper, of Wisconsin, Chairman of the
house committee on insular affairs, to-
day introduced a bill giving a complete
form of civil government for the Philip-
pines, to begin Jan. 1, 1904, wuh a gov-
ernor appointed by the president, a legis-
lature of two houses and with two Phil-
ippine commissioners to represent the
Filipino people at Washington. The upper
branch of the legislature is called the
council, and is to consist of five native
Filipinos appointed by the president.

The lower house is called the house ofdelegates and consists of thirty members
selected every two years oy vote of me
Filipino people. The qualifications of vo-
ters are that they shall be over twenty-
one years of age, shall be able to read
and write Spanish or English, shall pos-
sess taxable property and shall have
resided for one year in the islands.

The Cooper bill makes complete provi-
sion for executive, legislative and judi-
cial branches of administration in thePhilippines. The executive branch of
government is to be conducted by a gov-
ernor, assisted by a cabinet or body of
executive officers, consisting of a secre-
tary of administration, attorney general,
treasurer, auditor, commissioner of in-
terior and commissioner of education.
The governor is to be appointed by the
president for a term of four years, and
Manila is made the headquarters of tho
central administration. The members of
the governor's cabinet are to be ap-
pointed by the president for terms of
four years.

AN OSCAR WILDE PLAY
LOXDOX GIVES UMJ.SI'AIi WELCOME

No person holding a military or civil
position under the United States is eli-
gible for membership in the legislature.
As to the powers of the Philippine legis-
lature, section 25 provides that the legis-
lative power "shall extend to all right-
ful subjects of legislation not inconsist-
ent with this act or with the laws of tha
United States, locally applicable."

Owing to the mixed character of the
inhabitants of the islands—natives, Span-
ish and American—the following section
is important as defining citizenship:

"All inhabitants continuing to reside in
the Philippines who were Spanish sub-
jects on April 11, 1599, and then resided
therein, and their children born subse-
quent thereto, shall be held to be citizens
of the Philippines, except such as have
elected to preserve their allegiance, in
accordance with the provisions of the
treaty of peace; and they, with the citi-zens of the United States who reside in
the Philippines shall, after Jan. 1, 1904,
constitute a body politic under the name
of 'the people of the Philippines,' with
governmental powers as herein con-
ferred."

The two commissioners who are to be
sent to Washington are to be selected at
the first session of the legislature
by joint vote of the two houses. "When
in Washington the Philippine commis-
sioners shall be entitled to official recog-
nition at all departments, upon present-
ing their credentials tiMfhe department
of state.

The foregoing civil government features
of the Cooper bill distinguish it from the
measure framed by the war department
and introduced by Mr. Lodge.' Mr. Coop-
er incorporates In his bill substantially
the provisions as to franchises, mining
and land regulations, rhomesteads, etc ,
In the Lodge bill.
