RESIGN FROM' NORMAL
BOARD

HE HAS TAIKEBTOO FREELY

Normal Bonrtl Embarrassed ?jy Aged

Member's "Loqnaeity—<Hot Sliot

Fruiu PUelps at Board
of Control.

Thfcre is no longer any attempt at con-
cealing the attitude of Gov. Van Sant
and his friends on the normal board
toward Director Phelps, of Duluth. They
want to throw him overboard, and his
resignation will be asked for within a
few days, unless present plans are can-
celed. Members of the board, supposed
to be in harmony with the administra-
tion schedule, have been approached on
the proposition to freeze Phelps out, and
unless decided "opposition develops the
governor will try to make Director
Phelpa see that it will be- best for him
to go way back.

The expressions' of Gov. Van Sant's
organs, and the statements of his of-

ficial friends, prove beyond question that
the governor Wants to Roosevelt Phelps.
Director Phelps will hardly submit tame-"
ly to this programme 1

and a lively fight

is possible. .
The governor's friends say his excel-

lency desires to end" the'spirited \u25a0 contro-
versy engendered by the supreme court
decision. It does not seem probable that
the discussion ttill be blanketed by this
process.

The thafge tigairtst Plrelps is that he
talks too much, and that- his constant
fcalkißg embarrasses the board.and in-
jures its influence. Th.c, last statement
of- Director Phelps, which, has .caused
most of the trouble, and which the gov-
ernor considers good grounds for asking
Phelps to quit, is this:

"The board *>f control .is..made up of S.
W. Leavitt, of Litchfield; W. E. Lee. of
Long Prairie, a«d D. B. Gould, of Wi-
nona. They are the most commonplace

sort of men; not one of them being uo
to the average in intelligence or business
ability. Their acts will show this. What
a crowd to hold the destiny of the uni-
versity and normal schools of the state-
in their hands!

"Yet each of them receives, a salary of
$",400 a year, and their secretary and
clerks bringl -the -salary list of the board
up to about $20,C00 a year. In addition
they are allowed expenses, which are not
limited by law.

"Who is there to restrict, supervise or
regulate the expenditures of these men?
Who Is to see that the outlay of funds is
as it should be? I would like to see a
legislative committee appointed to inves-
tigate that crowd, and I would like to
give evidence before it. I- think I could
bay some things which would be inter-
esting.

"The people will want to know what
good purpose this board serves. They
have recently devoted most of their en-
ergies to trying to get control of the uni-
versity, the normal schools and other in-
stitutions of which they can know noth-
ing or next to nothing, and which they
seldom or never see, instead of allowing
them to remain in the hands of men who
are acquainted with their workings. It
is my belief that, when the legislature
assembles, the law will be amended, and
amend-ed it- ou#ht to be.

"Some idea of,the caliber of the mem-
bers of the board of control may be
gathered from the following little anec-
dote. At the time the local normal school
was being built, when it came to letting
the contract for the plumbing, the board
of control hunted up a certain Minneapo-
lis man, who claimed to he a plumber,
and recommended him for the contract.
This same man, some time before, had a
contract for the plumbing of a school at
Hibblng, and after it was partly done the
architects, who were also • the architeots
on the normal, canceled the contract be-
cause the "plumber" was utterly incom-
petent to carry on the work properly.
V.'c let the contract to another party, and
I advised the board of control of the fact
and also stated why we eo-uld not let it
to the Minneapolis man. A few days
later I received a letter from the board,
regretting that the contract had not been
let as they recommended.

"ATid this Is the board of control. By
all means turn the university and the
normal schools over to them—if you want
to ruin the university and the normalschools."

SMALLPOX SPREADS
NEARLY 400 SEW CASES WERE

REPORTED DCBUG THE

PAST WEEK

CONDITION BECOMES SEBIOITS

Prevalence of the Disease Is Claiiuetl

to Be Due to Laxity in Ea-

•ir forcing Sanitary : ! \.\\^
Laws. ' ' \u25a0 ':

Smallpox conditions in this state have
recently assumed an aspect that hi re-
garded by the state department of health
as very serious if not positively alarm-
ing.

