The most important
of the properties purchased by the com-
gl&ny so far has been the old court house
Jjuilding and land. The consideration has
pot yet been made public.

The company expects to*erect a pas-
Bengor depot at the' upper end of the
property acquired and a freight house at
the 1 wer end. In order to gain all the
land needed a number of streets will
3iave to be vacated and it will be neces-
sary, of course, to gain the consent of
the city council in this matter. The of-
Sicials of the road, however, seem to
think that in view of the many advan-
tages the road will bring to Minneapolis
Ho trouble will be experienced in gain-
ing the city's consent.

The new road will run its trains over
%he Milwaukee tracks from Twelfth
istreet, having leased them from the lat-
ter company. At the point of intersec-
tion at T -elfth street the Burlington,
fcedar Rapids and Northern will build
Its own tracks.

The agents of the company in Minne-
apolis claim to have an option on all the
property needed and say that the road
Sras deposited sufficient money in Minne-
apolis banks to carry on the negotiations.

IMBECILE EMPEROR
OSTENSIBLE RILER 6ln CHINA IS A

MERE FIGUREHEAD IN THB
DOWAGER'S TRAIN

KEEPS TONGUE IN HIS TEETH

Crafty Old Lassie Who Holds tbe
Reins in China Is Driving; Very

Circumspectly to Please
the Foreigners

PEKTN, Jan. B.—All outward signs in-
dicate that the emperor of China is now
more completely under the domination of
toe empress dowager than he wa3 be-
fore the court went into exile. Several
high officials were today granted an in-
terview during which the empsror ailed
the role of a figure head. The empress
dowager sat on his majesty's left and
conducted the conversations.

According to the accounts of the of-
ficials who were received today, the
dowager empress ignored the emperor
and the latter did not attempt to take
any part in the affair. These officials
say his majesty appeared melancholy,
and listless. The principal topic of con-
versation during these audiences was the
presence in Pekin of the foreign garri-
sons. The dowager empress seemed im-
pressed with the necessity of a concilia-
tory policy.

Kvidence accumulates pointing to the
timidity of the dowager empress about
coming back to Pekin. Her first remark
on allighting at the station yesterday
was: "Where are the foreign soldiers?''

Tsi An Is Fidgety.
Upon seeing a number of newspaper

correspondents at Jthe station the dowa-
ger empress bowed to them obsequiously.
Before leaving Pao Ting Fu in the special

train yesterday the dowager empress re-
quested Traffic Manager Foley, of the
railway, not to use the locomotive
whistle, explaining that she was ex-
tremely nervous and the whistle
frightened her.

The dowager empress proposes to
decorate the American and Japanese of-
ficers who guarded the imperial palace
during the court's absence. She also wiU
confer decorations upon the officers and
engineers who had charge of the im-
perial train during the railway journey
from Pao Ting Fu.

The dowager empress has signed an
edict ordering the decapitation of Gen.
Tung Siang, the notorious anti-foreigner.

A Tartar general in Kan Su province
has been ordered to carry out this sen-
tence. Yuan Shai Kai, the viceroy of
Chi Li province, and a number of other
influential officials, memoralized the
throne, charging Tung Fuh Siang with
the murder of Belgian missionaries and
urging his execution before he could in-
cite rebellion and involve China in
trouble with foreign governments.

IfARRISBURG, Pa., Jan. 7.—Gov. Stone

issued a proclamation to the people of
Pennsylvania, in which he joins with
Gov. Nash, of Ohio, in suggesting that
Wednesday, Jan. 29, the fifty-ninth anni-
versary of the birth of William McKin-
ley, be observed by all the schools of the
state as "McKinley day," and that on the
Sunday preceding the 29th of January
special memorial exercises be held in all
churches.

About cne month ago this company ar-
ranged with big Wisconsin capitalists to
provide $5,000,000 for the purpose of de-
veloping the land*l of the company, in
other words to convert immense ever-
glades into profitable sugar plantations,
a work which is a most important un-
dertaking for the industrial development
of Florida. Mr. Merrill said:

"With the capital stock now subscribed
the company will go actively to work,
expecting within a short time to begin
expecting within a short time to begin
the construction of the canals, the cul-
tivation of sugarcane and the erection of
factories. When it is stated that the
company lias acquired the right to 1,000,-
--000 acres, expecting to turn these into
a magnificently fertile field for the cul-
tivation of the sugarcane crop, the mam-
nvcth scope of the enterprise can better
be realized.

"In addition to being a tremendous in-
dustrial undertakiag for Florida, it is
said to be the largest project for the
raising of sugarcane and the making of
sugar in the world. The calculations are
based on the fact that each acre, after
the drainage is completed, will produce
annually two tons of sugar, thus making
2,000,000 for the whole tract, and, ac-
cording to this estimate, the Florida
plantation or plantations would be suffi-
cient to supply the whole sugar trade of
America, The lands are the Florida
everglades. " The project to develop these
lands has been of long standing—in fact,
the inception of the enterprise was dur-
ing the Indian war.

The protocol between the two countries,
which was signed Dec. 25, remains un-
altered. Both Argentina and Chile have
adopted declarations which brine about
a mutual understanding.

Chile 'has declared her intention of re-
organizing her navy. She will sell three
of her present war vessels. These will
be replaced by new ships.

VAU>AiRAISO, Jan. B.—lt Is under-
stood here that the protocol signed Dec.
25 between Argentina and Chile will be
followed by other important arrange-
ments between the two countries, which
will produce lasting peace. The Chilean
government has no intention of increaseing the present military strength of flfe
country, but will reorganize the navy.
Besides having decided to sell one iron-
clad and two cruisers of the present fleet,
and. to replace them by modern vessels,
the Chilean senate has approved a bill
authorizing the sale of 1,000,000 hectares
of land adjacent to the Straits of Ma-
gellan and 70,000 tons of guano, the pro-
ceeds of which will provide the necessary
funds for the purchase of the rtfew ships.

CHICAGO, Jan. B.—Six hundred Demo-
crats attended the Jackson day banquet
which was held here this evening. The
main address was delivered by Judge Ed-
ward F. Dunne, of Chicago, who declared
conditions were ripening that would need
another Andrew Jackson for their solu-
tion. Of these conditions, he said the
tendency to establish another banking
monopoly was the most alarming. Judge

Dunne predicted glorious things for the
Democratic party in the next presidential
campaign, and urged all factions of the
party to unite on the main iasues.

James Hamilton Lewis, of Washington,
spoke briefly upon the history and pros-
pects of the Democratic party.

Other speakers were John F. Donovan,
of Milwaukee, and W. P. Kimball, of
Lexington, Ky.

State 3 of America."

FIFTEEN LIVES LOST
Park avenue mansions were thrown open
to the suffering, but most of the injured
were at once taken to hospitals.

M. "Wiskers, engineer of the "White Plains
train, is to blame. It is declared that
when the South Norwalk train stopped
a fiagraan ran, back into the tunuel, and
besides placing a- torpedo on the track
endeavored to flag the oncoming train.
The tunnel was beclouded with steam
and smoke, while the snow which fell
throusrh the airshafts tended to obscure
the view. Engineer Wisker and Fireman
Christopher Flynn were arrested. A
signal man also was detained for a time,
but was released.
