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TO SPEND MILLIONS

BALTIMORE & OHIO IMPROVEMENTS
DURING 1902 WILL COST
$50,000,000

PENNSYLVANIA RBACK OF IT

Corps of Engineers Has Inspected
the Road and Report That It
Could Be Improved
Greatly.

CHICAGO, Jan, 10.—Improvements to
be made on the Baltimore & Ohio svs-
tem during 1902 will cost fully $50,000,000,
a large portion of which sum, according to
a statement made today by the Record-
Herald, is to be expended on the lines
west of Pittsburg to Chicago.

This large sum of money was deter-
mined upon after a careful inspection
of the system by President Loree, and
it was followed by detailed estimates by
engineering and operating staffs of ‘what
the system nceds to place it in perfect
physical condition. Accordingly it is an-
nounced that President Loree's budeet
for the current yvear fixes the total sum
for betterments to the system at the fig-
ure mentioned above.

Less than two vears ago the Baltimore
& Ohio mana®ment began the physical
regeneration of the system by determin-
ing to spend $25,000,000 for betterments.
At that time the sum was almost unprec-
edented in railroad improvements for one
yvear. Later it was found that the work
contemplated could n@t be done for the
sum mentioned, and the appropriation
was increased to $40,000,000. Later anoth-
er $10,000,000 was raised by special bonds,
bringing the total sum up to $50,000,000.
The acquisition of new lines and the con-
solidation of the system has made it ad-
visable to appropriate an equal sum for
improvements, bringing the grand total
for the system within two years to $100,-
000,000,

In considering the matter of improve-
ments it is assumed that the rennsvl-
vania management is back of the latest
movement for the Baltimore & Ohio svs-
tem. The Pennsylvania's budget recent-
ly made up contemplates an expenditure
for betterments and new terminals of
nearly §$100,000,000, so that the Pennsyl-
vania has in reality decided that a total
of about $200,000,000 will put into good con-
dition the two systems which comprise
their main properties.

GRAIN EXPORTS DECREASE.

Reoads te Shipping Points Sufier, bat
Better Times Are Looked For.
President Stuyvesant Fish, of the liui-
nois Central, confirms the reports that
during the last three or four months the

" grain exports of this country have sut-

fered a serious falling off. He thinks the
reason for it is either that our prices
are too high or European prices are too
low. He believes that time will remedy
this, and that the remedy will be found
in a decline of our prices and a rise of
theirs, which means a meeting halfway.
Europe, he says, needs our grain, but he
doces not think they will pay present
prices for it. The Iilinois Central has suf-
fered through this falling off in export
grain, but the company’s decrease has not

been in proportign 1o the decrease on the
whole, because New Orleans, to which it
carries grain, is the port where the fall-
ing off has been least felt.

Railroads both East and West are no
longer complaining seriously of a ecar
shortage. Grain traffic from the Missourl
river and from Chicago to the Atlantic
seaboard has been steadily declining dur-
ing the last two or three months. and
shippers are not willing or able to pay
the high tariff rates put in effect on
Jan, 1.

TO BETTER 1TS SYSTEM.

Milwaukee Will Lay Duble Tracks
HBetween La Cresse and Chieago.
MILWAUKEE, Wis., Jan. 10.—President
A. J. Earling, of the Chicago, Milwaukee
& St. Paul road, announced today that
his company had definitely decided to
double track the La Crosse division be-
tween Milwaukee and La Crosse. a dis-
tance of 197 miles. The work of double
iracking will be begun in the spring, as
soon as the condition of the ground will
permit commencement of the work. It
is expected the work will take two sea-
sons to complete. With this improve-
ment accomplished the Chicago, Milwau-
kee & St. Paul system will have a com-
plete double track system between Chi-
cago and La Crosse, 282 miles, or more
than half the distance between Chicago

and St. Paul

RATES

WILL BE SMASHED,
Western Lines Revive Freight War
in Colorado and Utah.

DENVER, Col,, Jan. 10.—The freight
situation in the trans-Mississipnl and

Colorado common points territory. is
about to®be rudely disturbed once more.
The Missouri Pacific has announced its
withdrawal from all participation in tar-
iff agreements regarding Colorado and
Utah. With the Missouri Pacific out of
the tariff agreement, rates from Missis-
sippi river points will drop once more
with as much precipitancy as they did
during December,

With the Rio Grande system in its con-
trol the Missouri Pacific management can
continue its aggressive action success-
fully throughout Colorads» and Utah,
Whether the local freight association
will be able to block this is aquestioned.

