TALK OVER INSURANCE.

Lumbermen Adopt New Insurance

Constitution and By-Laws.

NO CAUCUS LIKELY

REPUBLICAN LEADERS HARDLY
ABLE TO PUT THEIR SCHEME
THROUGH

TAXATION THE ONLY QUESTION

QOtheyr Matters /ill Be Passed Up—

Gov. Van Sant Mach Pleased
Over Reception of
Report.

It is the consensus of pinion at the
present time that the Republican lead-
ers will not be able to pull off their
scheme to hold a party caucus the night
befors the assembling of the legislature
to decide on a line of action with regard
to the tax law. Within the past few
days a ceatiment against the caucus
proposition has been worked up, and the
rank and file of the Republican members
of - the legislature believe that such a
caucus might render great harm to the
chances of the party in the coming cam-
paign. Gov. Van Sant, who was at ﬁr._%t
disposed to favor the caucus idea, is
now in favor of the most open proced-
ure throughout, being convinced ithat a
caucus might be a serious politieal blun-
der, should it in any way interfere with
the free and fair discussion of the tax
law and the consideration of that law
in a spirit of honest judgment.

A well known Republican member
said yesterday: “I do not believe the
caucus idea will prevail. If the leaders
should issuz a call for the caucus I very
much doubt if they could control the
caucus, as they hope to, in the interests
of party economy. It is folly to talk of
setting a time limit on the session. The
entire matter may bé settled satisfac-
torily in thirty days, and it may be in a
tangled condition at the end of two
months. That cannot be decided in ad-
vance. The people demand that this
important measure receive the fullest
consideration of the legislature, and that
every person interested in any phase of
the subject of taxation have an oppor-
tunity to express himself through his
representaiive in the legislature. I do
not helieve it possible for any three men,
however faithful, to frame a tax law
that cannot possibly be improved upon.
1 do not doubt that this law is all that
is claimed for it, but a close study and
complzte consideration of al{ its bear-
ings will, no doubt, develop littie wua'k-
nesses here and there that can be easily
remredied, and the legislature should be
absolutely free to make these changes
wherever necessary.

“PThere have been many hints that cur-
rupting influences will be at work dur-
ing the session to undo the work of the
commission and thwart the will and wisa
of the people. It is most essential th:}c
the discussion and settlement of this
question be so open and above board that
no odium attach to the legislature as a
result of these charges. A caucus would
give more or less excuse for these iun-
sirtations. . = 3

“A caucus is wholly a negative quanti-
ty. It can do no good at all under any
citcumstances, and it may do unlimited
herm. Furthermore, although I am a
Republican, T do not forget that we are
acting on this law not for the ngul‘r-
lican party, or its future interesis, but
fcr the people of this state. The cau-
cus idea is wholly wrong. It has no place
in this extry session.” ;

It is said 1h\at the Republican leaders
may decide to pass up the caucus idea
on the main proposition, but hold tha
caucus to determine whether or not the
session shall take up other matters than
taxation. All those members of the leg-
isiature interviewed on the question thus
far are of the opinion that nothing save
the tax law should be eonsidered. Pub-
lic sentiment is unquestionably behind
this opinion. There wmeems to be no
dcubl at all that the session will devote
itself wholly to the tax law, and quit
when this matter is disposed of.

Gov. Van Sant is very much pleased at
the reception accorded the report of the
tax commission—“Van Sant’'s tax com-
mission’'—as he figures it. If the legis-
lature leaves the bill in as good shape
as it is now, the governor counts on
making it play a very leading part in
his campaign for re-election. He could
not conceal hiz pleasure when he read
John Lind's apprcval of the tax bill. He
figures that he has here an issue popular
with the people, and which cannot be be-
littled by the opposition.

SANITARY GONFERENGE

FAVORS ESTABLISHMENT OF NA-
TIONAL HEALTH OFFICE.

The state sanitary conference held its
second day's doing in Minneapolis to
even up the honors and met yesterday
morning in the bacteriological laboratory
at the state university.

The conference went on record as fa-
voring a new department of the national
government to be known as the depart-
ment of health and to be under the direct
charge of an official of the government
the same as any other department.

The conference devoted the morning,
after an address of welcome from Presi-
dent Northrop, to the reading and dis-
cussion of papers.

A striet law providing for the licensing
of all dogs, for the muzzling of those per-
mitted on the streets and for the killing

of all “strays,” is the solution to tae
problem of the total extermination of
rabies, says Dr. A. Sweeney, of St. Paul.

COLUMBUS, Ohio, Jam. 15.—What in-
terest was lacking in the present session
of the Ohifo legislature was fully madea
up this morning at the time fixed for
the formal re-élection of Joseph B. For-
aker to the United States senate.
