Englner. Vigorously Disagree

With Him—Society Elects

Officers.

Surveyors and engineers to the number
of twenty-five, representing about twenty
counties of the state, met yesterday in
Parlor B, of the Windsor -hotel, for the
eighth annual session of the Minnesota
Surveyors and Engineers' society. While
the papers were, as a rule, purely tech-
nical, therefore unintelligible to the lay-
man, those on drainage and county bridge
construction presented ideas worthy of
consideration. -

After tho adoption of the reports of the
secretary and treasurer, President Will'
C. Fraser delivered his annual address.
Mr. Fraser called the attention of the
members to the necessity for co-opera-
tion among engineers, pointing out that
in this age. of great engineering develop-
ment, the best results could only be ob-
tained "in this way. He spoke glowingly
of the future of the profession, maintain-
ing that the big work being done in New
York city and other places was merely
the beginning of what was to be. He
believed that it was only a question of
time until England,' Ireland and France
would be connected by tunnel, that the
Western continent would be joined to
Asia by a bridge.

Norris Y. Taylor, of Litchfield, spoke on
drainage, and started a discussion of don-
siderable proportions. Mr. Taylor thought
that in many instances the draining. of
lakes to secure ground was a great mis-
take, and a presumption on the part of
man altering nature's handiwork. To this
he attributed the constantly recurring
periods of drought, claiming- that there
would be more rainfall if there was more
water in the form of lakes in the state.

Many of the members of the society
took issue with Mr. Taylor, claiming that
the drainage of lakes had nothing to do
with the rainfall, as the water that fell
was evaporated from the ocean. Mr.
Taylor came back with the statement
that if that was entirely the case why
were there deserts. He said there must
be local conditions to assist in rain-mak-
ing.

Value of Drainage.

State Drainage Engineer George A.
Ralph, of Crookston, read a paper that
was diametrically opposed to that of Mr.
Taylor's in a great many respects. It
was on "Drainage of the Red River Val-
ley," and Mr. Ralph . had figures and
statistics galore to demonstrate how the
running off of water from the low lands
had resulted in the richest kinds of farms,
the annual yield of -which-had more than
paid for the cost of constructing the
ditches. -

The paper did not confine itself exclu-
sively to the Red -river; valley, but took
in Russia and the: Nile valley as .well,
showing the vast amounts that had been
expended by the Russian and English
governments for the reclamation of-arid
and swamp lands that had for ages been
considered absolutely worthless by every-
thing except water fowl.

Mr. Ralph contended that the western
part of the country was yielding but-21per cent of its capacity, and he said theday was not far distants when the ad-
vantages of drainage and irrigation wouldcause a great many ditches to be dug
He showed how in the northern part of
the state the construction of ditches hadonly-, cost the property owners from _--
few cents to $1.25 an acre.

County Surveyor George W. Coclev, of
Hennepin county, spoke on the. construc-tion of county bridges. Mr. Cooley said

Who Stand In Need of
Assistance.

BOSTON, Mass., Jan. 17.—Rev. Ed-
ward Everett Hale, D. D., president of
the - . Lend-a-Hand_ society, which for
months ha been collecting and shipping
clothing, food and other things to the
Boer prisoners held by the British in
Bermuda,' recently sent. his assistant,
Rev.. W. S. Key, to visit the prison camps
and report on the conditions.

Mr. Key, who has just returned, says
he was permitted to visit all the camps
on six'islands and to talk with all the
prisoners. There are now about 5,000 men
and boys in; the prison laagers. All the
prisoners complained of having no cloth-ing excepting what they wore when cap-
tured. Some of them had not a change
of underwear for sixteen months. Dur-ing Mr.I Key's visits, clothing j was dis-
tributed, but hats, caps, socks, towels,
handkerchiefs, underclothing, suspenders
and soap, needles, thread, buttons, and
knives are badly needed. The short al-
lowance of vegetables was also complain-

WASHINGTON. D. C.; Of all. the em-
ployes of the White House, the oldest is
Captain Pendel, Chief Doorkeeper and
Usher. He was appointed by President
Lincoln in December, 1864, and _fias held
this place through all administrations
since the Civil War. For more" than a
generation, therefore, he has been show-
ing visitors into the East Room, nearly
two million persons in all.Among the Usher's interesting collec-
tion of tales out of school, is one citing
a singular coincidence in which all the
ten Presidents whose habits he knew so
well, were of one mind.. This is a story
of the one thing besides-soap and water,
which all the Presidents used in com-
mon. It-was a little thing—but it is just
such trifles that impress upon us l__e
fact that great men ar«_. but human.

There always have
been many rivals of this particular arti-
cle, but curiously enough, all the Pres-
idents from Lincoln to Roosevelt have
had an . identical idea concerning the
brand of their choice.

Dr. Kuy-
per pointed out the improbability of any
of the great powers intervening in South
Africa in the near future, and suggested
that he be allowed Informally to sound
his friends in London In the hope of a
semi-official response. The Dutch prem-
ier accordingly met Abraham Fischer,'
the leader of the Boer delegates, and
others at Brussels', where a long confer-
ence was held, after which Dr. Kuyper
proceeded to London. The result of his
visit, if any has been attained,, is not yet
known. 7

"It is understood that Dr. Kuyper dis-
tinctly assured the Boers that Holland,
under no circumstances, would act as
an intermediary."

A. J. :Balfour, the government leader,
in the house of commons today, replying
to a question, said Col. Arthur Lynch,
the recently elected member for Galway,
who is said to have fought on the side
of the Boers in South Africa, wculd be
arrested Immediately after landing on
British soil.
