RAISED IDOUGHNUTS. CREAM FILLING.

At night scald one cup of milk, add one-
quarter level teaspoon of salt and one-
quarter yeast cake dissolved in one-quar-
ter cup of lukewarm water and ml. wjth

enough flour to make a stiff batter, In
the morning add two tablespoons of melt-
ed butter, one-half cup of sugar, one
beaten egg and flour to make a dou<h
barely stiff enough to handle. Roll
three-quarters of an inch thick, cut in
diamonds with a scalloped cutter or wiih
a jagger and let rise on a board for <«ne

\u25a0 hour, turn and let rise one-half an hour.
Fry in deep fat. When cool cut across
with a sharp knife, lay a spoonful of
raspberry jam on one-half, cover with

whipped cream." press the halves to-
gether and sprinkle the top with pow-
dered sugar.

These doughnuts are cxc silent for
breakfast without the fillings:- in that
case flavor with a few gratings of nut-
meg, cinnamon or lemon extract. Good
plain raised doughnuts may be made
from bread dough or that mixed for rolls;
these are best eaten warm, as they be-
come* dry, tough and tasteie'.,-. when
cold. . .

Unsweetened raised doughnuts served
warm with maple syrup is au>th-.r good
combination and the r.i'sh for .mm may
be kept up by varying the flavoring, from
time to time.
