In the hall of fame which is proposed
In connection with the world’s fair at St,
J.ouis in 1303 each state of the Louisiana
purchase will be entitled to select two of
its distinguished citizens whose busts or
statues will represent it. The only limita-
tion on the choice of any state in thus
selecting its representatives is that the
selection is to be made from historic
characters no longer living. They need
not have been born in the state if they
have been i, 'ntified with it, but such
questions as this are, of course, to be
determined by the people of each state
in making their selections.

Before this is done officially, it is high-
1y desirable that there shall be the wid-
est possible discussion in each state, and
to that end prominent public men, edu-
cators, journalists and others in Minne-
sota are being asked to suggest nomina-
tions and to promote the public discussion
of the history which the great men of
-Minnesota have helped to make in the
£tate and out of it.

A 3 1t deal of interesting and valuable
history is being thus developed. Among
those who have suggested names in this
preliminary discussion of the merits of

Minnesota’s great dead are President
Northrup, of the University of Minne-
sota; President James W. Strong, of
Carleton college; President Jameg Wal-
lace, of Macalester coliege; Mr. A. W.
Winchell, editor of- the American Geolo-
gist (Minneapolis): Mr. C. F. McDonald,

editor of the St. Cloud Times; Mr. Ran-
som Metcalf, editor of the West Duluth
X-Ray; Mr. J. Frank Dean, editor of the
Evening Journal, Owatonna; Mr, William
W. Payne, of the Goodsell observatory of
Carleton college, editor of Popular As-
tronomy, and Mr, J. 8. McLain, editor of
the Minneapolis Daily Journal.

In making his ncminations, through the
€ditorial columns of the Journal, Mr. Mc-
Lain discussed the names of William
Windom, Cushman X. Davis, Bishop
Whipple and John 8. Pillsbury, 4nd
found considerable difficulty in deciding
among them.

“Considering Minnesota’s great dead—
for the names of the living are left out
of consideration for this purpose—as re-
gards their national fame and thelr
achievements for the country as a whole,”
he writes, *“‘we would name William
Windom and Senator Cushman K. Davis.
Taking into account chiefly history-mak-
ing within the Louisiana purchase we
would name Bishop H. H. Whipple and
former Gov. John S. Pillsbury.”

In reaching the final decision, the work
of Mr. Windom was discussed as that of
the first Minnesota member of the na-
al legislature to make a profound

*SS on national legislation and to oc-
Cupy a commanding place as a national
statesman. He was for more than twenty
years'a member of either the upper or
lower house of congress, and ‘‘was twice
secretary of the treasury, recognized as
one of the greatest financiers of his time,
as one of the leaders of the Republican

party and the successful refunder of the
national debt.”

Windom and Davis.

“If Windom was the first, Cushnian
]’\‘.‘ Davis was the second Minnesotan to
achieve a high place in national politics
whether of the party or the mnation,”
continues Mr. McLain. “He had maae a
splendid record for statesmanship,
knowledge of international law and suc-
cessful legislation before the dispute
with Spain over Cuba that led to the

Spanish-American war. His position as
‘hairman of the senate foreign afrairs
committee before and during that war

le him largely responsible for shap-

ing events and formulating American
policies. After the war his position as
me er of the peace commission added

to fame, and he so successfully dis-
charged the duties of office &s to make
his name as closely identified with

an epoch-making treaty of peace as 1t
was with the inception of a most unsel-
fish war for humanity. Moreover, Sena-
tor Davis, as one of Minnesota’s gov-
ernors in the early 70s, played no mean
part in the upbuilding of the state.”

After a review of Bishop Whipple's
great usefulness as “the apostle to the
Indians,” Mr., McLain concludes:

“Gov. John 8. Pillsbhury was perhaps
personally less known outside the state

than D Windom or Whipple, but his

His redemp-
tion of Minnesota from the blight of re-
pudiation, his rearing of its university,
his munificent charities and public gifts,
his personal goodness, the lofty tone of
his life, its broad scope, the value of
his example to the youth of the West—
all these combine to give him a claim on
fame. Then, too, history in these days
is not only the story of kings and presi-
dents, lawmakers and politicians; it
must give much space to industry. As a
captain of industry, Gov. Pillsbury takes
rank with the greatest and strongest.
Considering him as a great man, whos2
work was done in the Louisiana pur-
chase, it counts strongly in his favor
that he was the founder, savior and pro-
tector of what is unquestionably tne
greatest institution of learning within
the limits of that wvast region. If the
conditions of the choice were that one
of the two should be named for his re-
gional work, the other for his nationa:
work, we would, all things considered,
name Gov. Pillsbury and Senator Daviz,
It is highly desirable and impo:tant that
there shall be a general discussion of
the question so that it may be thorough-
ly sifted before official choice be made.’”

