ried. Io 1900 there were 6.586, arrivals
and clearances, carrying 10,578,368 tons
of freight, an average for eacn boat of
1,G06 tons. In 1901 there were G.374 ar-
rivals and clearances, carrying a total
tonnage of 11.524,225 tons, an average
cargo of I.SOS tons.

ADVANTAGES OF CANAL
DR, ROBINSON DISCUSSES PHASES

OF ISTHMIAN PROJECT

Canal Would Overcame the Greatest
Obstacle in the Way of De- ,

velopment of the
West.

Dr. E. V. Robinson, principal of the
Central high school, spoke to the young
men's debating club at the Y. M. C. A.
last night upon tha subject of the
Isthmian canal. He took up a thorough
history of the project from the time of
its inception and explained something of
the importance of the movemmt.

He said that the isthmus isWne of the

greatest obstacles 'to a greater develop-
ment of the West that has to be over-
come. It makes it impossible for tne peo-
ple 01 the western part of the United
States to compete with those of the east-
ern portion on account of not being able
to place their products on the market
without paying heavy freight rates. The
cheapest way to transport freight is by
means of the water routes, for then all
that has to be kept in order is the mov-
ing- stock. Heavy freight cannot be
transported long: distances by rail, and
put on the market in competition with
the same goods that have not been
hauled so far because the freight charges
o.t> too high.

He favored the building of the canal
for various reasons-, among which he
mentioned the advantage in making
proper defenses along both coasts. The
necessity of taking the Oregon around
Cape Horn in order that it might taKe
part in the battle of Santiago should con-
vince one that a shorter route between
the two coasts is needed. If the canal is
built San Francisco will be a iittle over
4,<.00 miles from New York, instead of be-ing over 11.000 miles as it now is.

Dr. Robinson took up a comparison of
the two proposed routes of tne canal.
He spoke of the difficulties that confront
the adoption of the Panama route among
which he mentioned the climatic con-
ditions, which are exceedingly unhealthy,
the floods on the Chagres rivtr, the dif-
ficulty of securing any satisfactory- ar-
rangements with the government of the
United States of Colombia and that the
canal would be in the calm belt which
would make it almost impossible for
sailing vessels to use it.

He found conditions a little more favor-
able for the adoption of the Nicaraguan
route. The cost of constructing the canal
at that point would be a little more than
at the isthmus, but far more satisfactory
arrangements can be made and the canal
will be nearer the United States. Taking
all things into consideration, Dr. Robin-
son favors the adoption of the Nicar-aguan route.

The sale ofsiato lands during the past year hasbeen unprecedented in two things-the
amount of land and the price secured
tne-refor. The amount, equals the limitl_y law for one year's sales— acres.Ine money taken in from these sales isabout $1,225,000. Most of the land soldat about $11 per acre. This $1 to $5 high-
er than the state has ever been paid per
acre any previous year for similar land.

Of the money taken in, over $1,000 000
will go to the school fund.

POTATOES ARE CHEAPER
TUBERS ARE RAPIDLY APPROACH-

ING A REASONABLE PRICE "

Mild Weather Responsible for a
Rush to Market, and Supply

Will Sooa Be Lib-

eral.

The price of the succulent root, com-
monly called the \u25a0 potato, and sometimes
vulgularly referred to as a "spud" is
on the decline, and dealers venture the
opinion that, perhaps after all the con-
sumer will not be obliged to purchase
them at so much apiece rather than by
the bushel, as has been the custom of
recent months.

From 90 cents a bushel to 85 cents is
the record of one day on the market,
and the indications are that the starchy
staple will soon be within the reach of

. For a long while during the fall the
report was current that there were no
potatoes, and the knowing ones in
"ticker" circles ceased speaking of dollar
wheat and referred to "dollar potatoes.' 1

"Just as good as the potatoes" became
a familiar phrase, and many a vision of
wealth was seen by the agriculturist
who was fortunate enough to put in a
big crop of "praties."

