Pool Game.

It is no easy task to beat a Ckinaman
at his own game. The crafty Mongo-
lian makes no move in public where he
is not sure of his game.

To Li Hang Chang Foo (Charles E.
Blodgett) belongs the unique ecredit of
having met and conquered the cham-
pions of China in their own territory at
a sport in which their proficiency has
been undisputed for many centuries.

It is thke two-cue game of pool and
juggling of ivory balls between two
sticks, a pastime which the yellow-
skinned Asiatics have handed down
from a remote age, and which Eiedgett
mastered after many years spent in the
Celestial Kingdom.

Li Hang Chang Foo, as he delights to
be called, has been giving exhibitions of
his peculiar skill and deftness at Colum-
bia hall, No. 1241 ¥ulton street, Brookiyn.

He stands 2lone in his profession—so
much so that he offers $1,000 to anyone
whoe will duplicate his tricks. Chinamen
whese work he has improved upon have
attempted to secure this prize without
success. He will also give any profes-
sional player §100 who will beat him,
the opponeut to accept six pockets, while
Li Hang will confine his trials to two.

OCne of his hardest tricks is placing
six balls between two cues and throw-
ing them into the air. The balls drop
quickly, but not before Li Hang is
rcady for them, and the positions they
occupied before their flight await them
as they descend, which they do with a
crasl, to become instatnly immovable be-
tween the slippery cues. He then re-
vclves the balls between the cues with
lightning-like rapidity.

Arnother trick, which many people have

attempted without success, defies the
laws of gravity. Placing three balls upon
two cues, Li Hang revolves his body.
The balls are in the center of the cues,
Witheut seeming cause one of them
leaves its mates and starts for the end
of the cue, which by this time is almost
perpendicular. In an instant, the second
starts to follow, and remains with the
first till the third begins its climb and
finally reposes beside its two erratic com-
panions,
_ Juggling halls between his cues, twist-
ing himself ocut of shape to catch balls
in the air, which describe remarkable
evciutions, is a part of the work which
this adopted son of China displays.
