NOT ACCOMPLISHED 4 G

The purchase of the Danish islands
seems to be an accepted fact among the
imperialist politicians and newspapers.
Yet the event is no nearer accomplish-
ment today than it was in 1867 when the
senate refused to sanction it. There is
the present sanction of the senate to the
undertaking which is by no means as-
sured, and there is the further require-
ment of the appropriation of four mil-
lions and a half of dollars by the house,
which there is no danger of seeing ac-
complished, at least until the country is
made to understand thoroughly the
nature of the latest bad bargain in the
purchase of ‘‘colonial possessions’” which
We are now expected to go into.

But aside from the official action neces-
sary on this side of the ocean,’there are
one or two trifling matters to be at-
tended to on the oher side before we
have put ourselves in possession of a
group of islands of little or no commer-
cial, or, for that matter, strategic worth,
There the plebiscite, which it is
understood is to be taken on the part
of the natives, and the concurrent action
of the Danish parliament, Denmark re-
fusing to express its sanction until the
senate has acted on the proposed treaty.

The leading organ of the administra-

is

from one of the islands, declares that it
is all wrong to think that there is any
opposition among the natives or that
a plebiscite is necessary to determine
the popular -will. Its correspondent
naively suggests that there are “‘so many
different nationalities” in the islands
that it would be a matter of great dif-
ficulty to arrive at a just conclusion
through a plebiscite. Had he said that
there are so many different shades of
color prevailing among the natives, he
would have been much nearer to the
truth.

We have Porto Rico as the result of
the latest colonial purchase, and the
strategical advantages of the island,
which is one of some proportions and
productiveness compared with St. Thom-
as or St. Cruz has always been urged as
the principal justification of its acquisi-
tion. The worthless group which we are
negotiating for now will not add one
iota to the strategical advantages which
are already furnished by the acquisition
of the neighboring island; and judging
by what has happened on one of those
islands since the last failure to acquire

they will sink out of sight and Into the
bed of the Caribbean sea. = _

Aside from every consideration as to
the inherent worthlessness of the islands,
the American people will not be allowed
to ignore the truth that if we are to
do the bidding of the imperialist admin-
istration and take hold of them, it will
be but the entering wedge to the ac-
quisition of the worth_ws possessions of
other nations in that region of the world's
surface. If we are justified in tuese
negotiations we are Aln opening up nego-
tiations for gany  or all- of the entire
Lesser Antilles, from Porto Rico to
Qrinidad, and we may readily find our-
selves committed to getting control of
the entire West Indian archjpelago. The
hunger of dominion possesses our rulers,
and it is not to be appeased by any
mere territorial mouthful such as is rep-
resented by the mlse;able possessions of
Denmark, with their agglomeration of
half civilized or wholly uncivilized ne-
groes and mulattoes.

TAFT JOINS SCHURMAN.

The first president of the Philippine
commission has already declared his con-
viction that the natives of the islands are
entitled to political liberty at the earliest
feasible moment, and he is reported as
being practically charged with treason by
reason of these opinions by the com-
m.anding officer in the archipelago. He
is, moreover, being abused wi.nout stint
by the imperialist editors and politicians,
and is now compelled to take his place
among the Awunties and cther objection-
able personages.

‘While the exeitement caused by Prof.
Schurman’s- declarations continues, the
existing president of the Philippine com-
mission comes out squarely and opposes
the American reconcentrado policy which
has just been evelved for the subjuga-
tion of certain of the Philippine natives.
It remains to be learned hcw the declara-
tion of Gov. Taft will be treated by the
imperialist folk. Here is the substance
of Gov. Taft's statememt on the recon-
centrado policy:

I am opposed to the principle of the
reconcentrado policy. The natives of the
Philippine islands have shown great in-
terest in the elections which were held
in December for councilors to the assem-
bly. They are showing even more inter-
est in the elections which are to take
place in two months for governors of the
provinces. The policy of reconcentration,
as T understand it, is unnecessary, in my
opinion, to affairs in the provinces.

In addition to the ioreéoing, President
Taft declares his conviction that the nz-
tives are anxicus to take part ia the gov-
ernment of the islands, and that peace
reigns in the several provinces with - .7
exceptions.

In the face of such statements as these

.by men of -the highest character and of

exceptional opportunities for judgment of
the actual situation who are without the
slightest motive for misstating that situa-
tion, the policy of coercion through mil-
itary operations which is being main-
tained, is simply indefensible, and the
plan of Gen. Bell is a cri—:e against the
national good name, -

The entire system of administration at
present in operation in the Philippines is
one of absolutism. The maintenance of
mlitary ascendancy is inconsistent win
the declaraticns of both thre civil admin-
istrators selected by the president to rep-
resent the authority 6f the nation at Ma-
nila. But in principle the military sys-
tem differs in no essential from the civil
system we have in operation there. The
entire theory on which the civil
government is based is that of_ potitical
absolutism. How its further continuance,
with congress in session and wi{™ - ma-
jority in both branches ready to obey
the crack of the administration whip, can
be justified or even excused by the Re-
publican party, passes the understanding
of any observer who still believes that
the existing government is called upon to
observe the known wishes of the Amer-
ican people and to respect the civil rights
of those who recognize the mnational
authority.

