OPPOSES DEARTH'S CLAIMS,

State Insurance Commissicner Elmer H,
Dearth recently put a stop to their Min-
nesota operations, claiming the company
writes a contract which brings it under
the insurance laws, with which it must
comply or be proceeded against in the
courts by the insurance department.

Dearth, without result. The company
writes contracts with physicians guaran-
teeing to pay lawyer and court expenses
in any damage suits, but does not pay
judgments. Because it does not pay judg-
ments the company claims it does not
come under the insurance laws.

INER’S CONFERENCE

MANY SUBJECTS DISCUSSED

Legislature Asked to Give Johnadn
More Moneéy for Bank Inspeec~
tion—Governor Makes
Address,

In accordance with the recent invita-
tion sent out by Bank Examiner Samuel
T. Johnson, 150 state bankers of Minne-
sota assembled in the senate chamber
this morning.

The meeting organized by making
Ferdinand Willius, of the Minnesota
State Savings bank, chairman, and Per-
ry Harrison, of the Minneapolis Sceurity
bank, secretary. Chairman Willius ad-
dressed the meeting, saying the examiner
was anxious to get acquainted with the
bankers of the state, and the bankers
were glad of the opportunity to meet him,

Mr. Johnson then spoke briefly, stating
that he felt that it would be mutually
advantageous to form a closer acquaint-
anceship. He said that he realiz®d the
responsibilities resting upon him and was
in need of the help that would come from
co-operation with the bankers of the
state. He said he had called the meeting
not to form a rival association to the
regular Minnesota Bankers’ association,
but to form some organization that
would be of assistance to the state banks.

Gov. Van Sant welcomed the visitors
to the city in a neat speech. .ie spoke
glowingly of the general prosperity of the
couniry, and said that there was only
one little speck on the horizon—the
problem of taxation. He declared that
the man who dodged his taxpaying was
not a patriotic citizen; that the man who
shared the burdens of taxation fairly was
as patriotic as the man who snouldered
a gun. The governor paid a compliment
to the administration of Public Examiner
Pope. He said that if Mr. Johnson did
as well as his predecessor he might be
satisfied with his record.

J. T. Wyman, of Minneapolis, who in-
troduced into the legislature the present
banking law, spoke on ‘“Needed Legisla-
tion.”” He advocated a closer federation
of state banks; the establishing of a
number of reserve centers for state
banks, from fifteen to twenty ir number,
throughout Minnesota; legislation to per-
fect the reciprocal relations between tha
reserve centers, and the state banks in
general; larger appropriations for field
service by the public examiner,

Charles Mylius, of Adrian, read a paper
on ‘“Books and Systems of Accounting.”
L. Eunington, of Crookston, sczid there
was no reason why the state banking
system in Minnesota should not be made
ideal. He discussed at length the im-
portance of the “State Supervision of
Banks,” and advocated the adoption of a
uniform system of bookkeeping, such as
Gen. Pope advocated.

J. R. Mitchell ,of Winona, read a paper
on “State Banks and Their Advantages.”
He maintained that state banks were
growing in popularity. He was opposed
to any legislation that would promote an
antagenistic feeling between state and
national banks, as the most friendly com-
petition should prevail. The state bang-
er is a public necessity and here to stay.
He need fear no antagonistic legislation.
He has nothing to fear from currency
reforms proposed, community of interest
plans of national banks or proposed
branch bank systems.

Banks and Trust Companies.

“The Relations of Trust Companies to
Banks,” was the subject of a paper by
E. A. Merrill, of Minneapolis. He made
the point that bankers were losing their
vrejudice against trust companies; that
the trust companies were useful to the
banks. The Northwest should take ..ae
profits on its own financial operations as
far as possible through its own trust
companies instead of allowing the busi-
ness to go East. The entire community
from the banker to the laborer, has an
interest in tne prosperity of the trust
company. Mr. Merrill advocated the or-
ganization of more trust companies in
the Northwest.

A resolution was then adopted recom-
mending that the legislature provide a
larger appropriation for the examiner's
office, and another resolution thanking
Examiner Johnson for courtesies shown
was adopted. C. M. Buck, of Faribault,
offered a resolution which incorporated
Mr. Johnson's suggestion, that a com-
mittee of nine be appointed to look after
the interests of the bankers before tne
legislature and elsewhere. The commit-
tee will be composed of officials of seven
state banks, one savings bank and one
trust company.

ADDRESS BY GEN. CHILDS
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Warmly Defends Work of Himself
and Colleagues, and Says
Peop,l,e\ Will Indorse It
if ¥t Is Tried.

After the close of the meeting of the
state bankers at the capitol yesterday,
the visiting members became the guests
of the bankers of the Twin Cities at a
banquet held at the Ryan hotel. One
hundred and twenty-two people sat down
to the table and after dinner was over
toasts were drunk to the new state bank
examiner, Mr. Johnson, who responded
in a few well chosen words.

