Mrs. J. E. Cowles, a leading member
of the Friday Morning Club - of Lo3s
Angeles, has recently been elected chair-
man of the biennial local board, and the
club women of the city have pled
themselves to raise $2,000 toward defr
ing the expenses of the convention. The
Merchants’ and Manufacturers’

associa-

tion has guaranteed to raise an additional
$2,000. The first biennial notice has al-
ready been sent out by the local commit-
tee. It 1s addressed to clubwomen in
general, and says among other things:
*“The acceptance by the G. F. W. C. of
the invitation to hold its sixth biennial

in Los. Angeles, Cal.,, May 1 to 8 inclusive
has been given wide publiecity.

The rep-

utation of the biennials is well establish-
ed, the repregentative character of the
present G. F. W. (. officers well known,

and the programme committee ably com-
betent, so there can arise wno reasonable
doubt that the sixth biennial will equal,
if not surpass, previous ones. The
ennial local hoard, therefore, has pleas-
ure in issuing a preliminary circular va-
garding the local environments of the
biennial.
