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recorded against it, four in the house and
four in the senate. In order to have the
measures proposed by the commission ef-
fective during the present year, the act
provided that the commission should com-
plete its work prior to the first of
the present month.

In compliance with the law the com-
mission filed its report, together with cer-
tain proposed measures. In order that
the report might be considered and its
measures enacted into law as soon as
possible yvou adjourned the last'regular
eession before the constitutional limita-
tion in order that the subject matter of
the report of the commission and the
measures Yroposed might be taken up in
extra sesslon without additional expense
1o the state.

Owing to the urgent necessity of more
effective tax legislation it was tacitly un-
derstood that if your general session was
shortened you would be called together in
extraordinary session immediately afler
the report of the commission, for the
purpose of affording an early opporiunity

TAX COMMISSION.

Pursuant to your enaciment, the fol-
lowing citizens of our state were appoint-

ed as tax commissioners, to-wit: Hon.
‘W. J. Hahn, Hon. H, W. Childs and Hon.
G. 8. Ives. The duties of the commis-
sion were specifically set out in the act as
follows:

“The duties of said ccmmission shall

be to make a tax code for the state of

Minnesota. Such code shall include a
complete system for the just and equita-
ble taxation of all forins of property,
both tangible and intansible, and shall

be properly indexed and prepared in the

form of a bill or bills for presentation
to the legislature. Such code shall in-
clude provisions for a permament tax

commission, and shall define its duties,
powers and compensation. The commis-
sion shall also prepare a report and biil
or bills providing for any “constitutional
amendments which may be necessary for
properiy carrying out the system of {ax-
ation recommended by the commission.”
Realizing the magnitude of the task
and the limited time prescribed, the com-
missioners immediately commenced thelr
work upon recelving their appointments.
For nine months they labored incessan:-
ly; they visited other states and famil-

iarized themselves with the tax laws
there in vogue; they also visited many
portions of our own state, thereby ob-

taining much information of value. After
becoming thoroughly familiar with tne
tax laws of other slates, and the defects
of our own system, they set earnestly to
work in the preparation of the proposed
measures now so familiar to all of you.
That their work has been done faithfully
and conscientiously cannot be gainsaid,
and for the earnest, honest and impar-
tial discharge of their duties they are en-
titled to the unstinted praise of the peo-
ple of our state.

The gentlemen composing this commis-
sion are lawyers of eminent ability and
bave in the past occupied such public po-
ritions as fitted them especially for the
onerous burdens which they assumed.
These facts suggest most emphaticaily
the wisdom of carefully considering their
work done and refraining from criticism
until their proposed measures are thor-
oughly understood. It must be borne in
mind that limitations were placed upon
the commissicners by the constitution.
This fact made their duties particularly

exacting, and that yvou may fully un-
derstand the difficulties under which thay
labored, I refer you to their report, which

accompanies the bills proposed by them.
GOVERNOR CONCEDES
BILL IS DEFECTIVII.

That the measures proposed are per=
fect no one will claim; even the commis.

sioners assert that a more satisfactory
ccde might be framed were it rot for
renstitutional limitations.  Nevertheless,
that the measures proposed are an im-

provement over the present inefficient
Eystem of taxation will not be doubted
for a moment. 1 am aware of the fact
that opposition to the adopticn of the
measures has arisen, and has occasioned
many suggestions looking to the defeat
of the measures or the postponement
of their consideration. In my judgment
it is wise to meet the issue now. To tem-
porize will simply amount to deferring
the consideration of the very questions
which now confront us. No time will
ever be more opportune than the present
to meet this great question of taxation
60 important to the welfare of our state.

Jf in your judgsment the bill is defective
let it be amended. If too drastic let it be
changed. Counsel among yourselves
earnestly and candidately, and make
whatever changes your wisdom dictates
as proper. The suggestion that the mat-
ter ol legislation be delayed until the
constitutional limitations ~be removed

does not commend itself to my judgment,
for we have no assurance that the péople
will ever remove these limitations.

