TO RECLAIM40,000,000 ACRES OF

ARID LAXDS IX THE WEST-
ERN1 STATES

IS NOT A SECTIONAL ISSUE

The Philippine Tariff Bill Given

Consideration by the Senate,
smul Amendment* Are

Adopted.

WASHINGTON, Feb. 6. — Mr. Hans-
torough (N. D.) addressed the senate on
the general subject of the Irrigation, ol
arid lands today, his remarks being based
upon his bill appropriating the receipts
from the fale of public lands in certain
states and territories to the construction
of irrigation works for the reclamation of
arid iands.

He paid the proposition was not a sec-
tional one, as throughout the East and
South there was a strong sentiment in
favor of it. Jn support cf this statement
he inoicited many prominent newspapers
end iic-rodicals in the East and South
\u25a0which had indorsed the Irrigation plan.
He quoted, too, from the message of
President Roosevelt to congress to show
that ho was in favor of It.

Mr. Hansbrough said the bill did not
contemplate a raid on the United States
treasury, the cost of carrying the project
intD effect bfjng limited to the proceeds
of the sales of public lands in thirteen
states and three territories. These pro-
ceeds would emeant to $2,500,000 per an-
num, in a period of thirty-eight years,
he said, 40,000,000 acres of land would be
reclaimed by the available waters, ail
the work to be done under the direction
of the secretary of the Interior.

He believed it was a national duty to
enhance the value of the public domain,
and if the goverr.ment should fail to do
this duty it might, in the course of years,
have to f«ce a condition of national dis-
content among the unemployed.

Mr. Hansbrocgh asked that his bill be
made the unfinished business after the
Philippine tariff bill, and the senate
Egreed to the request.

Talked Philippine Tariff.
Consideration of the Philippine tariff

bill then was resumed, Mr. Lodige, in
charge of the measure, expressing a de-
sire to perfect it by the addition of some
amendments to the phraseology. He pro-
posed verbal modifications to the first
amendment, which were agreed to, ana
the amendment was then adopted.

An amendment was offered by Mr.
Lodge to section 3, of the bill, co that it
Would read as follows:

"That on and after the passage of this
act, in addition to any tonnage dues or
taxes now imposed by the government of
the Philippine islands, the same tonnage
taxes shall be levied, collected and paid
upon fill foreign vessels coming into the
United States from the Philippine islands,

end in addition to any tonnage tax or
dues now imposed by the government ot
the Philippine islands upon all foreign
vessels, except vessels of Spain owned by
Spanish subjects, engaged in traffic be-
tween ports of the Philippine archipelago,

Which are required by law to be levied,
collected and paid upon vessels coming

into the United States from foreign coun-
tries; provided, however, that until oth-
erwise provided by law, the provisions ot
law restricting to vessels of the United
States the transportation of passengers
end merchandise, directly or indirectly

from cue port of the United States to an-
other port of the "United States, shall not
fee applicable to foreign vessels engaging

in trade between the Philippine archi-
pelago and t'.ie United States, or between
ports in the Philippine archipelago.

Some further amendments perfected the
bill so l'ar as the committee was con-
cerned.

McCloud Bests Wittmer.
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CROOK AND FORGER
PLATTD VAI.L.EY BANK CASHIER

LEADS DOUBLE LIFE FOR
FIFTEEN YEARS

HE CONFESSES HIS GUILT

Peculations Extending Over a Series

of Years Finally Unearthed
b> the State Bank

Examiner.

LINCOLN, Neb., Feb. 6.—A crook and
forger for fifteen years, while the public
respected and trusted him. This has been
the career of Cashier A. H. Gould, of the
wrecked Platte Valley Bank of Bellwood,

Neb.
According to his own confession, he has

uttered $45,000 in worthless paper, and un-
til a few days ago escaped detection by
a perfect chain of forgeries. In addition,

he admits having defaulted to the amount
of $5,000 by failing to make any records
of certificates of deposits.

The peculations of Gould are all the
more wonderful because the capital stock
of the bank was only $15,000, and the in-

stitution was inspected at regular periods
by the state bank examiners. The plan
followed by the cashier was novel and
unique. He was a clever forger and
adept in imitating the handwriting of
others. His scheme was to forge the
names of wealthy farmers in the vicinity
of Bellwood to notes and then palm the
worthless paper off on New York, St.
Louis and Chicago banks. When one
batch of notes would fall due he would
forge still others to take the places of
those maturing. Finally he grew careless
and invented the names of imaginary
farmers, and this led to his undoing.

