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HOTEL 1S IN RUINS

GUESTS EXPERIENCE CONSIDERA-
BLE DIFFICULTY IN ES-
CAPING

L0SS ESTIMATED AT $70,000

Several Firemen Are Hurt, but None
Seriously—Loss Is Fully
Covered by In-
surance.

Shortly before 2 o'clock yesterday
moerning a fire started in the basement of
the Vendome hotel, occupied by Spears’
bowling alleys. An alarm was turned in
promptly, and shortly after the arrival
of the department the flames spread so
rapidly to the second and third floors of
the building, that the chief found it
Lecessary to turfa in a general alarm,
ard at one time every piece of apparatus
in the city was on hand to give service.

The origin of the fire is unknown, but
it is thought to have started from spon-
taneous combustion. The fire department
wos seriously handicapped by the cold
weather. One water tower on Fourth
®treet directly in front of the building
was frozen in and completely enveloped
In a mass of ice. Ice was frozen on all
She ladders that werc raised, so it was
fmpossible to ascend or descend on them,
8nd they resembled a great shaft of ice
elevated skwards. The firemen, how-
ever, made a plucky fight against great
odds, and the flames would not be con-
trclled by water; the steady streams that
were poured in upon them only seemed
to add to their fury. It was the most
stubborn fire that has visited the city for
Years, and only after about eight hours
of hard work were they sufficiently sub-
dued to allow a part of the apparatus to
leave the scene.

The streets for a block around were one
sclid mass of ice and water, and the fire-
men experienced no little dufficulty in
digging out the hose that had been
frczea in, and some of it will not be
taken out for some time. The firemen
themselves were completely covered with
a mass of ice, so that it was with much
trouble that they were able to get around
at all.

There were many guests at the hotel
at the ‘ime of the fire, but fortunately
they all escaped; some of them in very
scanty attire; while others were enabled
10 secure their clothes. The firemen,
relicemen and others did yeomen service
in wakirg the guests of the building and
warning them of their peril. Several in-
stances of inmates being overcome bV
+moke is recorded, but no casualties have
resulted ther=from. Some people were
taken sut of the buraing building by way
of the ladder_route. This was accom-
plished with much danger and difficulty.
A number of the guests who were in the
rear of the building were unable to make
their wav down the front stairway, es-
caped by way of the fire escape, but in-
stead of going down they were compell-
ed to go up oa the roof, and from there
to the roofs of adjoining buildings. They
were very thirly clad, and nearly per-
isked with col@ before they could be got-
ten to 2 place of safety.

Three fitemen and one policeman met
with accidents, none of them are dang-

ercus however. They are Thomas Car-
lisle, substitute Engine Co. No. 8, fell
down stairs and broke his leg. He was
taken to his -home. John Gary, truck
No, 3, hands injured by broken glass.
T. K. Wilson, chemical No. 4, Kknee

wrenched. Lieutenant of Pollce Martin
Glrsberg, feet frozen and may have to
be amputated. Taken to City hospital.
Outside of the above no other injuries
have been reported.

STOOD EIGHT TO FOUR.

Megaarden Jury Could Not Agrec
After Forty-Two Hours’ Session.

After being out for forty-two hours, the
jury in the Megaarden case were of the
opinion that it would be impossible for
ttem to reach an agreement, as they
were apparently too evenly divided on
the question of the innocence and guilt
of the defendant.

The jury when it first entered the room
where there deliberations were to take
place took a ballot before the question
of evidence or anything else had been
talked of and the vote stood six for con-
viction and six for acquittal. The next
ballot, after the case had been talked
over a little, was seven for acquittal and
five for conviction; the next ballot was
nine for acquittal and five for conviction,
and then the ballot of eight for acquit-
tal and four for conviction came,

Many additional ballots were taken, but
the eight to four combination could not
be broken. Arguments from the cham-
pions of their respective opinions availed
nothing, and tRere the jury stood in
deadlock until the judge summoned them
before him, and asked them if it was an
impossibility for them to reach an agree-
ment. They were all convinced that they
could not.

The judge deplored the fact that in such
an important case, and one entailing such
an expense to the county that they could
not get together, and informed them that
no juror had a right to a private opinion
any more than the court had. If there
was one man holding out he should re-
consider the evidence, and if possible
without going contrary to the dictates of
his conscience revise his opinion.

County Attorney Boardman has not yet
decided whether he will retry Megaarden
on the same count or whether he will take
up one of the other cases with which he
is charged.

It is stated that the following members
of the jury voted for a conviction: M, W7
Whitcomb, A. L. Adams, Harry -Adams
and F. L. Urie.

PASTOR GETS INTO TROUBLE.

Mrs. McGregor Accuses Rev. Brown
of Taking Improper Liberties.

Mrs. Alice McGregor, residing at 2947
Fremont avenue, accuses her pastor,
Rev. Richard Brown, of the Fremont
Avenue Congregational church, of con-
duct that is more than scandalous to-
wards her, and in support of her state-
ment, she has brought suit against him
for $,000 damages.

She charges that last May, in his study,
he took improper liberties with her, and
attemoted to assault her, but was frus-
trated by her ‘resistance -and threats to
seream for help. She alleges that twice
since he has entered her house unan-
ncunced, while she was alone, and again
£ttempted to accomplish his evil designs
by force. .

Rev. Brown denies the statements ab-
sclutely, and says that-he never paid
but one visit to the McGregor home, and

that was but a formal one as pastor.

The case will come up at the April
term of court; the delay is due to the
fact that Rev. Brown's attorney, George
Armstrong, is now serving in the legisla-
ture,

THEY OPENED BIDS.

Street Railway Company Will Award
Contracts Today.

The street railway company officals
met at the West hotel yesterday moirnng
and opened bids for its new steam power
plant. The plans and specifications caill
for two 1,500 kilo-watt engine type gen~
erators and two 3,500 kilo-watt engine
type generators, ten rotary converts and
216 static transformers and impuise
wheels.

Bids were received from four compa-
nies, and was one of the largest con-
tracts that any of the companles cver
figured on. The entire contract is abnut
$500,000, and it is expected that it will be
awarded to one concern. The award
will be made today.

WILL NOT REOCRGANIZE.

Chamber of Commerce Clearing
House to Remain Unchanged.

The scheme to reorganize the Chamber
of Commerce clearing house, limiting its
membership to 100, wos yesterday turned
down by a vote of 63 against the proposi.

The supporters of wne change madie
some forcible argumenis as to the ad-
vantages which wculd accrue from a
limited membership, but it was plain that
their arguments did not kave very much
effect on thie majority of the members.

It is not likely that the plan for reor-
ganization wil! be pushed "any further
at present, but those who have been
active in the present agitation, say thai
some form or other of a reorganization
will ultimately come.
