It is believed that the action of the
Santa Fe in refusing to renew its con-
tract with the Armour Fruit Car com-
on the part of the Western roads to
force the private car companies out of
business.

The principal company Is . the Armour
concern and the cars are used by the
Santa Fe and the Southern Pacific to
move the California fruit crops. The
Southern Pacific has as yet made no an-
nouncement of its intentions in the mat-
ter but it is believed that eventually all
the railroads doing business with the
fruit growers of California will own and
operate their own cars.

\u25a0 The rentals for these cars amount to
a great deal every year and the roads
evidently feel that they will be able to
do better by operating their own cars.
The roads running into St. Paul will not
be affected to any great extent by this
change as few of them handle any of
the fruit business from California.

Some of the roads here made an at-
tempt at one time to secure a portion
of the business but the competition
proved too strong and the effort was
abandoned. The new order of things how-ever may effect the roads.

a surplus of some $9,000,000 over all fixed

Deducting $2,400,000 forpreferred dividends, leaves $9,100,000 for
the common stock, which on $75,000,000, or
thereabouts, is 12 per cent. This estimateIs probably conservative as Indicating the
present earning capacity of the property
now including 4,463 miles of road.

FIGHT THE TICKET BROKER..

Beat of War Appears to Have Been
Shifted to Iiwest.

The seat of war against the ticket
brokers seems to have shifted to the
(Southwest, and indications are that the
battle has started there with uncommonvigor. A short time ago the city of
Houston, Tex., passed an ordinanceagainst ticket scalping. The big rush oftravel to that section has caused thebrokers to want the restriction removedcorsequently they went into the courts
and asked an injunction against the city,restraining it from imposing the pen-
alties imposed by the ordinance. Thecase was thrown out of court.

The decision is considered of impor-
tance at this time. The railroads havebeen working hard in that territory to
obtain similar legislation to that enactedby the city of Houston, and have been!held back by the pending suit. This isthe time when the railroads are more
anxious than any other to have t>at ter-ritory protected, since the Southern tour-ist travel is at its height. The brokers
have grown fat in former years trading
upon these tickets. -~Lately the railroads have Introduced
something new in the way of an induce-
ment to the Southwestern municipalities
to legislate against the brokers. Thatterritory Is now in the midst of a phe-
nomenal growth, due to the advent ofso many immigrants. These have been
able to go so far South by reason of thelow rates which are made for thair ac-
commodation. The railroads are threat-ening to withdraw these rates unless
they get protection from the cities againstthe brokers.

EARNINGS OF MICHIGAN ROADS.

Exceed by 8 Per Cent Those of a
• Year Ago.

The earnings of the Michigan rail-
.roads during the year 1901 exceeded by
more than 8 per cent those of the previ-
ous year, which, \u25a0in turn, was over 7
per cent more than the earnings of 1900.
A statement based upon the monthly re-
ports of the companies doing business in
Michigan, just issued by Railroad Com-
missioner Osborn, shows that. the total
earnings in this state for 1901 were $42,-
--374,569,' as compared with $39,176,939 for
the previous year, an increase of $3,197,-
--629.

The earnings for December alone were
$3,490,160, or $214,020- in excess of those
for the corresponding month of 1900. The
increase in the earnings noted will add
nearly $100,000 to the taxes of the rail-
roads, the last computation of which,
under specific tax law, is soon to be
made Next , December the railroads of
the state are to be taxed on the valua-
tion of their material property.
