VETS RULE AT NIGHT SESSION

WASHINGTON, Feb. 12.—The first in-
ternational woman suffrage conference
and the -thirty-fourth annual conven- ,
tion of the National American Woman
Suffrage association was begun he-re to-
day with an unusually large number of
delegates in attendance. The convention
was presided over by Mrs. Carrie Chap-
man Catt, president. In her annual ad-
dress she said:

"Hard upon the track of the man suf-
frage movement presses the movement
for woman' suffrage, a logical step on-
ward. It has come as inevitably and as
naturally .as the Mow er unfolds from
the bud or th«. fruit develops from the
flower. Why should woman suffrage not
come? Men throughout the world hold
their suffrage through the guaranty of
the two principles of liberty and for.
these reasons only. One, 'Taxation
without representation is tyranny,' who
dares deny it? And are not women
taxed? The other, 'governments derive
their just powers from the consent of\u25a0

the governed.' How simple and unan- \
swerable that petition of justice! And
are not women governed?

WASHINGTON, D. C, Feb. 12.—The
postoffice department began today put-
ting in force the order of the president,
which directly affects nearly tSO.OOO fourth
class postmasters, and which is likely to
arouse the hostility of many congress-
men.

Fourth Assistant Postmaster Bristow
has announced that all fourth class post-
masters, which includes all having a
salary of less than $1,030, will not be
subject to removal by congressmen ex-
cept for cause and on charges filed.

Heretofore it has been customary at
the end of a four-year term for con-
gressmen to fill their places by the re-
appointment of the incumbent or by a
new appointment. This plan enables con-
gressmen to reward political friends ano
punish enemies. The new order, an ap-
plication of president's merit ideas, de-
prives a congressman of about all the
patronage left him by the senate.

TRAIN OFF THE TRACKS
MAW IX.MREI), BIT XO OXE

KILLED.

CLEVELAND. Ohio, Feb. 12.-Traln
No. 10 on the Erie road, leaving Cleve-
land at 1 p. m. for New York! was
wrecked between Mahoning and Phalanx,
Ohio, about forty miles from this city,
this afternoon. The whole train left the
tracks and ran on for twenty car
lengths, finally toppling over in a ditch.
Twenty-one persons were Injured, but
no fatalities occurred.

The wrecked train is one of the finest
on the Erie road, and is vestibuled. The
engineer, Matthew Shay, of Youngstown,
and George Hopper, Cleveland, con-
ductor, were not hurt.

George Thomas, of Cleveland, received
what is feared to be fatal injuries, brain
concussion.

The cause of the wreck is now :;aid
to be spreading rails. Most of the in-
jured were in the coach next to the
last, that being the private car of Joseph
Ramsay, president of the W&bnsh ru.'l-
road. Mr. Ramsey had an emeTgerßfy
case with him. and he did heroic work in
assisting the injured. His car did not
topple over, but the car in front did.

OLEO BILL
18 PASSED

HOUSE PITS THE BILL THROUGH

WITHOUT DIVISION OX THE.

FINAL, VOTE

OPPONENTS SIGNALLY BEATEN

Introduction Into States or Territo-

ries In Original Packages Will

Not Prevent Levying of Tax

of 1O Cents a Pound

HEAVY PENALTY FOR SERVING

WASHINGTON, Feb. 12.—The house
today passed the oleomargarine bill.

There was no division on the final pas-
sage, the real test of strength having

been made on a motion to recommit,

which was defeated by a majority of 34.

The provision to require the inspection

'and branding of renovated butter,

which was adopted in committee of the
whole yesterday, was retained today on
an aye and nay vote.

As finally passed, the bill is somewhat
modified from the form In which it was
reported from the committee on agri-

culture. It makes oleomargarine or
imitation butter or cheese transported
into any state or territory for use, sale
or consumption therein, subject to the
laws of such state or territory, not-
withstanding that it may be introduced
in original packages, and imposes a tax
of ten cents per pound on oleomarga-
rine made in imitation of "butter of
any shade of yellow." When not made
in such imitation the tax is reduced to
*,i of one cent per pound.

