nir IXGIO-.TAPAXKSE ALLTAXCE.
The London press cannot be said to ex-

aggerate the Rwtve importance to Eng-
land's national interests which is in-
volved in her announced alliance with
Japan in China. That alliance was ef-
fected, no doubt, as the best that Eng-
land could do, in view of the probable
unwillingness of the United Slates toappear as the third party to such a
treaty-a plan of action which appears
to have been very dear to Senator Davis
during the closing days of his life.

It is now easy to understand why
England has virtually evacuated Wei-
Hai-Wei. She is not going to leave
China by any means. But the aggres-
sion which she feared so urgently when
she grabbed Wei-Hai-Wei as an offset
to Russia's grab of Port Arthur she no
longer fears, at least not as badly as she
did then, and she will now have ma-
terial assistance on the ground to pre-
vent it.

Englishmen and other foreigners may
hide it from themselves as effectively as
they please; but the fact does not ad-
mit of denial or evasion that the United
States has been effective in preventing
a partition of China among European
powers. The work was not done by
threats or by specific representation.
The attitude of this country among the
powers repres ated in China presented
so tremendous a contrast to that of
all others that the moral effect was in-
superable, and contemplated partition, if
ever feasible, has been dismissed.
It is now a question whether England

has checkmated Russia's aims in Man-
churia, while enabling Japan to do
likewise in Korea, by the making of this
agreement. The 'effort is being made
with a good deal of subtlety to conwey
the thought that the faifcire of the
United States to sign the treaty Is a
mere unimportant detail, and that we
have another dreibund in the East,
which, so far as the United States is
concerned, is somewhat informal.

It is a remarkable evolution of inter-
national affairs which produces an alli-
ance, offensive 'and defensive-for that
is what the document represents—be-
tween the oldest and perhaps the great-
est, power in Europe and the infant na-
tion of the Orient. What results, if any
of prime importance, will spring from it
there is little to be gained by inquiring

at this time. Whether Russia will regard

it as an attack on her prestige In the
East or designed to put an end to the
expansion of the great Slav empire to-
ward Amur and the Yellow sea, events
alone will show. Certainly if Russia has
any designs on the Korean peninsula
she can put them in effect only at a
terrible sacrifice. She must face the
united power of England and Japan in
any such event.

One of the questions with which diplo-

mats will proceed at once to concern
themselves will be whether the Anglo-
Japanese treaty will operate to isolate
England in Asiatic, as she 'Is now Iso-
lated, in European affairs; or, putting
the proposition in another form, whetjper
there is not a prospect, more or less re~

mote, of the other powers, who certainly

have or have had aggressive tendencies
in China—Russia, France and Germany-

uniting to withstand the other com-

bination.

Whatever the immediate ends of Eng-

land and Japan may have boon in mak-
ing the arrangements, it is idle to try to

convince any intelligent observer of the
progress of affairs in the Bast dur-
ing the past two years that the alliance
is dictated only by a desire to promote

the integrity of the Chinese empire.

The granting of the injunction asked for

act of justice.

All realize the need of
one in St. Paul, and all are confident
that the necessary funds can be raised
in short time.

WAXTEV—A COXSTITVTIOXAL COX-
VKNTIOX.

The situation which now exists as the
direct result of the precipitate and un-
warranted action of the governor in call-
ing an extra session of the legislature

is one which should bring- pain to every
public-spirited citizen of the state. Not
only was the present session called into

existence with indecent haste; but the
very terms of the measure creating the

tax commission rendered it difficult if
not impossible for that body, with tho
time at its bestowal, to do the work
which alone they could have served the
state by doing. The work they have
done now promises to go for naught un-
less the counsels of the wiser and more
conservative of the members shall pre-
vail.

The tax code is already defeated. It
is quite plain that it. cannot now be
adopted in substance or spirit. It has
succumbed to the universal verdict of
condemnation. Nor can the fault le
placed at the door of either the commis-
sion or the legislature. It is due to the
peculiar circumstances attending the
creation and appointment of the commis-
sion and the calling of the legislature
together. This latter was done in timt
and manner pure and simple to enable
Gov. Van Sant to strengthen the pros-
pects of his renomination.

The situation, rhen, whielr confronts the
citizens of the state is one which prom-
ises such action by the law-making pow-
er as will wholly ignore the work of the
commission, and lead to the adoption of
amendments to the tax laws which bear
no relation whatever to the instrument
which the legislators were called
to consider. This is absurd. It may
be illegal. It is impolitic from every
point of view. The tax code should be
discarded if it is not going to be adopt-
ed in substance.

The eeriee of proposed amendments In-
troduced by Representative Dnnn, of'this
city, makes confusion worse confounded
The proposals identified with Repre-
sentative Pennington, while excellent in
their way in many respects, involve a

radical departure from all the lirtes
of conduct laid down by the proposed

code, and are ao far-reaching in their

effect as leave it in doubt whether they

should be seriously considered during

the present session. His proposed amend-
ments to the constitution raise a serious
question whether they would receive
popular approval, as, indeed, will any
amendment whatever, except, perhaps,

the amendments recommended by tha
commission.

There is but one course for the legisla-

ture to pursue, so far as The Globe
seea. That is to provide for the calling

of a constitutional convention. This it

can do by a two-thirds vote in each
body. It can submit the question to the
people at the next election, and in all
human probability it will be adopted.

The alternative course is to submit such
amendments as they decide are neces-
sary to the enactment of the tax leg-

islation sought. Tax legislation along

any of the lines thus tar laid down
ought not to be seriously considered.

The action of Aid. Hunt In voting to

sustain the action of Mayor Smith's veto
of that spur track ordinance is about
the most effective commentary that could
be offered on the refusal of his vverst crit-

ics to stand by the mayor and his admin-
istration of which they are supposed to

be part. Their own ideas of loyalty

either to the people or the party are evi-
dently not of the kind to constitute them
Hunt's most effective critics.

When we t'.re all educated up to the
standard intended by the great contribu-
tions to universities which are now the
vogue, it is to be hoped that our educa-
tion will not carry too many of us be-
yond the principles of American democ-
racy. There is not much fear of any
such result in the South, no matter how
much money the Rockefellers may spend

there.

The statement coming from Berlin that
the inquiry of Mr. Norman and the
answer of Lord Cranbo'rne represented a
cooked-up affair is not without sustain-
ment, as will be found on close examina-
tion of the question and answer. Happily

the matter lias gone so far that eitner
the German or the British politicians

must knuckle down to the iacts, sooner
or later.

More popular disturbances in Spain!

While the governing people over there
'Seem to devote themselves to building

castles, after the usual Spanish fashion,

the people seem quite as enterprising in
tearing down those airy structures. Some
time or other somebody responsible for
the progress of things in that country
will perhaps taKe account of human
progress.

There are many Americans that wiil
sympathize with the attitude taken by

the Bohemian Americans regarding the

advent of the German prince. The cour-
tesies to the prince, however, might be
passed over without any particular at-
tention, if the tendency was not so
marked since the advent of imperialism
to spit upon the representatives of lib-
erty and to fawn on tho.-e of royalty.

It Is rather a severe cut which the
members of the interstate commerce com-

mission receive at tht hands of the St.

Capt. Muhrin spoke briefly,
greeting the admiral and his officers and
ship in the name of the people of the
city.