The report of the department for the

week closing Jan. 6 shows that in the
course of that time there were reported
378 new cases, which is the largest num-
ber ever recorded In any .similar period
in the entire history of the department,
the largest number previously reported
in any one week having been less than
300.

la the week closing Dec. 30 there were
261 new cases and one death reported.
The prevalence of the disease at this
time is not ascribed by the officers at
the health department to any unusual
condition, but rather to those difficulties
with which the department is constantly
required to contend, failure on the part

of the local health officers to enforce the
quarantine and sanitary laws and regula-
tions, a disposition on the part of those
affected and their friends to conceal the
true nature of tr/e disease under the
names of "Cuban itch" and "chicken-
pox," and a willingness on the part of
some country physicians to lend them-
selves to this sort "of deception.

The subject of smallpox and means and
methods for its suppression will form an
important feature of the sanitary con-
ference, to be held at the state capitol
next Tuesday and Wednesday, although

that is not the primary object of the
conference. Oscar C, Peterson, clerk of
the state board of health, now has fn
preparation a large map of the slate,
showing the districts where smallpox
exists, and this map will be exhibited at
the conference.

There were reported from Minneapolis
in the week just closed twenty-two cases,
the largest number in any one locality
during that period. Considerable alarm
has been felt among the residents of that
city, particularly as in several Instances
persons who were affected were found to
have been moving about the streets and
in other public places, where many
others had necessarily been exposed to
the infection. One man called at the
office of the city comptroller, in the city
hall, to inquire the way to fTie hospital.

The city of Duluth has eighteen cases,
and Hibblng, which is also in St. Louis
county, has four cases. There have been
two cases reported from Stillwater, and
three from May township, in the same
county, and from Winona there have
been eight cases reported.

Clay county has the largest number
of any one county, the total being 42
cases, 20 of which are in Georgetown
township, 1 in Alliance township, 4 in
Felton township, 3 in Goose Prairie town-
ship, 7 in Hagan township, G in the vil-
lage of Hawley, and 1 in Hawley town-
ship. Jackson county has 18 cases at
the village of Jackson,and 1 at Park Rap-
ids. Ivittson county has lin Davis town-
ship, 11 in Deerwood township, 3 at the
village of Hallock and 10 in Spring Brook
townshTp. In Bemidji, Beltrami county,
there are 10 cases, and Carver county
has 30 cases distributed in small num-
bers throughout the county. In Pipe-
stone county there arc IS cases at the vil-
lage of Trosky. 10 in the city of Pipe-
stone, 2 in Grange township, 5 in Elmer
township, and 2 at the village of Edger-
ton.

BIC STORAGE PLANT
EASTERN FIRM IS LOOKING FOR

A GOOD LOCA-

TION

ESTIMATED *rCOST IS $500,000

OpcrntloAs Are- Kept Secret, l>nt It
• Is Gentt-alr^- Supposed That It

AVtll He Built on the
1 \u25a0 West Side.

Though considerable secrecy surround 3
their mov^fnenlS, Eastern parties ar.s
now in Si. Paul looking up a location
on which they propose to erect a build-
ing for general vlorage purtcses, prefex-a
bly for the ace of tea, fruits
and other :pefi£!"*able products. Options,
it is claimed, have teen secured on
ground in the vicinity of the union depot

and also on the West side adjacent to
the Great Western tracks, but this can-
not be verified.

Copies of the St. Paul building laws
pertaining to buildings of this character
were yesterday secured by a member of
the party and sent East, where, it is un-
derstood, the plans will be drawn. Out--
lined roughly, the building will be five
stories high, will have a frontage of 180
feet, will t>e fire proof in every particular
and arranged to accommodate every class
of storage. The estimated cost is $500,000.
For perishable products, cold storage of
the latest improvement will be provided.
Sealed rooms for bonded goods, as de-
manded by the government, will be in-
cluded.