It is considered a movement by the
Gould people to secure the bulk of the
available traffic of the Rocky mouuntain
region.

ANNUAL MEETING IS CALLED.
Railway Commniissioners to Meet in
Charleston, 8. C., Feb. 11.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 10.—A call has
been issued for the sixteenth annual ses-
sion of railway commissioners to be held
at Charleston, 8. C., Tuesday, Feb. 11.
The principal subjects that will be cen-
sidtred are the classification of operat-
ing and constructions, expenses of Steam
and electric railways, grade crossings,
railway taxes and ascertaining fair val-
uations of railway property, uniform
classification and simplification of tariff
sheets, railway statistics, necessary leg-
islation, safety appliances, delays in en-
forcing orders of railway commissions,
rates and rate-making, form for reports
ol electric railways,

MORE MONEY FOR CLERKS.,

Eastern Reads Are Looking Ianto
Matter ¢f Salaries,

A movement has been started to in-
crease the salaries of tlie clerical forces
of the roads operating east of Chicago.
Some time ago the general managers of
these lines at a meeting in this city prac-
tically agreed to materially advancesthe
wages of all persons connected with the
train s=ervice. The lLake Shore. Pennsyl-
vania and several other roads have ful-
filled their promises by increasing the
wages of brakemen, firemen and switch-
ien,

It is now proposed to go over the cler-
jcal rolls and ascertain whether advances
in the salaries of clerks and subofficers
would be warranted.

Alton and Wauabash at War.

JACKSONVILLE, Ill.. Jan. 10.--War
has broken out between the Chicago &
Alton and the Wabash in this city. The
Alton is moving its station from the
present location” at Wabash Junction tn
a site about fifteen feet wide, the Wa-
bash having ordered it off the Wabash
right. of way. The Alton, to retaliate
ordered the Pacific IZxpress company 1o
cease the use of the Alton platform for
handling express matter. This is the re-
sult of a war between the Wabash and
the Alton here on account of a contract,
in which the Alton secured an ailiance

with the Jacksonville & St. Louis, a
former ally of the Wabash, in the
handling of St. Louis business,

MILWAUKEE EXTENDS LINE.

New Branch to Run Northwest From
Eureka, S, D,

It is-reported that the Milwaukee road
is contemplating the extension of its line
northwest from Eureka, . D. The ex-
tension will follow the game geners!
trend as the branch takes up to the pres-
ent terminus. The terminus is expected
to be a short distance beyond the cross-
ing of the Soo Line in North Dakota.

To Fight Tourist Ratcs,

The Pennsylvania and the Baltimore &
Ohio have begun a crusade against tour-
ist agencies with a view to getting all
the Eastern lines to cease dealing with
them and ‘establishing tourist agencies
as a department of the railroads. In fur-
therance of the plan Assistant General
Passenger Agent George W. Boyd, of the
Pennsylvania, has sent a circular to
every general passenger agent in tho
country giving reasons why the railroads
should deal directly with the patrons in
tourist matters.

Good Work Rewarded.

As a reward for Keeping his section in
first-class condition, Michael Cully, of
the Aberdeen section of tne North-West-
ern, has been notified that he will b2
given two weeks’ vacation with pay and
also transportation for himself and fam-
ily to any point on the North-Western
line. The road has been in a habit of
giving a reward of some kind to the sec-
tion foreman that keeps his section in
the best condition, and this year Cully
drew the prize.

Burlington Leases lowa Lines.

The Chicago, 3urlington & Quincy
Railway Company of Iowa has leased atl
of the properties of the Chicago, Bur-
lington & Quincy Railroad company in
Missouri for a period of years, the con
sideration being $12,800,000. Similar ac
tion will be taken in a few days as re-
gards the properties of the old Burling-
ton Railroad company in Illinois, Iowa,
Minnezota, Nebraska and other states.
The new company will operate all the
properties as a unit.

Boston & Albany Bonds.,

BOSTON, Jan. 10.—The board of rail-
way commissioners today issued an o1-
der authorizing the Boston & Albany
Railway company to issue fifty-year 3!,
per cent bonds to the amount of $3,858,000
to take up outstanding bonds which ma-
ture April 1, 1902, This authority was
sought by the company in accordance
with the terms of its lease to the New
York Central company.

Brooks, of G. W., Goes to Des Moinea,

J. C, Brooks, traveling passenger agent
for the Great Western, has had his ter-
ritory changed from the far Northwest
to the state of Jowa.