Northrop Names Sibley.
President Northrop, of the University

of Minnesota. writes in suggesung
Cushman K. Davis and Willlam Win-
dom:

“Minnesota is a wvoung state. and

there are others more familiar with the
details of her early history than I am,
but it seems to me that the three men
who have rendered the most distinguish-
ed services to the country and the world,
and are no lcnger living, are William
Windom, Cushman K. Davis and Gen-
eral Henry Hastings Sibley. Mr. Win-
dom served in the senate and in the
cabinet. Mr. Davis was a most distin-
guished senator and diplomatist. Gen.
Sibley was the first governor of Minne-
sota, and a warrior of local prominence
-—a man who did a great deal to estab-
lish the character of and form the state.
If I were compelled to name two, 1 think
that the expression ‘Services rendered to
the country and the world’ would require
me to select the first two whom I have
named. Probably the old residents of
Minnesota would have a much better
judgment than I have.”

President James W. Strong, of Carle-
ton college, says in suggesting Messrs.
Windom and Davis:

“If statues of representative men of
Minnesota no longer living are to be
placed in a ‘Hall of Fame,” I have no
hesitation in naming as those who have,
in my judgment, rendered the country
and the world the most distinguished
services, William Windom and Cushman
K. Davis.”

Among those who have suggested nom-
inations with very brief comment, or
with none at all, are Mr. Ransom Met-
calf of West Duluth, suggesting Cush-
man K. Davis and Ignatius Donnelly;
Mr. A. H. Winchell, of Minneapolis, sug-
gesting Cushman K. Davis and John S.
Pillsbury; President James Wallace, - cf
Macalester college, suggesting Cushman
K. Davis and ex-Gov. Alexander Ram-
sey.

Sibley and Pillsbury.

Mr. C. F. McDonald, of the St. Cloud
Times, says in suggesting Messrs. Sibley
and Pillsbury:

“I beg to suggest the names of Henry
S. Sibley and John Sargent Pillsbury. Tke
first named was one of the earliest set-
tlers of Minnesota in territorial days and
did much to develop and build up the
state. He was also the first governor of
Minnesota, a general in the Union army
during the war, and a man who dicd
honored and respected by all the in-
habitants of Minnesota regardless of
class or party. John S. Pillsbury served
three terms as governor of this state.
He was elected an honorary life regent
of the University of Minnesota because
of his efforts in building up that institu-
tion, and because of the further fact that
he contributed great financial assistance
to it. Without more elaboration, I think
I can truthfully say there are no two
Minnesotans who have passed away bet-
ter entitled to a place in the proposed
‘Hall of Fame.’”

Mr. William W, Payne, of the Goodsell
observatory, of Carleton college, and edi-~
tor of Popular Astronomy, writes:

Bishop Whipple Also,

“Personally, I would suggest three
names as most worthy from recent times:
C. K. Davis, Bishop Whipple and John 8.
Pillsbury, all of whom have passed away
quite recently. Mr. Davis was of grezﬂ.
lg\gal reputation among us for years,
Then without previous preferment he
went into the senate, and there, as is
well known, he made a mark as senator,
and as one prominent in committee work.
John 8. Pillshury was for three succes-
sive termus gowvernor-—no other having
been so often chesen in this state, and
few others so often out of it. He did
most beneficent work for the state in
freeing it from railroad bonds. In edu-
cational lines he was a conspicuous
donor. Of Bishop Whipple's infiuence,
the country knows, and that it was he
who for many years practically stood
back of the country’s policy and dealings
With the Indians.”

Mr. J. Frank Dean, of Owatonna, ed!-
tor of the Evening Journal says in an
editorial discussion of Minnesota's blace
in the proposed Hall of Fame:

‘“The selection is not easy to make,
but we think that by a general concen-
cus cf opiion it will be admitted that ths
late Senator Davis did more towarda
shaping the nation's history, as that
term is gencrally understood, than any
other Minnesotan, living or dead. His
name will always be associated with the
agitation of the freedom of Cuba, the
struggle which brought it about, and
the treaty by which peace was secured.
Our future relations with England nave
been affected by his attitude on the
Clayton-Bulwer treaty and the Nicara-
gua canal questicn. His influence in shap-
ing other national legislation has been
considerable, and at home he has done
much to guide and direct public opin-
fon. The second place is not so ecasy to
assign—not because of any dearth of ma-
terial, but because the influence of our
public men has not always been exer-
cised in the same direction and it is im-
possible to say whose labors have been
the more enduring. The names of Bishop
Whipple, Gov. Pillshury, Gen. Sibley,
William Windom and Ignatius Donnelly
are each entitled to consideraticn in
this connecton., as each of them in his
time has exercised a wide influence and
done his share towards shaping history.
As to whose influence has been the more
lasting time alone will tell. We are
inclined to think, however, considering
the time spent in the public service and
the good done, that Bishop Whipple
should occupy a very eminent position
among the men who in Minnesota are
entitled to a place in the Hall of Fame.”