Now, however, his visions are dispell-
ed, for the price is coming down, and
baked potatoes will no longer be a lux-
ury and instead of ordering baked ap-
ples, for economical reasons, the man
who eats at restaurants can go back to
the roots.
' There is also a possibility that the lit-
tle slip of paper attached ai present to
the bills of "what to eat," stating that
potatoes are "5 cents extra," will be dis-

! pensed with, and with every steak there
! will come a liberal supply of potatoes. *

To view the situation from a sordid
commercial aspect the descent in prices
is said to be due to the exceedingly mild

I weather, and also to the fact that every

\ farmer who has a hundred acres of
; potatoes is realizing that there are oth-

ers who had as much foresight or luck
as himself, and that they are hastening
to get their product on the market in
time to command some of the inflated

EXHIBIT

ENTRIES AEE COMING Iff

Show Will Open a Week: From To-
day, and Cat Show Will Be

Held as Companion

Attraction.

Soon the big auditorium will be filled
with the clarion notes of the rooster and
the exultant cackle of his helpmate, the
hen. The occasion will be the annual
exhibition of the Minnesota State Poul-try association, and the time will be the
week of Jan. 29.

The final arrangements for the an-
nual gathering of the feathered tribe werecompleted by the members of the as-
sociation at a meeting held last Friday
night, and from now on, the' enthusiastic
fanciers will be busily egaged in pre-
paring for the event.

The selection of the auditorium is anew departure, but the association con-
template© new features and arrange-
ments, and figured that the big, roomy
structure on Eighth street was the only
one that would suit its purposes.

For the exhibition of the several thous-
and feathered beauties, not to speak of
a display of pedigreed cats, new coops
have been secured, and these will be ar-
ranged in a single tier around the large
hall, instead of being piled up one on
top of the other, as in previous exhibi-
tions.

Though some opposition was offered,
the association decided to open the ex-
hibit to the public on Sunday. This
was done last year, and was a wise move
in that It caused a material increase In
the attendance over previous years.

A big feature of the feathered display-
will be an exhibition of pheasants by Dr.
W. W. Bradley, of Forman, N. D. Some
weeks ago he made a heavy importation
of valuable birds of this breed from
Antwerp, and they will form a promi-
nent part in his display. There will
also be an exhibit of pheasants by W.
"W. Withee, of La Crosse, Wis.

Though entiles will be found from
many states, the birds principally will
be confined to fanciers in the North-
west. Calls at present for entry blanks
are numerous.

The furred display, which is under
the direction of Mrs. Knox Bacon will
be very complete. Entries of cats are
being made daily. Next week the asso-
ciation will commence the work of get-
ting the auditorium in condition for the
exhibition.

The second heat Lady Volante took the
lead again, and had things pretty much
her own way until she got well into She
stretch, when E. J. M. Jr. challenged her
to a race for the wire, but the little
chestnut mare was game, and beat the
stallion out by a nose, with Pale Face
third.

In the third heat Fauna Glenn, who
had apparently more speed than could
be gotten out of her by her owner, chang-
ed drivers, and when Billy Matthews
climbed up on the sulky the crowd said,
"you will now see a horse race," and
they were not disappointed. They all
got away to a fair start and maintained
their positions well into the stretch, when
Fauna Glen, E. J. M. Jr and Lady
Volante, drew away from the balance and
came under the wire noses apart, Fauna
Glenn's nose was ahead of E. J. M. Jr.
and Lady Volante was third. This was
the most excitig heat of the entire race,
and the driving finish brought out a loud
cheer from the crowd.

Now that Fauna Glen had got her
courage up to the right point she went
in and took the next two heats without
any apparent effort. E. J. M. Jr.. how-ever was always in the' race, and he was
never beaten out of second place al-
though when it came to dividing' theprize he had to be content with third.

is the record of the members of the Cen-
tury Road Club association. This rec-
ord includes one ride of 26 consecutive
centuries, one of 10, one of 8, one of 7, two
of 5, five of 4, forty-six of 3 and 229 dou-
ble centuries. President C. Staubach. of
the Century Road Club association, in
tabulating the century records of mem-
bers to Jan. 1, has included only active
members in good standing.

In 'this list of century riders, the leader
is Harry Early, whose record is 212 cen-
turies. Next in order are Gus Ehloff,
203; Isaac Gillette, 191; D. M. Adee, 116;
C. H. Fessenden, 113; Paul Thomas, 103;
C. P. Staubach, 100; W. H. Anderson, 50;
Henry Veit, 82; F. W. Hyde, 77; Miss J.
C. YatmaTi. 75; F. Myrick, 75; F. Lange,
59; J. McCormick 58; T. J. Moore, 67;
Miss M. Gast, 56; John Simpson, 53; \V.
Newland, 52, ana R. M. Bingham, 50.

Four other members have records from
40 down.