HOW THEX LOVE US.

There is a deal of unconscious humor
exhijbited on both sides in the prevailing
discussion going or in German and Brit-
ish circles regarding the real extent and
character of the friendship of Germany
and England respectively the
United States. The discussion seems to
have been started by the London news-
papers, whose sense of humor is not uni-
versally recognized. They appear to have
started it. moreover, as the result of the
contemplated trip of Prince Henry of
Prussia to this couvntry, to which they

insist on attaching a deal of political
significance which nobody but themselves
seems quite able to comprehend.

The London correspondent of the New
York Evening Post pays heavy cable tolls
for his paper on a lengthy letter in
which he makes himself the champion of
the English view. As proof apparently
of the genuineness of English friendship
and the dubious mature of the attitude
borne by Germany toward us during tha
Spanish war and generally, he quotles
the encouraging declaration of the Lon-
don Spectator, made within a few days,
to the effect that England would wnot
stand by while any of the cities of New
York, Boston or Baltimore was being at-
tacked by foreign fleets, and that if Eng-
land were attacked by a European coali-
tion, Americans “would at once rally to
the cry of ‘hands off.”

The German papers on the other hand
are equally strong in their asseverations
of undying devotion to America and
Americans. 'The visit of Prince Henry,
which, after all, is an entirely irsignificant
event, is being put forward by them as
indicative of the great love for the Yan.
kees and their land which prevails in
the Fatherland, and of the superior ar-
ticle of friendship which they have to
offer when compared by that of the Eng-
lish. In the melee it appears that the
statement which has been asked for from

them, it is not unlikely that one day

when England succeeded in preventing a
European alliance against us during the
progress of the Spanish-American war
has been wholly lost sight of. - ’

Americans as a people love the Ger-
mans and the English equally. Of course
there is always the memory remaining
among us of instances of unpleasantness
which arose between ourselves and Eng-

land at certain periods of our national

existence. Nor can it be said that the
recollection of the attitude, or what ap-
peared to be the attitude, of the German
admiral at Manila toward Dewey has
been wholly obliterated from the popular
mind. But these are, after all, in view
of existing conditions, of very little prac-
tical moment. As.long as our Englisa
and German cousins will just settle their
little differences in their own way, ®ith-
out seeking to draw this people into their
settlement, it will be pleasant for the
American nation to continue reflecting
on the beautiful devotion which is mani-
fested by their sister nations toward our
national well-being at this time.

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The Republican scheme to securs  the
candidacy of John Wagener for the Dem-
ocratic nomination for mayor, with the
hope of thereby saving its a1adgepodgae
ticket, or rather lack of a .icket, {s thin
enough to be laughable. Aud too thin to
catch the thinking emoiciars, who sec
vietory in their grasp, with cne » the
strongest representatisa city tickets thar
has ever been offered to the voters of
St. Paul. With Wagzener as a candidate
for mayor, the Repudlican jugglers, who
have their hands mora than full with a
misfit collection of unwieldy properties,
could easily coryure defeat for the whcle
Democratic ticket against even the ag-
gregation that may be thrown together
as the result of its primaries. They fig-
ure that with threce Germans—Wageaer,
Bremer and Betz—at the head of the
Democratic ticket, it would not be a
question of victory, but the relative
severjty of the defeat that would ‘meet
the Democrats. A prominent Republican
said yesterday: “The salvation of the
Republican party this spring depends nct
on the selection of a fifth Republican
candidate, but on the Democratic nom-
ination of Wagener.” He said, “There
are only about 10,000 German voteg in
St. Paul, anyhow. Kiefer is bound to
hold his share, which is the lion’s share
of that vote, and with Wagener, Bremer
and Betz at the head of a ticket, the
remainder of the German vota is all that
ticket would get.”

‘While the Republican sage’s prediction
is exaggerated, there is in it more than
the element of truth, and it represents
the entire animus of the Republican ac-
tivity in forcing the candidacy of Mr.
‘Wagener. There is, however, a serious
hitch in their plans. To make the nom-
ination of a German mayoralty candi-
date by the Democrats possible, that
candidate would be compelled to dis-
place either Bremer or Betz. Mr. Bremer
has proved so worthy and efficient in the
discharge of ‘the duties of city treasurer
that the Republicans have been unable to
find a man to pit against him, and find
themselves in a position that practically
leaves his election by default. Mr. Betz's
nomination is as sure as Mr. Bremer's,
and until the alleged opposition can find
a man strong enought to beat him for
the nomination, even the most ardent
admirers of Mr. Wagener and his abili-
ties as a campaigner can only be averse
to his candidacy.