Gen. H. W. Childs, who was a member
of the tax commission that prepared the
new tax code, gave an elaborate explana-
tion of the bhill. He took it up section by
section and explained the application of
each particular portion of the bill. He
said that it was largely copied after the
law which was passed in indlana a
few years ago and which became so suc-
cessful in its operation in that state.
After reviewing and commenting upon
each section he concluded with these re-
inarks:

“From a careful study of tha revenue
laws of other states and a knawledge of
our ewn conditions, I have no hesitancy
in saying that a more completely framed
and efficient gereral property tax law is
not to be found upon the statute hooks
of any state. Nor do I question for a
moment that, if the bill were to become
a law, the patriotic citizen of this state
who desire to see, our laws quickened by
the spirit of justice, would be compelled
to confess that he had unwisely coun-
seled with his fears.

“The provisions of the bill have been
drawn with great care, with respect to
the enforcement of real estate taxes.
While the general scheme of the present
law in this regard has been preserved,
its many weakuesses and shortcomings
have been eliminated. Tax certificates
will become valuable and eventuate in-
valid titles unless the owner redeems
within the period of three years. Per-
sonal notice to redeem w?ll not be re-
quired, but, instead, the county auditor
will publish a general notice. But even
such netice will not be jurisdictional.

Several other miembers spoke along a
similar line, and one went so far as to
declare that if the bill became a law he
would never disclose the books of the
bank for examination until compelled
by an order from the supreme court of
the United States. Several men ex-
plained that they were in favor of pass-
ing the bill if it did not compel the bank-
er to disclose the business of his de-
positors.

Ex-Senator O. E. Thorpe, of Wilmar,
spoke in favor of the bill explaining that
he could see no reason why a banker
should decline to disclose the amount of
any man's deposit if the information
was given in order that such a man
should be compelled to pay taxes on the
money which ne possesses. He said that
if there was more property listed for tax-
ation the rate would be lower tuan it
is at the present time,

TIS A CRYING NEED

NEW AUDITORIUM PROJECT IS BE.
ING ACTIVELY DISCUSSED
BY CITIZENS

CITY MIGHT ISSUE BONDS

Some Talk of Applying to Legisia-
ture for Permission—Proposed
to Anticipate the Mayor's
Emergency Fund.

Discussion anent a new auditorium for
St. Paul since the burning down of the
People’s church has taken on an ener-
getic phase, and now promise is given
of an appeal to the coming session of
the legislature to secure permission for
the issuance of bonds by the city suffi-
clent to give St. Paul a building it has
long needed.

Since the new charter went into effect
the indiscriminate issue of bonds for any
purpose has been prohibited, and now ail
that can be done is to either have the
charter amended or follow its instruc-
tion to the extent of putting the proposed
bond issue to a vote of the people. It
is not likely that either would result in
success, and now the proposition is ad-
vanced to secure permission from the
state legislature.

As an auditorium is not, in the strict
sense of the word, a municipal! institu-
tion, the city legal departmenf has ex-
pressed doubt as to the right of the city
to either build or provide for the main-
tenance of such a building, and if this
bolds, the legislature will have to be
appealed to in any event to make a cor-
rection,

The present barn-like structure on
Eilghth street is just now being main-
tained through the generosity of the may-
or's emergency fund, but owing to the
many demands on this particular fund,
such a drain cannot continue long.
The emergency fund amounts to $10,000
a year.

Last year the council anticipated the
fund for 1902 to the extent of nearly
38,000 for the purposes of taking care of
a number of conventions. This was found
to be feasible, and now one official pro-
poses that it be done again in order to
give the proposed auditorium a start.
He proposes that the council pledge the
fund for thre next ten years, the Commer-
cial club or some other organization to
use this pledge in borrowing the $100,000
that the ten:'years would represent.

Must Be Fireproof.

Mayor Smith says St. Paul certainly
needs an auditorium of fireproof con-
struction. The charter he says, forbids a
bond issue unless the taxpayers vote for
it, but he would advise an appeal to
the charter commission for the prepara-
tion of an amendment allowing a sale of
bonds for a new library which could al-
so include an auditorium. Both could be
combined and would get around the city’'s
right to build and maintain a building
of the latter kind. He thinks the two
would go together very well, and be-
yvond the possibility of the passage of a
law by the legislature permitting an is-
sue of bonds, will be about the only way
that St. Paul will ever get a new audit-
orium. He says the merchants and citi-
zens generally will be willing to aid with
money, but the city must furnish at
least a portion of it.

The members of the library board as a
rule do not take kindly to the proposi-
tion of a combination library building
and auditorium and would in all proba-
bility veto such a proposition. They now
have in view a new library building, and
don't care to carry any side issues that
might result in severely handicapping it.
The Commercial club appeared before
the conference committee last December
and asked that $50,000 be placed in the
budget for a new auditorium. It had to
be refused as the charter prohibited it,
but, the committee went on record as
favoring the scheme and went so far as
to instruct the legal department to pre-
pare an amendment for submission to the
charter commission asking for authority
and also a request to the legislature that
a law be passed allowing such.