The primary r{urpose of tax leg-
islation is to compel all property to bear
its just burden of taxation, except, of
course, such as public policy suggests
should he exempt, There should be no
discrimination. The property of all
should be treated allke. Laws should be
=0 framed that every dollar of the man
of means should respond to taxation the
same as every piece of property of his
less wealthy neighbor,

Under our present system the compara-
tively poor of our state bear more of the
burden of taxation than the wealthier
classes. Such conditions should no
It is largely due to the
fault of our system. The greatest evil
of taxation is the inequality of the bur.
den. I have sufficient faith in human
nature to belleve that every man will un-
Frudgingly pay his share of taxes if he
s satisfied that his neighbor does like.
wise. The evident intention of the com-
mission in framing this bill was to so pro-
vide that taxation should rest alike upon
the shoulders of all. It is therefore in
my judgment imperative that you meet
these conditions frankly, fearlessly and
without delay. The code reported by the
commission will go very far to correct
these deplorable existing conditions.

During your last session it was con-
ceded by all that our tax laws should be
corrected. Many of the other states have
taken up this important subject and com-
piled laws far in advance of those which
now control us. ILet us not be behind the
other states of the Union, but imitate
their prudence by meeting the tax issue
now. This code, we are advised, em-
CODE EMBRACES WISDOM

OF OTHER STATES,

braces the best efforts and wisdom of
other states which have framed tax codes
with a view to full, equal and just taxa-
tion. Let your purpose be to so legislate
that taxes may be apportioned In a fair
and equitable manner to all classes and
kicds of property. It is not my purpose
to analyze the proposed code in detail. I
commend it to you as a vast improvement
over our present inefficient system. That
provision alone which provides for a fran-
chise tax on public service corporations
will bring large revenues to the state.
Corporations of this character are so
taxed in many states of the Union.

Without going into details permit me
to call your attention to the provision for
a permanent tax commission. In the state
of Michigan a law was passed providing
for such a commission—that being prac-
tically the only change in the then exist-
ing law—and the first year after the
same went into oneration assessme\t.s
were increased about $350,000,000.

Every interest should have an oppor-
tunity to be heard, and no injustice
should be done to any industry or to any
individual. 'The large interests of our
state will probably be represented and
seek a hearirg, but we must bear in
mind that the man who hkas for years
urncomplainingly paid his share and more
of taxes cannot appear; but his rights
as a citizen and a taxpayer should nev-
ertheless be considered. The best way
to aid him is to see to it that all who
have contributed too little or have es-
caped altogether pay their full share,
and in_ that event his burden will be
lessened.

it is confidently predicted that the en-
actment of this code will result in largely
increasing the assessment in our state. If
s0, the rate of taxation will be materially
decreased, and if those who oppose tne
listing of all property at its full money
value will bear In mind that as assess-
ment increases the rate decreases, less
opposition will be heard. This, how-
ever, suggestg a matter which certainly
calls for your most earnest consideration.
The issuance of bonds by municipalities
is linuited to a percentage of existing
lecal assessments. If you so legislate
that assessments will be materially In-
creased, then you should ccnsider the
advisability of enacting a meaure which
will prevent the corresponding increase
of municipal bonded indebtedness.
RETAIN $100 PERSONAL

PROPERTY EXEMPTION.

I would recommend that an amendment
be made placing the exemption on per-
sonal property at $100, as it has been for
many Yyears. This will be especially ben-
eficial to the people of small means. This
suggestion, T am advised, meets with the
approval of the tax commission.

I would also suggest that the bill be so
amended as to require the listing of
property on May 1 rather than on April
1, for the reason that the time to prepare
for putting into operation the new code,
if it passes, probably will be too limited
to make the necessary preparations for
rroper assessment. )

RESUME OF CONFERENCE

OF GOVERNORS

Knowing that several other states in
addition to Minnesota would be affected
by this consolidation, and that the de-
ciared public policy of such states,
through constitutional or legislative pro-
visions, was similar to that of our state,
] deemed it wise to call a conference of
thke governor and attorneys general
of the states through which these lines
of raflway pass, in order that such meth-
od of procedure might be adopted as
would be uniform. This conference was
held at Helsna,, Montana. There were
present the governors and attorneys gen-
eral not only of our state, but of Mon-
tera, South Dakota and Idaho, and the
attcrney general of Washington. The
gcvernor of the last named state died
just prior to the conference, and wing
to this fact his successor, Gov. McBride,
was unable to attend. Governor Mec-
Eride, however, has since, in a published
interview, called the atiention of the
recple of his state to the dangers threat-
ened by the consolidation of these two
companies. The conference was harmoni-
cus throughout, and that the official rep-
resentatives of the various states were
whelly in sympathy with the action of
this state and its determination to op-
pese this consolidation, is shown by the
fcllowing resolution which was unani-
mously adopted:

“In our opinfon the consolidation or
threatened consolidation of the -~Great
Northern, Northern Pacific and Burling-
ton railway systems in the several states
through which they run as parallel and
competing lines is contrary to sound pol-
icy, and also, with the exception of Idaho,
is in violation of the constitution or laws
of sald states, and mindful of the obliga-
tion which the law imposes in such cases
upon the officials of the several states
here represented, we hereby give our un-
cualified approval and indorsement to
any proper and suitable proceeding which
may be instituted in any court having
jurisdiction by the sovereign state of
Minnesota, or any other state affected
thereby designated, designed and intend-
ed to speedily and finally test and deter-
mine the validity of such consolidation
or threatened consolidation.

If
he supreme court ddes nbt take juris-
diction it is the intention of the Attorney
General to at once bring suit in the
state courts, and every  effort will be
made to speedily hawe .the case reached
in the court of last resorts, where it must
finally be disposed of.. Neither this com-
pany, nor any other company, combina-
tion, consolidation or trust shall violate
the laws of our state if it can be pre-
vented. hs

‘What the final decision will be it is
difficult to foretell, but it does not seem
possible that a New 'Jersey corporation,
no matter what its capitalization, will be
permitted to violate the laws of the
sovereign state of Minnesota. If the final
decision be against the state the battle is
not then lost. There is one remedy that
never fails and which is more supreme
even than the supreme court. I quote
the words of Judge Brewer in an address
made at the bi-centennial of Yale col-
lege, in which he said, speaking of trusts
and the inability of the courts to crush
them, ““Appeal must be taken to the great
court of public opinion, whose decrees
are irresistible. In that court every
man is counsel and every man is judge.”

SUGGESTS APPROPRIATION
FOR LEGAL DEPARTMENT.

It is a pleasure to commend Attorney
General Douglas for the able and effi-
cient manner in which he has endeavored
to vindicate our laws. I learn from him
that the enactments upon our statute
books, and which are quoted above, are
ample and that no additional legislation
is required at this time, but if, during
your session, any further legislation
should be needed I will immediately com-
municate such fact to you. While you
have been called together solely for the
purpose of considering the tax code, yet
in view of the extraordinary expenses at-
tending this suit, and the great array of
legal talent-in opposition, 1 would sug-
gest that a sufficient sum of money be
placed at the disposal of the legal de-
partment to employ associate counsel to
properly continue the litigation and meet
thehexpenses necessarily conected there-
with.

Representative W. P. Rob-
erts, of Minneapolis, was the Iucky man
selected to take Jacobsorn’s whipping, but
before the fight was over Jacobson and
Roberts were fighting and Jacobson was
in the *‘also ran” division, when the com-
mittee on rules and the “‘fair play” di-
vision, headed by Laybourne, of Duluth,
and the speaker landed: eéasy winners. Tho
credit for the abrupt and entirely unex-
pected termination.of the fight belongs to
Representative A, B. Kelly, - of North-
field, who suggested the plan which made
.f!alf:obson‘s retreat comparatively grace-
ul. -

At a meeting held at the Merchants’
Tuesday night the “friends” of the bill,
headed by Jacobson, framed up the fight
which, it was expected, would result in
railroading the hill through practically
irtact. The plan contemplated the intro-
duction of the bill jointly by the commit.
tee, headed respectively by Carl Wallace
and Jacobson. The committees were to
be ordered to introduce the bill Monday.
Then it was to become .a special order
and afterward have its immediate second
reading and without the formality of
printing.

frder scheme, and threw down a chal-
enge for some individual to accept and
introduce the bill.