Bank Examiner Hartwell first grew sus-
picious of the amount of paper carried by
the bank. He made some inquiries and
found that $5,000 in notes had been sold
to the First National BanK of Lincoln.
He called at the latter institution and
requested the privilege of examining the
notes. Very few of the parties lived at
Bellwood.

Cashier Gould at first refused to give
up $1,000 in cash to the bank examinerplaced in charge by the state, and Attor-
ney General Prout ordered his arrest.
About that time the forged paper was dis-
covered, and he was held for that offense.
The stockholders of the defunct bank
demanded $500,000 bail, and in detmill
Gould was locked up.

'"I am up against it," he said, "and I'm
not going to run."

Speculation on the gran market, he
said, dating back fifteen years, caused
his downfall.

On Jan. 3 the vault of the Bellwood
bank was dynamited and totally destroy-
ed. It was reported that several thou-
sand dollars was taken. It is now sus-
pected that Gould planned a fake robbery
in order to cover up a portion of his for-
geries.

Gould was an active participant In
church affairs, and comes from one of
the best families in Nebraska.

INDIANS ON WARPATH

SHAKOPEE, Feb. 6.—Five Sioux In-
dians, who were drinking all day an 3
until 11 oclock last eVtning, went down
to their camp about a. mile below town
and armed themselves with iron billy
clubs and hatchets, crossed the river
where there was another camp and broke
into the house of Alex Prescott, a half-
breed, and went after the whole house,
little children and .women. The others
woke up and armed themselves, ani a 1
pitched battle ensued about 2 o'clock this
morning. In the fight which followed
Alex Prescott had his eyo. face, arm and
ear cut, and his brother and mother were
badly cut up. Of the other side. Jim Oth-
crday lies in bed with five scalp wounds
and an arm. badly lacerated. All of
them have one or more scalp wounds.

It is the intention of Mr. Truelson to

then call for a friendly recount without
taking the matter into the courts, if such
action can be avoided.

Two years ago about 6,500 votes were
polled, of which Hugo had a plurality of
six over Truelson. A contest was in-
stituted, but the majority was not cut
down.

RICH FARMER DISAPPEARS.

Friends of Otto Faust Fear He Is

Unbalanced Mentally.

FARGO, N. D., Feb. 6.—The disappear-
ance of Otto Faust, a prominent Barnes
c-ounty farmer, is causing much specula-
tion. Faust is a wealthy man, and after
his farming work is done in the fall, he
spends the succeeding months traveling
over his own and adjoining counties,
reading the Bible to his Scandinavian
friends.

FOREST JR.

DIVERTED M'MAHOITS MAIL

Scheme Which, I>ed to His Arrest
Said to Hare Been Worked

Before—Held to the
Grand Jury.

The young man arrested under the
name of Wilson last Saturday afternoon
upon the charge that he had fraudulent-
ly obtained and unlawfully opened mall
matter addressed to J. P. McMahon, 137
Poplar street, was examined yesterday
afternoon before United States Commis-
sioner Spencer. Since the arrest of the
prisoner it has been learned that his true
name is Herbert P. Forrest Jr., and that
his home is In Minneapolis, where he
has been living with his wife and two
children and his mother-in-law. The tes-
timony Introduced at the hearing yester-
day also disclosed that the federal
authorities have been able to learn a
great deal more about their prisoner and
the purport of their Information Is to the
effect that he has engaged quite ex-
tensively in swindling operations upon
loan, agencies, employing the same
methods as in the case for which he is
now under arrest.

In this particular complaint upon whlcu
Forrest was taken before Commissioner
Spencer, it is simply chargede that by
representing himself as J. P. McMahon,
of 137 Poplar street, he obtained from
the postal department a letter addressed
to that gentleman and unlawfully opened
the letter. There the formal complaint
as based upon the federal laws stops, but
as further and supplementary acts of
fraud it is alleged that Fcrrest, by rep-
resenting himself to be J. P. McMahon
and using the letter referred to as a
means of so identifying himself, obtained
from D. IT. Tolman & Co. a loan of ?35
on the strength of Mr. McMahon's good
reputation; and that he forged the name
of McMahon to the check given him by
the ioan company.