The second section is intended to pre-
vent dealers, hotel proprietors, restaur-
ant and boardinghouse keepers from
coloring the uncolored article, by mak-
ing any person who colors the product

and then sells or furnishes it to others,
a manufacturer within the meaning of
the act. Penalties for violation of the
act are a fine of not less than $50 nor
more than $500 and imprisonment for
not less than thirty days nor more
than six months.

Servers Made Liable.

The new section relating to the inspec-
tion and branding of renovated butter is
as follows:

"That the secretary pf agriculture is
hereby authorized and required to cause
a rigid sanitary to be made
from time to time, and at such times as
he may deem necessary, of all factories
and: storehouses where butter is reno-
vated; and all butter renovated at such
places shall be carefully inspected in
the same manner and to the same ex-
tent and purpose thatjneat products are
now inspected. The quantity and quai-
ty of butter renovated shall be reported
monthly.

Must Mark Renovated lintter.

"All renovated butter shall be desig-
nated as such by marks, brands and
labels and the words 'renovated butter'
shall be printed on all packages thereof,
in suen manner as may be prescribed
by the secretary of agriculture and shali
be sold only as renovated britter. No
renovated butter shall be shipped or
transported from one state to another,
or to foreign countries, unless inspected
as provided in this section."

War claims occupied the attention of
the house after the passage of the oleo-
margarine bill and the day was made
notable for the passage of the first bill
for the payments of claims of United
States citizens arising out of the Spanish
war. It carried something over $55,000
for the payment of 202 claims for prop-
erty taken within the United States for
the use of the army.

An omnibus bill carrying claims aggre-
gating $2,114,552 for stores and supplies
taken from loyal citizen s during the
civil war also was passed.

McCleary CbargeH Tawney With
Mismanagement. While Otlie;*

Friends of the Bill Fear Ren-
ovated Butter Clause.

WASHINGTON, D. C, Feb. 12.-The
managers of the anti-oleomargarine
campaign, though the bill was passed by
the house today, are not so sanguine as
to the result in the senate.

The fact that the majority qf the
dairy forces in the house was reduced
to forty-four is laid to various causes.
The chief Is division and jealousy in
the ranks of the dairy people. Charles
Y. Knight is inclined to blame Mr. Mc-
Cleary, while the latter says it is pal-
pably the fault of Tawney, who did not
manage the floor fight as it should have
been managed.

By a blunder Tuesday evening the op.
position was given so great an advan-
tage that adjournment had to be taken
to rally the forces for final passage.

Today, when the bill finally went
through, it contained a provision as to
renovated butter, which will make it
harder to get through the senate. Mr.
Henry, of Connecticut, who was nomi-
nally in charge of the bill, says frank-
ly he fears it will not pass that body,
•but Knight Is more hopeful.

REVISION NOT FINISHED
COMMITTEE WILL. HAVE TO HOLD

MILLERS MEAN
TO CUT A FIGURE

ILL FORM A STRONG : NATIONAL
ORGANIZATION *

Es-isiiiis Association I* Willing- to
Be Merged Into 11 New ami More

Aggressive Combination
for Self-Protect

CHICAGO, Feb. 12.—The millers of the
United States, represented by thirty-live
delegates from state ami sectional asso-
ciations, met here today and appointed a
committee to craw plans for a permanent
national organization. "The committee
will report tomorrow, when tne plan un-
doubtedly will be adopted, as an the dele-
gates are of the opinion that such an or-
ganization is needed. The committee con-
sists of William C. Ellis, of St. Louis,
chairman; B. A. Eckart, Chicago; Sey-
mour Carter, Minnesota; Asher Miner,
Pennsylvania; E. P. Rronvon. Tennessee;
L. M. Miller, Kansas City; E. H. Evans,
Indiana, and A. Mennel, Ohio.

A national association of millers already
exists, but it is said to be too loose to
be effective and the members have of-
fered to withdraw from it or to suner
merger in -c new organization. The
object of the new organization will be
to unite the millers and er.ftbie them to
use their strength with congress as a
unit. The mnlers, it is said, fear adverse
foreign tariffs, especially the new German
tariff now before the reiclTstag..