During the early part of last month
a survey of the ground now occupied by

the ruins of the old St. Paul roller mills,

to the east of the West Publishing com-
pany, was made, with a view of ascer-
taining jts extent'and. fitness for a build-
ing of this' character, but the difficul-
ties that would have to be surmounted
were found to- be; so many that its pur-

chase as a location was dropped. In-
spection was also made of other ground
in that locality, but though a scheme
of electric elevators for goods up and
down the face of the bluff to the tracks
below was proposed, it was not deemed
practicable.

The favored location appears to be the
West side, where more than one railroad
has had its representatives busy the past
year securing grounds for future use.
L,and in the • viciftSty of the union depot
yards has £he disadvantage that it is
too high iiu .price-

Real estate arid building circles are in-
terested in the rumor that George Benz
& Sons, the weli known liquor dealers,
will shortly., ord^r plans and specifica-
tions for a'1 five-story brick building to
be built in the vicinity of Wacouta and
Third streets. The firm has expanded
far beyond the capacity of their present
building, and, besides are desirous of a
structure that will be better fitted to
their use. *

The city fcuilding department is daily
expecting the plans for the big brick
building that the wholesale grocery firm
of Foley Bros. & Kelly propose to erect
on the grouivd in the rear of the Great
Northern general offices. The building
will cost between $250,000 and $300,000.

BIDS ON SIDEWALKS
BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS WILf,

OPEX MA.\Y NEXT

WEEK

NO PROSPECT OF LOWER PRICE

St. rani \ow Has Seventy Miles of
Cement Walk, of Which Twenty.

Sight Miles Were Laid
I*aat Year.

Next week the board of public work
will open bids for the construction of
cement and wooden sidewalks during

the present year. During the past three
years there has been a material reduc-

tion in the price, the board last year
securing a rate that approximated 52
cents a running foot, this including cost
of inspection and engineering extras.

Whiift the ireduetSon last year was
marked, yet the board has little hope

that the figure will be lowered when the
bids are opened next week. The material
that enters into the construction of
cement walks shows little advance, but
contractors ql^im that labor and other
extras have almost doubled in cost and
that this fact will be more than appar-
ent when the. bids are opened.

St. Paul now ,has seventy miles of
cement walks, of which a fraction over
twenty-eight miles was laid last year.
In 18'JS the amount laid was twelve and
a half miles,. in twelve and a half
and in 1000 seventeen and a. half miles.
Of plank walks, sixteen and a half
miles were laid" last year.

Because of its cheapness the desire for
plank walk, especially in the outlaying
districts, predominates, but the en-
gineering department always discour-
ages its use, and to this fact is due the
rapid increase In the mileage of cement
walks. It is the cheapest in the end,
both to the property owners and the
city; to the latter because it reduces the
liabilityof accidents from worn and dis-
placed sidewalks.

For sidewalks last year benefited prop-
erty paid into the city treasury nearly
$30,000. Ifthe samp \u25a0\u0084 <io of increase pre-
vails this year the figure will be nearer
$50,000.

AWAIT VANS' WORD
POLITICIANS CANNOT GUESS GOV.

EBNOR'S ACTION ON EXTRA
SESSION

MUCH AGITATION AGAINST IT

Politicians Wo old Convince the
Governor That Northern Min-

nesota Is Opposed

to It.

The extra, session of mk legislature
still seems to be aa undecided proposi-
tion. If Gov. Van Sant has arrived at
any conclusion in the matter, he has
kept it well to himself. The report of
the tax commision is completed, and it
was to consider this report that the ses-
sion was to be called. The report, with
the law framed by the commission, is

no^v being printed for distribution, ur.d
it the extra session is to be called at all
this winter there is little time left to is-
sue the call. Those close to the executive
say that he has not decided the question
himself as yet.