As has been said already, these sugges-
tions are only preliminary and it is desir-
able to do everything pussible to keep the
discussion open and to develop the his-
tory made by the great men of the state,

WOMAN'S BRAVERY

MISS KING OFFERS HERSELF TO
DISPROVE DR. KOCH'S
DICTUM

CAN COWS GIVE CONSUMPTION ?

Experiment That Will Settle a Ques-
tion That Is of Great In-
terest to Medical

Men.

Special to The Globe.

NEW YORK, Jan. 18 — It is possible
for the bacilli of tuberculosis to be con-
veyed to us through the medium of that
draught of typical purity, the milk of
the cow? If so, the innocent looking bev-
erage which we have been taught to
look upon as the veritable cup of the
gods is more deadly than the vilest whis-
ky ever nanded over the bar of -the foul-
est grog shop on earth.

Quite lately, at the- tuberculosis con-
gress held in Europe, where all the great
authorities on serum and microbes were
gathered to discuss the question of all
most vital to the health of the human
race, the great and learned Dr. Xoch,
discoverer of the consumption bacillus
and originator of tne first serum for de-
stroying the deadly germ, enunciated the
theory that it was impossible to inoculate
human beings with the bacilli of the cow.
His statement, while it relieved many
from the dread they had experienced pre-
viously over the use of cow's milk, or
even the use of beef, caused a wave of
skepticism to float over the professional
field, and the colleagues of Dr. Koch no
sooner returned to their laboratories than
they commenced to launch out articles
denuciatory of his opinion in regard to
the transference of bovine and human
tuberculosis.

A battle of words ensued—mere words
—but no one thought of putting the mat-
ter to an actual test until Dr. George D.
Barney, of Brooklyn, N. Y., a specialist
of the respiratory organs, who has en-
joyed the distinction of being president
of the Long Island Medical society, sue
geon to the out-door department of St.
John's hospital, visiting surgeon to the
King’s county hospital and incumbent of
many otner offices, came forward and an-
nounced that he would attempt to dis-
prove the Koch dictum.

In order to carry out his proposed ex-
periment it was necessary for Dr. Bar-
ney to secure a cow which was absolute-
ly free from tuberculosis and a human
subject willing to risk his or her life by
having the so-called innocent tuberculosis
germs injected into themselves.

The former was an easily accomplished

were genuine tg;)erculqals germs  yet
fully demonstrated. :

Censequently gulnea pigs were secured
and some of the bacilli were injected into
them. They rapid}y developed symptoms
of consumption &n when Killed the
deadly bacilli were found inside them.

There could now._be no.doubt whatever
that the germs in question were genuine
bacilli of consum%tion and steps were
taken at once to imoculate the cow.

Five injections of the jiquid containing
the germs were then given to the cow
after its freedom from
had. been absolutély demonstrated. The
points selected for using the needle or
syringe were the neck armpits, breast,
and a spot beside the udfider. There was
no pain whatever' connected with these
operations, ¥ !

A week sufficed to devolop symptoms
of tuberculosis in the cow. From normal
its tcmperature rose to over 100 degrees,
wkile other unmistakable symptoms of
consumption developed. Subsequently
serum was drawn from the swelling
which had developed in the cow and
subsequented to a close examination. The
bacilli of tuberculosis swarmed in it.
Confirmatory tests were made which es-
tablished the fact beyond question. One
of the tuberculosis glands was then re-
moved from the animal. and found to ve
swarming with the bacilli,

The gland was minced up and placed in
a liquid specially prepared to insure the
preservation of the germs. These germs
were identified very clearly under the
microscope,and no doubt as to their being
what was indicated by the symptoms
was lacking.

The most important point in all the
experiment had now been reached. Ev-
erything was in readiness to inoculate a
human being, absolutely free from tu-
berculosis, with germs taken from a
cow impregnated with it.

Miss King had not faltered in her pure
pose when word reached her that every-
thing was in readiness for her 4t Dr.
Barney's office.

There wus not the slightest sign of ner.
vousness about her as she barded her
reck in the presence of a number of wit-
nesses and received an injection of the
deadly virus through the serum syringe.
After a few minutes had elapsed Dr. Bar-
ney asked his patent if she was ready to
receive another injection. She answered
in the affirmative, and another volley of
the deadly germs penetrated her dainty
flesh. It seemed a crime .to pour the
Geadly poison into a young woman just
standing on the threshhold of happy life
—but if such, it was a crime for science.