In allowing the election of City Treas-
urer Bremer to go by default, the Re-
publicans admit the wrong-headedness of
their supposed strong card, MecCardy. f
Mr. Bremer is the worthy and effici=nt
official that the Republicans admit him
to be, and if hig official acts have been
S0 consistently right that he cannot be
beaten by a Republican, then McCardy
is wrong. No public official has been =o
consistently opposed to the high.handed
meth of “Czar” McCardy, nor so suvc-
cessful in bringing the autocrat of ihe
comptroller’'s office to time, as Mr.
Bremer. The treasurer and comptroiler
have clashed every time Mr. McCardy
has attempted to subvert the law and
best interests of the city to his own ar-
bitrary methods. And in every instance
Mr. Bremer has come off wyinner, His
methods have been entirely different
from the tactics employed by McTardy.
Mr. Bremer has stuck absoluteiy to the
law instead of attempting to make law
or to ignore it, and in every instaunce in
which the courts have been called upon
to settle the differences of the depart-
ments, Mr. Bremer has been sustained.
The people know him as a safe, law-
abiding, conscientious official, who has
never been found wanting, and not ag a
high-handed dictator, foisting on the
people assurance and egotism instead of
practical and expert service.

McCardy's extremely offensive methods,
his refusal to furnish either officiais or
private citizens with the information
which it is his duty to furnish upoa da-
mand, together with the well known fact
that his staff and not himself is ve-
sponsible for approximately proper con-
duct of his office, are openly siatcd by
leading Republicans as !ne basis of the
downfall which they are equally frank
in stating awaits him.

When Thane announced his
candidacy, many of the old wheel horses
at once set him down as a sacrificial
lamb, who was due to get a large dose
of painful experience. They believed that
he was entirely unknown and would now
even make a gtart. Now he is backed by
some of the oldest heads in the game to
land the nomination. Tha young men of
the Republican party are with him, fnirst,
because he is one of them, and, secondly,
in many instances, because they have
scores to pay off with Mr. McCardy. One
of the mest prominent young men in tha
party, who has for several years heen a
prominznt figure in every convention and
strictly party organization, has Jdeclared
himself out for Thane. This is particu-
larly signifcant in view of the fact that
he i3 one of the few young men who have
been identified as friends of the czar, and
was on2 of the most prominent workers
for McCardy’s last nomiration. e says
his efforts for McCardy have baen r2-
turned in nothing but insult, and now his
influence will be thrown to anybedy but
McCardy.,

The Republican anxiety for another
mayoralty candidate will in part be re-
lieved today. J. J. Leighton
yesterday, or, perhaps, threatensd, were
better, to file his certificate of nomina-
tion today. Mr. Leightor's friends say
that his candidacy, which has been treat-
€d as a joke by the other factions, will
prove anything buat a joke when the re-
sult of the primaries is announced. Mr.
Leighton says he has been very strongly
urged to run by the labor element of his
prarty and that the time has come for St.
Paul to emulate the gloricus example of
San Francisco and elect a labcring man
mayor.

New UYork Letter.

New Securitfes Company—

The United Securities company filed
articles of incorporation in the county
clerk’'s office in Newark, N. J., yester-
day. The objects for which the corpora-
tion is formed are to “acquire by pur-
chase, subscription or otherwise, and to
hold as investment, any bonds or other
securities, evidence of indebtedness, or
any shares of capital stock created by
any other corporation or corporations,
association or associations; to purchase,
hold, sell, assign, transfer, mortgage,
pledge, or otherwise dispose of, any
bonds or other securities or evidence of
indebtedness, created or issued by any
corporation or association, and to pur-
chase, hold, sell, assign, transfer, mort-
gage, pledge or otherwise dispose of
shares of the capital stock; to exercise
all the rights, powers and privileges of
ownership, including the right to vote
thereon.”

The authorized capital stock is 3100,000,

divided into 1,000 shares of a par value
of $100 each.

Exchznge Seats Taxable—

Stock exchange seats can be taxed, ac-
cording to a decision of the appellate Gi-
vision of the supreme court, rendered Ly
Judge Van Brunt yesterday. The opinion
says that the ownership of the seat may
not be personal property within the re-
stricted meaning of the general tax law,
vet it Is undoubtedly capital invested in
business. It has a market value, ard
can be bought and sold. There are re-
strictions as to conveyance and uss of
privileges, and these restrictions may
add to or detract from the value; but
they cannot change the essential char-
acter of the thing owned, which is cer-
tainly property. The order subjeciing
it to the provisions of the transfer tax
law was therefore affirmed.

Western Mine Owners Warned—

house of Wernher, Beit & Co., persons
who- have been making use of a name
similar to theirs for the purpose of ob-
taining options on mining properties in
this country will be criminally prosecut-
ed. The firm, through their American

public against impostors. Detectives have
been sent to the Wesiern states to find
the so-called agents and to cause .their
arrest.