Preoject to Be Agitated.

The Commercial club is now deep in
the matter and has arranged for a series
of meetings at which the question will
be discussed and committees named to
take up the work in detail. The consensus
of opinion is that if $100,000 can be se-
cured from the city, the remainder w1.11
be forthcoming from the merchants in
general, without any delay.

While the People’s church was adequate
| as a rule for all demands upon it, opinion
seems to be in favor of a building of
greater capacity, and one that could be
divided off into smaller spaces as oc-
casion demands. It should be thorough-
1y fireproof. iAv:chitects say such a build-
ing would cost between $150,000 and $200,-
000.

The directors of the burned People's
church have taken up the mattgr of a
new building, but it is hardly lx!gely in
the event that it is rebuilt that it will
be as large or as commodious as the olfi.

The building on Eighth street is still
available but Building Inspector Wheeler
says # is unsafe and must come down
soon if steps are not taken to remedy
the defects he has pointed out.

ONE DEFEcmE PROVISION.

W. E! Lee Does Not Like Delingquent

BATTLE IS IN SICHT

OMAHA ROAD INTIMATES THAT
CHARTER GROSS EARNINGS
TAX IS ILLEGAL

A PRELIMINARY TILTING

Attorney Pierce Butler Says Com-
pany Is Willing to Test Mat-
ter in Courts at
Any Time.

While admitting a judicial opinion will
be necessary to solve the puzzle, Cor-
poration Attorney Markham {is inclined
to think that all railroads permitted the
use of the streets in the construction of
spur tracks and other public service pur-
poses are amenable to the 5 per cent gross
earnings provision of the new charter.
The railroad companies generally dissent,
but say they are more than wiiling to
meet the issue if it resolves itself into a
legal centroversy.

The preliminaries in the struggle that
must eventually ensue were inaugurated
vesterday at the meeting of the commit-
tee on streets of the board of aldermen,
when the Omaha road, through its at-
torney, Plerce Butler, refused an ordi-
nance granting them trackage rights on
the West side. To obviate the imposition
of the tax, Mr. Markham had made the
rights granted by the ordinance revoka-
ble at the will of the council: Otherwise
he held he would have to include the
charter limit, twenty-five years, and com-
pel acceptance of all charter provisions.

The revokable feature Mr. Builer refus-
ed, but he was willing to accept, if a
term of years was set, also the charter
provisions, as he was positive they never
could be imposed. ' Mr. Butier said his
company was willing to meet the issue
at any time if the aiu of the courts
was invoked by the city. For some time
all rights granted railroad companies
have had the revokable feature imposed
in order to get around the charter re-
quirements. This is the first time dis-
cussion or refusal has resulted, and the
controversy is likely in the near future
to find its way to the courts.

The trackage rights in question are for
the benefit of West side manufacturers,
who have been promised spur tracks to
their respective factories. A number of
the owners were present yesterday and
secured the promise of an ordinance that
would be acceptable to the Omaha com-
pany. The commiitee decided to make
the time lmit ten years, after which
the city could order the removal of the
tracks if necessary. This was acceptable
to Mr. Butler.

The Omaha representative’s main ob-
jection to the revokable feature, it is said,
is Dr. Ohage’s active campaign against
their hemming in his island with a mass
of tracks. If tue right was made revoka-
ble at any time they fear that the doctor
might give them trouble,

TALKS TOBUSINESS MEN

E. P. BACON SAYS INTERSTATE
COMMERCE LAW IS INOPERATIVE.

E. P. Bacon, the chairman of the ex-
ecutive committee of the interstate com-
merce law convention, which was held
at St. Louis Nov. 20, 1900, met a number
of local business men at the Chamber of
Commerce rooms yesterday afternoon,
and in an informal talk explained the
real plans of his committee.

In the opinion of the executive com-
mittee chairman a new interstate com-
merce bill is an absolute siecessity., The
present interstate commission, he ex-
plained, is nothing more than a debat-
ing committee. The members meet and
discuss freight rates. After a lengthy
consideration of the matters at hand the
commission announces what it believes
should be done, and there the thing ends.

The commission, Mr. Bacon declared, is
without power. It can make a simple
declaration, and that is all. The dclegates
to the iInterstate commerce law
tion want all this changed, and as chair-
man of the executive committee appoint-
ed by that convention, Mr. Bacon is now
traveling about the country attempting
to ¢ the support of the people inter-
ested. ;

And suppose it was shipped beyvond the
borders of the state and the money in the
possession of the farmer, who had placed
it in the bank? The money would also be
subject to taxation.

‘““There is also a great deal of ill-found-
ed criticism of the new law begause it
taxes bank deposits. Yet the present law
does exactly the same thing, or is sup-
rosed to.

“No one can tell just how a new tax
law will operate until it has been tried.
Merchants will find that probably their
burdens will be decreased, because so
much additional property will be lsted
that the rate will be reduced correspond-
ingly. Until we know how much addi-
tional property
predict how much the rate will be re-
duced.” ™~