A.t the hearing yesterday afternoon
there were witnesses to testify that For-
rest had in much the same manner, by
fraudulent representations as to his iden-
tity, obtained loans from the Financial
Loan company, of this city, ana one
agency located in the'Andrus block in
Minneapolis, and .operated by Mrs. Frank-
lin; and one located in the New York
Life building in that city and conducted
by Mrs. Dowell. It was shown that *n

each instance Forrest' had assumed the
name of some man holdings a good posi-
tion and bearing a good reputation for
meeting his financial obligations and had
planned to secure possession of the iden-
tification card which it- is customary for
loan agencies to send by mail to appli-
cants for loans. This is believed to have
been his purpose in applying for the man
of Mr. McMahon.

Forrest was held by Commissioner
Spencer to await the action of the fed-
eral grand jury and his bail was tixed at
$1,100.

FRAUD IS ALLEGED.

Action in District Court to Remove
Boy's Guardian.

In the probate court yesterday the pe-
tition of Mrs. Elizabeth Eiktrt, for th?
removal of Wallace B. lientor. from the
guardianship of his twelve-year-old son
Rawley Gerald Henton, was partially
heard.

Mrs. Kikert, who is the grandmother of
the child, alleges that Henton secured
his appointment as guardian by fraud,
and false representations. She says that
her daughter, Ella B. Eikert, married
Kenton in 188S or ISS9, and secured a. di-
vorce from him In Rock county, Minn.,
!n 1886, at which time the court awarded
the custody of the child to its mother.
Mrs. Hinton married Charles D. Her-
rington in 1898, and in 1901 she died at
Davenport, lowa. Mrs. Eikert avers
that her daughter before her death
fcvmally placed the child in he? cus-
tody. Mrs. ftikert says that from 1898
to 1902 ITenton saw Ins child but once,
and that he has contributed but $10 in
money to the boy's support, and has
given him but $2 worth of clothes. She
states that last month Henton, by rep-

of the boy, induced her to bring the
child to St. Paul to see Henton's family,
and while they were here Kenton secur-
ed his appointment as his son's guard-
ian.

Proposed Legislation Authorizing
Issuing: of Bonds Turned DoWn

on Assemblyman Wheeler's
], , Suggestion. --^ .

The assembly last night refused to
indorse the resolution passed by the board
of aldermen calling upon the legal de-
partment to draft a legislative bill per-
mitting- cities of the 50,000 class to own
and maintain public auditoriums and pro-
viding for the issuance of bonds for their
erection.

Assemblyman Wheeler led in a fight
to have the resolution sent to the ways
and means committee, advancing the
opinion that the creation of such an
amendment to the charter and the issu-
ance of bonds, was something 1 that be-
longed to the charter commission and
the taxpayers. He thought there should
not be any legislative interference. Pass-
ing upon views advanced by several par-
ties, Assemblyman Wheeler . said th<3
statements were most inconsistent, as
those same parties were members of tha
conference committee when that body
voted to appeal to the legislature for
aid, and instructed the legal department
to see that its views were carried into
effect.

He held that the proposed appeal had
the indorsement of several commercial
bodies. In fact, the subcommittee of
one body had drafted the resolution
passed by the board of aldermen.

Despite the action of the assembly,
it is said, the appeal t* the legislature
will be made just the same, if legislation
other than the tax controversy will be
permitted.

INDUSTRIAL COMMISSION.

A Number of Recommcudationx
Made l»y This Body.

WASHINGTON, Feb. 6.—Tha Industrial
commission reports in favor of the

establishment of a permanent corps of
expert auditors who shall have authority
under the supervision of the interstate
commerce commission to examine period-
ically the accounts of all railroad com-
panies, whether operating or financial In
their nature. That violations of the act,
respecting the keeping and filing of an-
nual reports by carriers, should be made
misdemeanors, and promptness In- mak-
ing such returns should be required.
That to further the effectiveness of the
commission, its membership should bo
directly representative of the various in-
terests concerned, in the persons of ship-
pers or business men, traffic experts
(rail and water), and men of legal train-
ing, and the number of commissioners
should be increased to seven. That leg-
islation analogous to the anti-stock-wa-
tering statutes of Massachusetts be en-
acted by the several states. That rail-
orad companies be prohibited by law frommaking lower freight rates upon Imports
billed to the Interior of this country,
in connection with ocean transportation
or otherwise, than are made on similar
articles from the seaboard to the in-
terior, or than are made from one in-
land point to another, when the distance
is not greater.