During the meeting today a telegram
was sent to Congressman Hepburn, chair-
man of the house interstate commerce
committee, favoring the Tawney amend-
ment to the Harter act, the effect of
which would be to make the ship com-
panies instead of the shippers pay tne
port of London docking charges.

PEARSON HAS RESIGNED
TEXL.S WHY HE IS JMPEUED TO

<UIT TEACHING

Attempted to Inaugurate a Xi>w and
Unwelcome Policy in Theolog-

ical World—Xo Let-*;
ter Given.—

CHICAGO, Feb. 12.—Prof. Charles W.
Pearson, whose Decent utterances against
the infallibility of certain portions of
the Bible occasioned wide comment in
Methdolst church circles, today resigned
as professor of English literature at
Northwestern university. The resigna-
tion, it is stated, was voluntary.

Prof. Pearson also asked for a letter
of dismissal from the Methodist Epis-
copal church, but the request was refus-
ed, as compliance would indicate that he
was in good standing m the church.
The professor is to continue in charge
of his class until a successor is found,
and his salary is to continue till Jan. 1,
1903.

In regard to his seeking a letter of
dismissal from the church. Prof. Pear-
son said:" "I made an attempt to in-
augurate a new policy, but the changes
proposed, though I do not doubt that
they will be accepted in the compara-
tively near future, are not welcome. 1
deemed it my duty to make my plea in
the church and in the university. The
plea having been rejected, it seems
equally my duty to withdraw from both.
I expect, as opportunity offers, to con-
tinue the work upon which I have enter-
ed."

LORD DUFFERIN IS DEAD
GREAT BRITAIN L.OSES HER

GREATEST DIPLOMAT.

LONDON, Feb. 12,-The. Marquis of
Dufferin, former governor-general of
Canada, and who tilled many high dip-
lomatic posts in tbe English service,
died at 6:25 o'clock this morning at his
residence at Clandeboye, County Down,
Ireland.

Lord Dufferin bad been long In ill
health. He passed away peacefully after
a night of total unconsciousness.

Lord Dufforin never wholly recovered
from the shock which he experienced as
the result of the d&th of his son, Lord
Ava, in South Afrkfa, and the failure of
the London and Globe Finance Corpora-
tion, limited, and kindred concerns of
which he was a director, completed his
breakdown. With the exception of his
-youngest son, Lord Hamilton Temple
Blaokwood. who is with his regiment,
the Ninth Lancers, in South Africa, all
the family were present at the death-
bed. Lord Clandeboye, the eldest son,
who is a clerk in the foreign office, and
who maried Florence, daughter of John
H. Davis of New York, succeeds to the
title and another American joins the
ranks of the peeresses.

The funeral of Lord Dufferin will beprivate. His remains will be buried in
the graveyard at Clandeboye, February
Id.

GOV. CUMMINS
BREAKS OUT

DECLARES AGAINST PROTECTED
MONOPOLIES AT A LINCOLN

DAY BANQUET

PILGRIMAGE TO BURIAL PEACE

Many Cities of the Country Witness
Celebrations in Honor of the

Memory of the Great
Emancipator.

LINCOLN, Neb., Feb. 12.—Abraham
Lincoln's birthday was celebrated to-
n!ght by the Young Men's Republican
club with a banquet at the Lincoln hotel.
Gov. Cummins;, of lowa, was the prin-
cipal' speaker. Much of his speech was
devoted to the questions of reciprocity,
tariff revision and the trusts.

He said in part: "1 am a profound
believer in the system of tariff duties,
but consumers have a better right to
competition than producers have to pro-
tection; therefore, if congress finds that
any manufacturer has destroyed the com-
petition of our own country aim that the
monopoly is likely 'to be continued it
should, and I believe it will, w^-draw
from the products of monopoly the pro-
tection hitherto accorded them."