Within the past week great pressure
has been brought to bear upon the jtov-
ernor to induce him not to call the extra
session. Most of this agitation has come
from the northern part of the state. An
effort has been made to convince the gov-
ernor that Duluth and the northern part
of the state were very hostile to the idea
of an extra session.

Representative Mallory, who was in
St. Paul yesterday, declared that this
sentiment actually exists, and that North-
ern Minnesota is opposed to the Session.
It ia pointed out that if the extra ses-

sion is no.t called the people will-have a
year in which to consider the tax com*
mission's report, and the legislature can,
at its next regular session, act with moro
judgment and with a better knowledge
of the facts, and more in harmony with
public, sentlmert than it could if called
together hurriedly at the present time.
It is claimed that Northern Minnesota

is not so set against thy* extra session
as some politicians would have it ap-
pear. A. C. Weiss, of Duluth, says: '

"The announcement that the report of
the tax commission has been completed
and will be placed in the governor's
hands this week has been quickly fol-
lowed by a renewal of the agitation by
the corporations and their satellites and
newspapers against the calling of an ex-
tra session of the legislature. An effort
is being made ot convince Gov. "Van Sant
that it would be poor political policy on
his part to call an extra session, and
that if the legislature should act unwise-
ly in any respect the blame would rest
upon him. This is said with a view of
intimidating the governor and causing
him to abandon his decision to summon
the legislature in extra session.

"The News-Tribune is carrying out this
policy in Duluth, and has also raised
the cry that the business connected with
the tax commission's report Is not ur-
gent ami can just as well as not ro over
another year, and that an extra session
would be a 'heavy burden upon the tax-
payers.' An attempt is made to bolster
up these claims by interviews with Du-
luth citizens, but it4s a pitiably weak ef-
fort. Most of those interviewed frankly
acknowledge they did not know anything
about the matter and were not compe-
tent to express opinions-, but a few peo-
ple were found who were afraid it would
'unsettle things.' There are always some
persons who are awfully scared about
'unsettling things' whenever it is pro-
posed to reform the tax laws and compel
the large corporations to bear their just
share of the taxation. And these same'
people would offer the same objections
to the matter being taken up at the regu-
lar session of the legislature.

"The commission's recommendations, if
adopted by the legislature, must be passed
upon by the people. If an extra session
is held, the constitutional changes can
be voted upon at next fall's election. If
no extra session be called, it will be
nearly three years before the people can
vote on the proposed changes, and that
would mean so much longer time for the
tax dodgers to escape.

"Gov. Van Sant will hardly be deceived
by these 'interviews.' Certainly they de-
ceive no one else."

The paving controversy last year hing-
ed on the adoption of a resolution con-
taining stringent indemnifying features
to be inserted in the specifications, b.it
which the board of public works 'refused
to recognize. These the Barber com-
pany was most eager to see enforced, and
this fact was taken advantage af lastnight by the passage of a resolution or-
dering them inserted in tfre rtexf^set of
specifications to be drawn. "We will se<*
if we get any better prices by their use,"
remarked Assemblyman Wh^lerr.,...

The specifications now call for a ten-
year guarantee, and a 50 per cent -surety
bond. No money is retained. City En-
gineer Claussen advised tt teh-year
guarantee, 10 per cent retaiaert money
and a25 per cent indemnifying bond. His
wishes, it seems, were not respected by
the board.

The promise of a big paving year was
given verification by the introduction of
numerous preliminary orders, calling for
the paving of many streets.. The list in-
cludes College avenue, from Third to
Wa-basha street; Fort street; Seven cor-
ners to Tenth street: East University,
Robert to Rice street; Ninlh, Smith
avenue to Robert street; Central Park
place, Summit to Central; Exchange,
Third to Cedar. The final order for the
paving of Jackson, from Ninth to Grovo
street, was approved.

An attempt was made to pass a final
order for the widening of Siblej" street
in the vicinity of tthe union dep'dt, but
it was temporarily hung up by sending
it to the committee on streets.

The tax budget and levy was given ap-
proval without any debate. The vots
was unanimous.