Before she left the office Miss King's
neck had a slight swelling. Dr. Barney
pressed hes hands warmly and promisea
to devote all his skill to counteracting
the influence of the disease in her system,

Then the latest. martyr to science en-
tered her carriage and was driven to hex
home in New York, where she awaits de-
velopment.

Dr. Barney's splendid experiment has
prevented the loss of hundreds of thous-
ands of lives which Dr, Koch's fallacy
put in jeopardy.

The state of New York has been vindi-
cated for inaugurating a quarantine
against tuberculosis cattle, and every gal-
lon of milk should now be tested by state
inspectors before its sale as a food is
allowed.

Singularly enough the person who re-
sponded to Dr. Barney's requirement was
& woman—not sorme unfortunate starv-
eling, eager to risk her life for the Jp-
portunity to earn money with which to
feed her starving little ones or helpless
parents, but a young and beautiful wom-
an of independent means prompted to the
heroic action by a desire to help to soive
a question of such tremendous magnl-
tude to her fellow beings.

Dr. Barney has told this young woman,
a Miss King, of New York, that she may
acquire consumption from this injecticn
of so rapid and dangerous a character
that he may be unable to save her life,
but that he hopes the tuberculosis will
not develop so rapidly that he will not
be able to keep it under control.

Miss King has been interested in Dr.
Barney's experiment since last Februa:y
which induced her to come forward so
readily and offer herself as a martyr ou
the altar of science.

In response to irquiries as to the state
of her feelings in undertaking the sacri-
fice Miss King says simpiy and with
that superb heroism of which true woin-
anhood is capable: ‘I hope Dr. Barney
will be able to cure me as he has prom-
ised to try his best to do, but if not T
shall be satisfied to have done somethin
during my life for my fellow beings.
have done very little for anyone before.”

In order to secure an absolutely healthy
cow Dr. Barney called upon a well known
experimenting veterinary surgeon, Dr.
‘Walter Lincoln Bell, of Brooklyn, wha
assisted him in finding what appeared to
be a perfectly healthy cow. This black
and white Jersey Shorthorn was examin-
ed and re-examined a number of times in
order to make everything sure as to tha
fact of its perfect healthiness. IEven the
tuberculin test was given but failed o
demonstrate the slightest symptom of
tuberculosis. After every proof had been
secured as to the perfect freedom of the
cow from tuberculosis it was locked p
in a private barn on 23 South Biliott
street,

The next step was to secure some of
tha germs of consumption from a human
subiect, something which, unfortunately,
it 1s only too easy to find in anyone’s
medical prac:tice.

A new patient already far gone with
the disease was selected and it was an
easy matter to obtain virulent germs
from his throat. The bacilli taken from
this patient were, according to the usual
prccedure in such cases, mixed with
beef bouillion used by bacteriologists in
their important experiments. Whign
thoroughly mixed the matter was placed
in a tube to be left in an incubator
where the development of the germs
would be forced.

Tc show how thoroughly every step of
this investigation has been taken the
germs thus propagated in the incubator
were not injected directly into the cow.
When the tubes were taken from the
iccubator it was found that swarms of
bacilli had been developed. Under the.
microscope the character of these bacilil

ufacturing. the fiter paper upon which
his money notes are printed. He pays a
Massachusetts firm 43 cents a pound for
it, and this firm dees its.work under the
surveillance of a government agent. The
paper is manufactured of the finest rags,
cleaned, boiled and mashed into pulp.
As it is rolled into thin sheets silk threads
are introduced into it by a secret process,
These are the distinguishing marks mak-
ing imitation of the paper well-nigh im-
possible. The sheets of paper, already
counted twice and placed in uniform
packages at the paper mill, are stored in
a treasury vault and issued to the bu-
reau of engraving and printing as want-
ed. DBefore leaving the treasury they are
counted three times more, and the re-
ceiving official at the bureau must re-
ceipt for them. Then the bundles are
unwrapped and the sheets are counted
twenty-eight times by a corps of wom-
en. Ths is to insure that each printer
gets the recorded number—no more, no
less. If one sheet of this precious pa-
per be lost the entire force of men and
women having access to the room where
the misplacement has occured are kept
in, like so many school children, to find
it. Each sheet is issued from the vauilt
for the printing of a definite amount of
money upon it. If the lost sheet were in-
tended to ultimately represent $4,000 worth
of notes the group of employes to whom
the responsibilty of its misplacement has
been traced must make good that amowwnt
if they cannot locate it within a reason-
able time. The most expensive loss
which has thus occurred was of a blank
sheet issued for the printing of $80 upon
its face.—Ladies’ Home Journal.