Prefacing its recommendations regard-
ing agriculture, the commission says thnt
"agriculture has derived more benefit
from the establishment of the department
of agriculture and from its administra-
tive work than from any other federal
legislation." It makes the following rec-
ommendations on this subject:

"That the secretary of agriculture te
given authority to inspect dairy product*

That
a pure food section in the chemistry di-
vision of the department of agriculture
be established to prevent the adultera-
tion, false branding and deceptive Im-
itation of foods, beverages, candies,
drugs and condiments in the District cf
Columbia and the territories, and for
regulating Interstate traffic therein. That
adequate legislation be enacted by the
several states, where needed, to control
such diseases as glanders, tuberculosis,
etc. That whatever changes may be
made in the tariff, by reciprocity or
otherwise, adequate protection to the
beet sugar industry be maintained. That
increased appropriations be made by the
congress for building sample streltches
of improved road In various sections of
the country, so as to encourage tho
more rapid construction of such roads,
at state and local expense. That tho
system of free rural delivery be extendedas recommended by the postmaster gen-
eral in his latest annual report. Thar
the policy of setting aside forest reserves,
already inaugurated, be extended, and
that the three bureaus of the govern-
ment which have charge of Investiga-
tions and administrative work connected
with forestry, be consolidated.

LONDON DOCK CHAItGES.

Matter Discusm-il Before Senate
Commerce Committee.

WASHINGTON, Feb. G.-The senatecommittee on commerce today heard th»»interests affected by the Nelson bill re-
lating to London dock charges. The whole
matter was elaborately discussed in a re-port made by Ambassador Choate, whichreport frequently was referred to in the
discussion.

John Crosby, of Minneapolis, appeared
foir the flour shippers, and J. J McKel-vey for the lumbermen. These two in-
terests are those most affected by the
dock charges. They want the chargesfor dockage included in the freights
charged by the steamship companies gni
not carried as separate expense. The rep-
resentatives of the shippers claim that
under the present system they axe sub-ject to discrimination.

J. J. Hemphill, who represented taasteamship companies, argued that the
dock chairges ought not to be Included Inthe freights, because the steamship com-panies could not tell Wnat the charge
would be in the future and that various
circumstances might cause an Increase
of charges. Large freight ships plying
between the United States and Londonwere at a disadvantage with the smaller
shipper which did the carrying business
from South Atlantic countries, because
the smaller vessels could go farther up
the Thames. It was stated during the
hearing that London and Antwerp were
the only great ports In the world whore

dock charges were not fixed by statuto
and specific, so that shippers and ship
companies know what the cost will D9.

F. A. Magdeburg, of Milwaukee, repre-
senting flour shippers, was als,o heard by
the committee. An adjournment was
taken until next Monday, when the hear-
ing will continue.

In Labor's Field.
The Trades and Labor assernblv held a

special meeting last night for the pur-
pose of discussing the new tax cod©.
After considerable discussion a commtt-
tee, composed of Messrs. Bonn, Giese Jr.,
Donaldson and Geske, was appointed t3
favor the amendment to the tax code re-
taining the ohl exemption, which was $10>>.
The tax code, In its entirety, way sub-
mitted to a committee of seven, which is
instructed to investigate each clause and
report their finding.

Bricklayers Remember the Sick.
Vice President Koch presided at a meet-

ing of the Bricklayers' union last night,
in the absence of the president. A com-
mittee, composed of O. Bayer and J,
Skoogland, was appointed to visit A.
Matthewson, who is sick. Phil Schoener
was admitted by traveling card. J. Ell-
iott, delegate to the International union',
reported that the convention was a great
success and that 118 new unions were in-
stituted last year. A committee of thieo
was appointed to confer with the stone-
masons as to a mutual working agree-
ment far the coming yea;;-. The commit-
tee is composed of Messrs. O. Berger, O.
HopkLe and D. McGHver.

Horseslioers Will Wait on Bo«Mie.<,

President Baugh presided at a meetJnjj
of the Horseshoers' union last night, ct
which there was a deputation present
from the Minneapolis union, urging a co-
operative agreement for mutual benefit,
which met with the approval of the local
union. Messrs. Tobin and Astheimer wereappointed a committee to wait on the
bosses and urge the adoption of a nine-