Pllflrrtmaare to fimial Place.
SPRINGFIELD, 111., Feb. 12.-At the-

national Lincoln monument this after-
noon, on the anniversary of the birth of
Abraham Lincoln, hundreds of gray-
haired soldiers who had been on many a
hard fought field, and of women who
had aided the cause of the Union oy ur.-
liring work in hospitals and at homes,
assembled and laid beautiful floral offer-
ings on the sarcophagus. The exercises
consisted of singing of "America," prayer
by Rev. J. M. Stevenson, chaplain of
Stephenson Post No. 30, G. A. R., and
addresses by Col. Charles F. Mills, com-
mander of Stephenson pOL-t, and Col.
James S. Felton, while Mrs. E. D. John-
son, wife of MaJ. Johnson, custodian of
the Lincoln monument, read an address,
and Mrs. McCiain, representing Broeg
Woman's Relief Corps, colored, recited
Lincoln's favorite poem, "Oh, Why
Should the Spirit of Mortal Be Proud,'
and the assembly sang Julia A\ ard
Howe's "Battle Hymn of the Republic."

Tonight at tire court house exercises were
held under the auspices of Stephenson
post, G. A. R., at which Maj. James A.
Connelly made a short address and Capt.
T. w. S. Kidd. United States commis-
sioner, gave reminiscences of Lincoln.
The address of the evening was made by
Gen. Alfred Orendorff. who paid an elo-
quenf tribute to the life and work of the
martyred pi-esident.

North and South at Chicago.

CHICAGO, Feb. 12.—Memorial exercises
in honor of Abraham Lincoln were hell
here today on a scale surpassing that
of any previous local celebration of the
anniversary of his birth.

Appropriate exercises were held in the
schools, all of the public buildings, save
the postoffice, were closed and no busi-
ness was transacted at any of the bank?
or on the Board of Trade or the stock
exchange. A large number of business
houses also were closed during the after-
noon.

In the evening there were a number
of banquets, at which the speakers for
the mo. t part dealt with some phase of
the life of Lincoln. The largest of these
affairs was held In the home of the
Marquelte club, where at least 700 mem-
bers of the club gathered to listen to
the addresses.

Lafayette Young, of Dcs Moines. lowa,
spoke on "Abraham Lincoln." He re-
ferred to the convention of 1860, whore
he said the compromises of men made
the platform and the providence of God
made the nomination. Statesmanship is
common sense applied to politics; gen-
eralship common sense applied to war.
Lincoln was both statesman and gen-
eral in this sense. IfYorktown was the
Christmas of the republic, Appomattox
represented the Eastern resurrection.
Lincoln died before the pains and penal-
ties of reconstruction, escaping the
small purposes following the war, even
as he had escaped the small disputes
leading to it.

Senator McL&orin said in part: "I
think I see the dawn of another day
when our country will be divided, not
on sectional lines, but in thought; when
a man will act and vote, not from the
influence of the mere locality, but in
accordance with the dictates of his con-
science, judgment and enlightened self-
interest. This, and this alone, can make

LIRERTADOR CARRIED TOO MAW
GUNS FOR RIM AND HALF AN

HOUR'S FIGHTING GAVE
HIM ENOUGH .

MATOS' ACCOUNT OF FIGHT

WILLEMSTAD, Island of Curacoa.
Feb. 12.—Late today the following report
of the engagement' between the Liberta-
dor and the Crespo was obtained:

On Board the Libertador, off Cumarebo,
Venezuela, Feb. 7.—We left the vicinity
of Curacao at 4 o'clock this morning, go-
ing southward. We were informed by a
schooner that Venezuelan government
warships were off La Veta de Corrona,
and we head south at full speed. At 2
o'clock in the afternoon we met the
steamer Crespo near Cumaredo and she
immediately prepared to fight. To our
summons to surrender, accompanied by a
blank cannon shot, the Crespo replied by
opening fire on us, to* which the Liberta-
dor replied by directing the fire of her
heavy guns and rapid fire guns on the
Crespo. The latter kept up firing for, a
time, but her shells did not strike us,
while our shells inflicted serious damage
to her.

After half an hour's fighting the Crespo
hoisted the white flag and surrendered
unconditionally. The commander of the
Crespo, G-en. Pedro Rlvere Butero, and
all her crew were then transferred on
board the Liberetador, and the Crespo,
rendered completely useless, was aban-
doned on the coast after all her war ma-
terial had been removed and the gun 3
which we could not take away had been
destroyed.

"When the commander of the Crespo ar-
rived on board the Libertador we noticed
that his liat had been pierced by bullets
and we acknowledged that he and all
his crew had fought valiantly,

DESPERATE BUTTLE IN
KENTUCKY MOUNTAINS

Posse of Middlesboro Citizens Raid a Blind
Tiger Saloon and Kill and Burn Half a

Dozen Maddened Outlaws.

ONE OFFICER KILLED, ANOTHER OYING
MIDDLE&BORO, Ky., Feb. 12.—One of

the worst battles ever fought in the
Cumberland mountains occurred this af-
ternoon at Lee Turner's blind t'ger sa-
loon four miles from here. The battle
was between Turner's mountaineers,
twenty in number, and fifteen or more
citizens of Middlesboro, who were sworn
into a posse to arrest Turner, who en
Wednesday night took by force two
mules from Gills Colson. Turner owed
Coison money and the latter had levied
on his mules.

As a result of the battle, it is said
Charles Cecil, who wa.s among the offi-
cers, was kiiled and John Doyle, another
officer, was fatally wounded". Turner
lost five men. His saloon was burned
to the ground by the officers and live
of his men perished in the names.

Tamer was absent at the time of the
battle and is reported to be now at
Mingo, making preparations to tlee from
the country.

Reports of various kinds are afloat and
it is impossible to secure the exact de-
tails and learn the exact number of men
that met death.

The battle occurred between 4 and 6
o'clock this evening at l,ee Turners
"quarter house" saloon, three ana a naif
miles from Middlesboro. l,ast mon.a
some mules and ether goods of Turner's
were levied on In payment lor a debt
and a few nights ago, it is alleged, he
with others, went to Virginia, where tue
property had been taken, secured what
was formerly his and returned to the
"quarter house."

Turner Seised Mule*.

Today Deputy Sheriff Thompson sum.
moned a posse of ten or fifteen nven for
the purpose of arresting Turner :.t his
saloon. The Louisville & Nashville rail-
road refused to convey the officers to
the saloon and they walked through the
mountains. Turner had heard that an at-
tempt would be made to arrest him and
he p.v.d his men, fifteen in number, gave
the officers a warm reception. The saloon
is well suited for ar. attack like this. It
is built of huge logs and is surrounded
by a thirty-foot fence.in which loop holes
are cut so that the Inmates can 5..00t at
outsiders.

Cecil Was Foolliunly.

Turner's surrender was demandeo. His
reply was a round of shots. Charley
Cecil, of Middlesboro. was riding a horse
in plain view of the Turner men. Some-
one raised a window of the log house and
shot Cecil, who fell dean. Instantly the
man at the window fell back, pierced by

half a dozen bullets. Then the firmg1 be-
gan in earnest. The officers scattered
and, hiding behind trees and rocks,
poured a galling fire into the fortress.
In the fighting John Doyle, a tormer-
railroad man, was badly wounded, perhaps
fatally, and Simon Bean, anotner ex-ra.i-
road man, was shot in the hand.

The town men gathered closer around
Turner's place, undaunted at the shots
which whizzed around them. As soon
as Cecil wa.s killed his companions de-
termined to burn Turner's rendezvous,
and in the midst of the battle a man
applied a torch to an expired side of
the building.

Grim mill Deadly Vengeance;
A few minutes later the building was

in flames. Several of the mountaineers
came to the window and were imme-diately shot clown. The pusse surround-
ed the barricade, determined to let none
escape. Lee Turner and several of his
friends, however, in some manner, es-
caped and he Fs now at Mingo mines,
eight miles from Middlesboro. Several of
his men perished in the flames.

This has been the most exciting day
ever known in Middlesboro, notwith-
standing the fact that many battles have
been fought within the town limits and
In the near vicinity. All sorts of rumors
are afloat tonight, one being that five
Turnerites were killed by the Win-
chesters of the attacking men, and five
men perished in the flames. Jt is also
believed that the posse lost mure men
than one. and that some of the Middles-
boro fighters may now be lying dead or
dying in some of_ the hollows surround-
ing the "quarter Thouse."

Tamer May Want Revenge.

Some of the deputies came in tonight
with their Winchesters over their
shoulders. They state that half of tho
mt-ii are still at the "quarter house,"
and that they will return with relnforce-
ments.

It is feared that the trouble is not at
an end. Turner is not a man who Is
easily cowed, and it Is believed he will
organize a band and avenge the death
of his friends and the burning of hin
saloon. Turner is a brother of "Wild
Bill" Turner, who was killed several
years ago.

Tim quarter! hou.<?e is Kknown far ami
wid.e because of the number which has
been killed within its confines. Placing
today's number of deaths at six, iifty-
nine persons have been killed there and
twice that number wounded.

YOUNG TEDDY
IS GAINING

CRISIS IN LEFT .LUNG HAS PASSES
AND THE OTHER IS IM-

PROVING

NO UNFAVORABLE SYMPTOMS

All Report* From the Sick Room
During: the Day Were of Uni-

form Favorable Tenor, and
Parents Are Hopeful.

GROTON, Mass., Feb. i2.-If Theodora
Boe&eve'Jt Jr. continue-!- fcr the next
twenty-four hours In his present condi-
tion, his physicians have given the presi-
dent and Mrs. Roosevelt to oelieve that
their son's vitality will be sufficient for
him to meet, and pass successfully the
crisis in his disease which is looked
for some time tomorrow, and on Friday
irorning he will be practically out ot
danger.

Tonight he is considered to be better
than last night, and the same can b?
said of his two schoolmates. Howard F.
Potter, of New York, and William Gam-
mel Jr., of Providence.

This report, which was given out b.v
Mr. Cortelyou at 9 o'clock tonight, was
the last of the four issued during the
day, none of which was of a discour-
aging or unfavorable nature. Tuesday
night had been a good one, and after
the morning examinations by the physi-
cians, it was said that should the favor-
able condition continue for forty-eight
hours, the danger would be passed.

Again, after the examination by the
doctors tonight, Secretary CoTtelyou
frankly said that the crisis In the right
lung, that in the left having been pass-
ed, would probably be reached before
tomorrow night.

Parents Aery Hopeful.

So confident are the president ancl his
wife that the boy will pass through tXi3
crisis In good shape that tha_ president
is already making some slight prepara-
tions to leave tor Washington. Tonight
It looks as if he m-igM start some time
Friday. Everyone at the Gardnej: hous*
tonight seemed not only cheerful, but
jovial, while Mrs. Roosevelt, cheered and
comforted by a short but impressive
service at 6 o'clock in the chapel, went
to her nightly watch in the infirmary in
good spirita.

The 9 o'clock report of the boy's con-
dition was the most important one of
the day. Mr. Cortelyou said that the
left lung had cleared considerably dur-
ing the day; that the boy's temperature,
respiration and pulse had shown but lit-
tle variation. Everything during the day
has gone on well. The clearing up of
the left lung is a favorable sign, in that
it will enable the boy to meet the crisis
in the right iung better.

In speaking of other things besides the
boy's condition, Mr. Cortelyou said that
no change had been made in the pro-
gram for Prince Henry's visit; in fact
invitations to the dinner wore going out
at Washington. The president will not
give up his trip to Charleston, but will
go there after Prince Henry leaves.

INSURANCE WAS HEAVY
LOSS TO COMPANIES ESTIMATED

AT $4,000,000.

NEW YORK, 'Vfeß. 12.—A preliminary

I meeting of insurance company repre-
sentatives has been held to arrange set-
tlements of the losses in the great Pater-

i son fire. Instead of filty or sixty com-
panies being concerned, it was found that
there are over 100. Edwin Quackenbu&h,
secretary of the Underwriters' Associa-
tion of Paterson, after many conferences
with insurance adjusters?, the owners or
burned property and an examination of
insurance maps, said the loss to insur-
ance companies would aggregate about

' $4,000,000.
The Insurance men found that the

burned district was more heavily covered
by insurance than the yat first thought.
They estimated the total loss to be about
$6,000,000, and the insurance a shade under
70 per cent, of T*ie total. The estimate or
$6,000,000 is from $2,000,000 to $4,000,000 less
than the figures fixed upon by city offi-
cials and leading business men of Pater-
son.
